Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)
Treasurer Wilson reported a money market checking account balance of $1,241,941.13 and $400,000.00 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $1,641,941.13 for the fiscal year to date 12/7/2007. (The report did not reflect the 12/11/2007 bill list totaling $149,917.76, the 12/11/2007 payroll totaling $246,165.68 and the 12/10/2007 deposit totaling $526,000.00 for an total adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,371,857.69.) Wilson reported that she opened up a one year certificate of deposit at Citizens Commerce Bank in the amount of $500,000.00 at 4.8%.
Wilson passed out the Woodford County Solid Waste Accounts Receivable Reports for November and December 2007.
Wilson updated the Court on the status of replacing the wrecked ambulance.  The balance of the debt for the wrecked ambulance is $57,475.30. It is a fixed rate of 3.71%, and there is 1 ½ years left on the 5 year lease.  If the debt is paid off with the proceeds of the insurance check, there would be a substantial penalty. Therefore, KACo did not recommend that the County pay the lease off early. The low bid for a new ambulance at the reverse auction was $159,900.00 less the insurance proceeds in the amount of $133,674.00, which would leave a shortage of $26,226.00. Wilson recommended that the County continue paying on the lease, which would include $1,553.66 in interest fees, and pay the shortage out of the General Fund. 
Citizen’s Participation

Thomas D. Brown, 120 Buck Run Road, attended the meeting and handed out the following letter to the members of the Woodford County Fiscal Court concerning the “Northwest Mobility Connector”: 

To: Members of the Fiscal Court




December 11, 2007
“The 2005 Comprehensive Plan Update was adopted by the Woodford County Fiscal Court, the Versailles City Council, and the Midway City Council in 2004.  Attached as an appendix to this plan is a 102 page transportation study by Wilbur Smith and Associates, dated 1999.

In February 2006 Transportation Cabinet Commissioner Marc Williams had the “Northwest Mobility Connector design” added to the KY Department of Highways 6 year plan.  Marc Williams was a former employee of Wilbur Smith and Associates.

In February 2006 the Woodford Fiscal Court voted unanimously to ask that the “Northwest Mobility Connector design” be removed from the 6 year DOH plan. 
In November, 2007 the Versailles City Council voted to advertise for proposals to study the “Northwest Mobility Connector”.  The potential costs for this study is as much as $200,000.
Recent news has revealed that the Fletcher Administration doled out over $2 billion in the past 2 years for highway projects and that there is no money for unfunded projects for the next 2 years.

By appearing here tonight I’m asking that the Woodford County Fiscal Court take action through Senator Julian Carroll or directly to Secretary of Transportation Prather to amend any funding that specifically identifies the “Northwest Mobility Connector’ to either be traffic issues as identified in the 2005 Comprehensive Plan.  Identifying a non-existent road as the title of a mobility study is inappropriate, biased, and unfair to the property owners in the potential path of the study.”

Other attachments were passed out: Agenda for the City of Versailles Board Council Meeting November 20, 2007; the February 28, 2006 Fiscal Court Meeting minutes which included citizens who spoke against the road; a list of citizens who participated in the 2005 Comprehensive Plan who chose not to have the connector road as part of the 2005 Comprehensive Plan. Brown said that the Fiscal Court has changed, and he would like to know how the present Court feels about the “Northwest Mobility Connector”. 

Brown said that he saw where Senator Carroll came to the November 27, 2007 Fiscal Court meeting and asked for the Court to give him a list of projects. Brown asked that the Court consider the history and people who worked on the 2005 Comprehensive Plan and the background of how the road study got put in the State Department Highway Plan.  Brown asked that perhaps the Court ask Senator Carroll and Transportation Secretary Prather to at least amend the title of the “Northwest Mobility Connector” study. 
Department Heads
Ambulance – Hunter Shewmaker
Shewmaker reported on the reverse auction for the purchase of a new ambulance that was held on December 4, 2007.  Four bidders signed up.  Only two bidders bid on the ambulance. Mid-America Ambulance was the low bidder at $159,900.00 and did not meet the specs. The next bidder was Smoky Mountain Specialty Vehicles, LLC whose bid was $10,050.00 higher than Mid-America Ambulance.  Shewmaker recommended that the Court re-bid the whole thing and not use the reverse auction.

Gilkison asked to postpone the agenda item “bids for inmate phones” to January 8, 2007.
Maintenance – David Long

Long reported that Disponette told him that the boiler repair at the annex will be approximately $900.00. Long said that he received proposals for propane tanks for the fireplace at the Senior Citizen’s Building. The proposal from Suburban would cost $600.00 for the set up fee for a 120 gallon tank with an annual fee of $75.00. Suburban only leases their tanks and the County would have to buy the company’s propane. Southern States would sell the 120 gallon tank to the County for $875.00 plus $79.90 for tank regulators and a bag that needs to be inserted for $110.00 for a total cost of $1,064.90.  Southern States does not require that the County buy their gas. With either company, the County Road Department would have to dig the hole and furnish the sand for the tank.

