APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of March 8, 2016.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,716,703.72, less a bill list of $66,012.80, less payroll of $207,254.35, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,043,436.57.  This amount is higher than the previous three years, but the county still needs to be diligent with finances. 
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker presented information about an Automated Chest Compression device that he would like to purchase with the money received from the insurance claim on the wrecked ambulance.  He would like to purchase three devices, and any remaining money would come out of the Ambulance Department budget.  Mr. Shewmaker would like the court to vote on this at the next Fiscal Court meeting.  

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith asked the court to allow Road Supervisor Bo Wilson to have a county owned truck available to take home on a daily basis in case he is called out for a county emergency.  Treasurer Wilson informed Mr. Smith that this might be considered a taxable fringe benefit.  Mr. Smith is going to speak with Treasurer Wilson and gather more information on the matter.

Mr. Smith also asked the court for permission to provide two sections of culvert (15” by 20 feet long) and a dump truck load of gravel to the property owner of 3161 Cummins Ferry Road.  The property owner will do the work to install a culvert along the front of his property to allow water to flow more efficiently.  It is more efficient and cost effective to provide the materials and allow the property owner to do the work he has requested.  The approximate cost to the county for the materials requested is $530-$580.
1.
