Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a checking account balance of $525,503.77 and $1,209,138.36 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $1,734,642.13 for the fiscal year to date 10/06/06.  Wilson presented the Budget Analysis 65/35% Spending Report.  (Exhibit “A”)

David Boien, representing CMW/Vector Construction, updated the magistrates on the Senior Citizens and Adult Day Care project and the expansion at the Falling Springs Recreation Center. Boien reported that the foundation has been dug out, and the footings are being installed for the Senior Citizens building. They found out that additional bathrooms are needed in the building.  The target date for the completion of the Senior Citizens building is March 2007. The Falling Springs expansion should start on October 23, 2006, and they hope to have it completed close to the New Year.  Boien reported that a representative will be attending the first Fiscal Court meeting of each month, and a written report will be sent for the second Fiscal Court meeting of the month.  Paul Cable, also, attended the meeting to answer questions about the design of the building.
Citizen’s Participation

Jesse Bowling of 100 Gaybourne Way told the magistrates about the disturbing loud speaker at the Kain Ford auto dealership and the loud car mufflers that he can hear at his home. Bowling requested that the Fiscal Court adopt a County Noise Ordinance that was proposed by the Woodford County Agriculture Advisory Review Committee (AARC).
Dr. Behrle Hubbuch, 11864 Troy Pike, requested that the adoption of a County Noise Ordinance be tabled until the term of next Fiscal Court.  He did not think an ordinance should restrict him from the use of firearms on his land. He felt that there was not enough noise in the County for a County Noise Ordinance.
Magistrate Jim Staples said that he had been reviewing the proposed Noise Ordinance. The Comprehensive Plan says that Woodford County should adopt a noise ordinance.  Staples said we may need a noise ordinance; however, the proposed ordinance needs a lot of work. Staples volunteered to review the ordinance with Lori Garkovich, member of the AARC.  

No action was taken on the Noise Ordinance.

Hank Graddy, Midway, representing the Woodford Coalition, told the magistrates that he faxed a letter to County Attorney Alan George confirming that he represented the Woodford Coalition in opposition to the Backer Farm LLC rezoning application.  He believed that the file had arrived at the Fiscal Court, and so this matter will be before the Fiscal Court to act upon. Graddy told the magistrates that his letter contained a request that the Fiscal Court consider holding a public hearing limited to one category of the issues of traffic safety and traffic flow. Graddy’s letter explained why he believed that it was not properly presented at the Planning Commission, and said the letter contained some substantive complaints about what the Planning Commission heard. He was trying to make sure that Alan knew that he believed the need to hear new evidence is necessary to make sure the record is accurate. He asked for the magistrates to consider opening up the public hearing for the limited purpose of hearing expert testimony on the matter of traffic safety and traffic flow related to that development.
Attorney George said that Graddy called him, and he told him the item was not on the agenda.  The policy in the past has been to announce when they may act upon it. All that they would do at the meeting is say that they have received the record.  George told the magistrates of their options on the zoning map request and discussed when they would need to make a decision. George told Graddy he did not think that it would be appropriate to point out the particulars of what he thought should have been in the record.  It is acceptable to say that you would like to have the traffic issue further explored at a public hearing, but it is up to the Court whether they agree with that.  Graddy asked if it was fair for him to talk about the portion of his letter that complains about when the traffic data was presented. George said he would be leery of having the Court hear his argument, because that would be going beyond the record. The magistrates discussed scheduling of the Backer Farm Zoning.

A motion was made by Staples and seconded by McDannold to approve scheduling a “limited” public hearing on the proposed Zoning Map Amendment – Backer Farm LLC on November 14, 2006 at 6 p.m. in the third floor Circuit Courtroom prior to the regular scheduled Fiscal Court meeting.  The motion included approving that the public hearing be limited to only the one issue of traffic study other than what was presented at the Planning and Zoning level.  The motion included allowing one representative attorney and one expert from each side to speak for a maximum of thirty minutes per side.
