Citizen’s Participation

John Mark-Hack, Chairman of the Agricultural Advisory Review Committee (AARC) made a presentation on the AARC’s recommendation to form a Woodford County Rural Land Board for the purpose of receiving and managing donated conservation easements that would be voluntarily donated by landowners for the purpose of preserving farmland in Woodford County. The landowners would give up future development rights and get a tax benefit for their donated easements. The proposed board would consist of three ex-officio nonvoting members and eleven voting members, who shall be Woodford County residents interested in farming and conservation. The board would be appointed by the Judge/Executive subject to approval by the magistrates.  Pattie Wilson, Planning & Zoning Director, also attended the meeting to answer questions about a proposed Woodford County Rural Land Board.  Ms. Lori Garkovich’s report to the Planning & Zoning Commission and the Planning & Zoning Commission minutes of August 9, 2007 were handed out to the Fiscal Court members. (Attachment) Billy Van Pelt, a Woodford County native, who takes care of the Fayette program, reported on the Fayette County Rural Land Management Board, Inc.  No action was taken on the recommendation to create a Woodford County Rural Land Board. The item was put in the property committee, and will be discussed at the next Fiscal Court meeting.
Reports and Updates
Fiscal Court Standing Committee Reports:
Policy and Procedure Committee
Charles "Bones" Webber reported that the committee met and discussed setting the salary for the Judge/Executive’s Administrative Assistant.  After a (3-1) vote, the Committee recommended setting the salary at $30,000.00, which was based on the job description.  Webber noted that he voted no on the salary amount. County Attorney Alan George told the Fiscal Court members that, base on the KY Statute, the Fiscal Court must set a reasonable salary for the position.

Road Committee

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a money market balance of $1,116,515.10 and $900,000.00 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $2,016,515.10 for the fiscal year to date August 24, 2007. (The report did not reflect the bill list for the August 28, 2007 Fiscal Court meeting.)

EDA Report (Peggy Sharon)
EDA Director Dr. Peggy Sharon gave an update on the EDA:

· The Midway Sewer extension project is finished.  

· The Weems development property plan was approved by the Planning & Zoning Commission.  The development is suppose to have a Shell station, a fast food restuarant, a sit down restaurant, hotel (max 70 rooms) and a retail strip. The closing will be in the next couple of days.  

· The Midway Station is under contract for 6.5 million. 

· A closing on Lot #36 is scheduled for Thursday.
· Industry visits have been scheduled for the next several months.
County Attorney Alan George informed the Court that Judge Coyle, Magistrate Dotson, Mayor Bozarth and he attended the previous EDA meeting. They impressed upon the EDA that they are finally going to be coming into some money. They expected the EDA to take a look at taking the remaining money from the sale of the Weems property to use for the interest payment alleviating the Fiscal Court and the City of Midway from having to make the December payment.  The members of the EDA indicated that they would be willing to meet with the Fiscal Court to talk about the use of the money for the upcoming interest payment. George encouraged the Fiscal Court EDA Committee to get with the EDA within the next month or two about using some of the Weems property money to pay the December interest payment and talk about how the Midway Station money will be proportioned back to the Fiscal Court on a yearly basis.

New Business
Senior Citizen Building Usage Policies
Richard Pictor told the Court that he had received several calls from people wanting to use the new Senior Citizens Building.  Pictor said that he would do the scheduling of the usage of the building, but he needed some guidelines. Judge Coyle asked James E. Staples, Larry Craig and Ellen Gormley to volunteer to meet with Pictor to discuss possible usage policies for the Senior Citizens Building.
Jail Inmate Accounts Receivable Policy and Revised Fee Schedule

Smoking Ban in County Government Buildings
County Attorney Alan George explained that the Board of Health is looking at enacting a County wide smoking ban. The Board has been looking at what Madison County did to enact a smoking ban. The Board has been monitoring the Versailles City Council, and does not anticipate action from the City. The Court discussed that all the new County buildings are smoke free.  However, there has not been a Fiscal Court formal vote to make the new buildings smoke free.  The Board of Health is hoping that the Fiscal Court will be supportive by making all Woodford County Fiscal Court owned buildings smoke free.  Steve Barnett suggested polling the County elected officials before making a decision. No action was taken by the Fiscal Court, and the item will be put back on the next Court agenda.
Communications
Magistrates
James E. Staples told the Court that a veteran from VFW came to his house and complained about the condition of an American flag flying at the County Park.  He showed the Court the flag that he felt was in unacceptable condition.  Staples told the Department Heads that there are flags in the Judge/Executive’s office, and they should call David Long if they see any flags that need to be replaced. Ron Mitchell will pick up the flag for proper disposal.
Gerald Dotson told the Court that he read in the paper that the City of Versailles was going to surplus police cruisers, and he asked if the County would be getting any money for the cars. 
Dotson, also, told the Court that the Vision Versailles director resigned.  The County put $13,000 in the County budget, and the City only put $5,000 in the City budget for the Vision Versailles funding. He asked for the County to hold the Vision Versailles check until the Court receives more information.

A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Larry Craig to approve holding the funding to the Vision Versailles Board until the Court knows the future plans after the resignation of the director.

Smith told Mark Gormley, the citizen’s attorney, that the 911 coordinator would not allow this since it would be a redundant name in Woodford County for a road that does not connect. Larry Craig said that he would like the opinion of Hunter Shewmaker and Keith Slugantz. After Smith talks to the Emergency 911 director, Judge/Executive Coyle asked for the item to go back into the Road Committee for a recommendation at the next Court meeting.
County Attorney – Alan George

Assistant County Attorney Phyllis Mattingly told the Court that there is a condemnation proceeding that is scheduled for trial on October 5, 2007, and there may be a need for an expert rebuttal witness.  She spoke to Lena Datko of CEDA/WLA.  Lena indicated that the expense could be paid out of the grant funding. To be cautious, Mattingly thought the Court should approve the hiring.
