Judge/Executive John Coyle called a special meeting to order for the purpose of discussing  recommendations proposed by the Finance Committee and the Green Committee; insurance coverage that has to be addressed before the end of this fiscal year; the Treasurer’s report on tax collection and an upaid tax bill; and approval of the contract and resolution accepting County Road Aid (CRA) and Local Government Economic Assistance (LGEA) funds.  

Squire Staples referred to the 2009-2010 Insurance Premium sheet that reflected the quotes from KACO and BB&T.  It was the recommendation of the Finance Committee to continue the existing insurance coverage Woodford County presently carries with KACO.
1. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the continuance of the existing insurance coverage that Woodford County presently carries with Kentucky Association of Counties (“KACO”).

Squire Gormley made a recommendation on behalf of the Green Committee for the court to approve the progression of working with this energy saving performance company by applying for state grant money, which would move the fiscal court forward with this project.  Squire Gormley stated the cost on the front end of this project would be approximately $970,000, however, the up-front cost will be covered in the guaranteed savings that will be generated long term.  Ameresco guarantees a minimum of approximately $70,000 per year from the savings on the county’s electric bills (kilowatt hours), gas bills (cubic feet of gas), and water bills, and if the final result of the measures taken by this energy savings performance company do not accomplish this minimum guaranteed savings, this company will pay the county the difference.
2.  A motion was made by Ellen Gormley and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the court’s progression of this energy saving performance company by applying for state grant money, which would move the fiscal court forward with this project.
