Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $2,689,869.26 and of that amount, $900,000.00 is invested in certificates of deposit, leaving a money market checking account balance of $1,789,869.26.  (The report did not reflect the bill list for 4/22/08 totaling $120,377.11 and the $500,000.00 Falling Springs Grant for an adjusted balance of $1,169,492.15.)  

Citizen’s Participation 
Several citizens residing at Huntertown Road, Eagle Crest Drive, Kneeland Court and Eureka Drive were in attendance and addressed the court regarding storm water runoff and flooding issues on and around their property.  Magistrate Steve Barnett presented a letter and pictures of the water runoff submitted by this group to the court that described and illustrated the flooding problems they have experienced over the past two years.  Buan Smith, County Road Engineer, addressed these concerns by explaining his plan to try to correct the present deficiency of the retention basin on Huntertown Road by enlarging it.  This plan includes straightening the dam to where it is parallel to Huntertown Road in an attempt to increase the surface volume of the retention basin at Woodburn Hall, which would slow the rate of flow down to the other side of the road.  He further explained that one of the other things besides moving dirt is to try to change the flue inside the Woodburn Hall retention basin to make the passage wider.  This would result in creating an outlet control of that retention basin in an attempt to keep the level of water lower longer so that the water is forced to go through the six inch orifice rather than fill up and drop into the drop box part to flow underneath Huntertown Road to the pond. Department Heads
Ambulance – Hunter Shewmaker made a request to the court to hire an additional paramedic due to the present deficit of staff as a result of the ongoing absence of an employee that has been on sick leave since September of 2007.  
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request to hire an additional paramedic using the current salary guidelines.

Maintenance – David Long reported the waterline that was replaced at the Jouett House is finished and operational.  In reference to the remodeling projects in the courthouse, Long reported that the PVA office should be finished and back in operational form by the end of this week, and the law library project is still in progress.  Long met with County Attorney Alan George and plans have been tentatively made to add a couple computer stations, which would include the appropriate wiring.  Alan George stated that when this projects gets to that point, the expense to have the wiring and internet made available to these computers would have to be approved by the court. 
Road – Buan Smith requested approval to expedite payment of an invoice in the amount of $137.67 to BW Rogers Company due to this account being inadvertently past due and in delinquent status.

The second item Smith addressed was the Road Department’s need to purchase a piece of equipment that is necessary to ensure Cummins Ferry Road is stable enough to widen, especially on the hillside; the rollers the Road Department has now are primarily used for pavement patching and are not designed to do dirt road patching.  Smith requested approval to purchase an attachment, which is a vibrating sheet foot roller at the cost of $7,615.40, which includes one year warranty on parts and labor.  He reported Bobcat Industries is his preference because the equipment specifications claim this vibrating sheet foot roller would give the better compaction rate.  
3. Motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request of Buan Smith to purchase a vibrating sheet foot roller at the cost of $7,615.40 for the Road Department.

The third item Smith discussed was the possibility of an exhaust system being purchased from the same company that sold and installed the City Fire Department’s exhaust system.  Smith met with the representative from PlymoVent to assess the minimum needs of the Road Department garage, which would be providing a means of exhaust for each of the five bays.  The price quote Smith received from PlymoVent is $9,928.00 for the equipment and $8,700.00 for installation for a total of $18,628.00.  When Keith Slugantz, Safety Director, was asked if this equipment could be requested through a grant, he stated this particular grant applies only to first responders.  The court requested that Smith obtain three price quotes from three different companies that sell this exhaust system and bring them back before the court for review.   
The final item brought before the court by Buan Smith was for the purpose of receiving a legal opinion from the County Attorney in relation to whether or not it is County maintenance’s responsibility to work in drainage easements that do not have actual structures.  The question posed is a result of residual problems several residents in Sycamore are having with ponding in ditch lines and drainage easements that ultimately caused problems with their septic systems.  County Attorney Alan George stated that before he could ascertain the County’s role in this situation, it would be necessary for him to research this issue before rendering a legal opinion. 
Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz gave a brief update on the county-wide flooding regarding the declaration of emergency for both the City of Versailles and the County.  Slugantz explained the process of being declared a disaster area and reported that we are 14-21 days away from knowing if a declaration of emergency will be awarded.  The second item of business was pertaining to the dumpsters that were provided to the citizens that experienced flooding in their homes and on their property.  Slugantz made a recommendation to terminate the contract for these dumpsters since they are no longer being filled with flood damage materials.  
4. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Larry Craig to terminate the contract for the dumpsters that were provided by the County for the use of citizens that experienced damage due to flooding.