Staples and seconded by Charles "Bones" Webber to approve the proposal of $1,064.90 from Southern States to purchase a 120 gallon in ground propane tank and other needed equipment for the fireplace at the Senior Citizens Building . The motion also included approving the County Road Department digging the hole and furnishing the sand for the in ground propane tank.

(The bid proposals were approved on November 27, 2007.)

Road – Buan Smith

Smith asked the Court if they had any questions about the report he prepared on the history of Cedar Grove Lane regarding the request for the County to adopt Cedar Grove Lane into the County Road System for maintenance. The report was discussed by the Fiscal Court members, Mr. Anthony Barrett who made the request, and Dr. Mark Roozen of the Veterinary Clinic. After a lengthy discussion of the report, Judge Coyle told Mr. Barrett that after he gets the road up to the County road standards, he can come back to the Court for them to consider the request for the County to adopt the road for maintenance. County Attorney Alan George told Mr. Barrett that bringing the road up to the County standards does not guarantee that the road will be adopted as a County Road. No action was taken by the Court.
Magistrate Larry Craig passed out a letter (Attachment) that he received from Kelly and Donald Mitchell on behalf of the residents of the Weisenberger Mill Road area. Craig said that he had already discussed the request with County Road Engineer Buan Smith. The residents requested a reduced speed on Weisenberger Mill Road. Buan Smith said that he took pictures of the area and recommended reducing the speed on the road. Smith passed out copies of pictures that he took of the area.

A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve Buan Smith’s recommendation and the request from Kelly and Donald Mitchell on behalf of the residents of the Weisenberger Mill Road area to reduce the speed limit to 35 mph for the 1,151 foot stretch from fire gate #25 to fire gate #13 on Weisenberger Mill Road and place signage giving advanced warning of the reduced speed.

Animal Control – Susan Jones

Susan Jones recommended that the fees be increased for the Animal Control. County Attorney Alan George told the Court that the change in rates does not require an Animal Control ordinance amendment.  The rates can be set by order.

County Attorney Alan George advised the Court that the County does not have to provide animal control inside the corporate city limits. George also told the Court that Versailles and Midway should be told that if they want the County to provide the animal control service, they should adopt the County fee schedule, and that is what the meeting will be about.
Jouett House – Michael Lynch

Lynch reported that sometime in April 2008, the Jouett House will be presenting a talk by author Silas House, who has written three bestsellers, won numerous awards and is now working on a film script with Ashley Judd.  Lynch will be updating the Court at a later date.

Lynch also reported that Buan Smith spoke with the State inspector about the additional tie downs on the foundation needed for the new building on the Jack Jouett property. After that is done, they will be ready to start putting on the deck and working on the interior of the building. 
The Jouett House received a loan of a Revolutionary War musket from a museum in Tennessee.
Sheriff – Wayne Wright

Sheriff Wright reported that on December 10, 2007, he gave Treasurer Becky Wilson a check in the amount of $412,000.00 for fees.  Also, Wright told the Court that the estimated fees will be $810,000.00.  The second notices for taxes are going out on December 12 with the due date on December 31, 2007. A grace period will be given until January 3, 2008 due to the holidays; they will be delinquent after January 3, 2008. 

Police – Johnny Wilhoit

Assistant Chief Mike Murray attended the meeting for Chief Wilhoit.  Murray reported that the public has been very generous this year for the “Cops for Kids”.  Since October 27, 2007 almost $15,000.00 has been raised, and it would not have been possible with all the other public safety agencies such as the County and City Fire, the Sheriff Department, the Detention Center, and the Ambulance Service. He said that it will be a good Christmas for the children.

Magistrate Gerald Dotson had some questions to ask Jailer Gilkison about items he heard about at the KACo meeting.  Dotson asked about an inmate program that is done around the State.  He also said that a lot of us have been around and heard Jodie Richards say that he is going to help the counties with the jail situation across the State. Dotson said that he talked to County Attorney George about the possible situation of County inmates who are not citizens. Dotson asked, if once that is discovered, can we get some legislation out of Frankfort that says the jail inmates get sent home after that is discovered. George said that the Woodford County Jail already has a policy in place for that, and Jailer Gilkison can talk to him about that. Gilkison said that during the booking process it is discovered that a person is not a citizen, and then ICE is notified.  The federal authorities come in and do an investigation. County Attorney said that it is up to the Federal immigration authorities to make the decision to deport. Jailer Gilkison told Dotson that he will talk to him after Court about any of his questions. 
Magistrate James E. Staples asked for a letter to be sent thanking Madison County for the use of their ambulance that the County has been using since the ambulance accident.  It was noted that the Court had previously done this. Since the County has had the ambulance for a lengthy time, Judge Coyle said that he would get a card for the Court to sign and send to Madison County.
