County Road Engineer, Buan Smith made the recommendation to release the certificate of deposit for Hunters Ridge Unit 6A in the amount of $10,672.00 because all work has been completed on this unit.  In reference to the status of Unit 6B, Smith reported that the ditches still need to be redefined that run from the street to the retention basin to facilitate drainage from that unit.  It was recommended by Smith to cash in the certificate of deposit in the amount of $17,350.00 that is being held for Unit 6B to pay for the completion of this work, and since this certificate of deposit is in the name of the Woodford County Fiscal Court and Barlow Homes, Inc., a release would have to be signed by both parties.

Maintenance Director, David Long stated that he pulled the ground pump at the fairgrounds, unclogged it and has it operational.  
Regarding the Jack Jouett House, Long reported that he has made an appointment with Road Engineer Buan Smith and a contractor to prepare a bid to finish this project, which includes all items listed in the confirmation letter that was forwarded to the inspector in Frankfort.  
Lastly, Long gave a status report on the most immediate repair that needs to be made at the Senior Citizens Building.  Long explained that an OSB flooring was laid on the floor joists with luan board applied as an underlayment.  Because there was not enough staples or nails put in the luan board, the actual faux hardwood flooring is popping up in several rooms.  A contractor advised Long that at this point, the only option is to take all the flooring up and put new flooring down.  
County Attorney Alan George informed the court that he had written a letter to CMW as  requested at the last fiscal court meeting that contained the list of eight items that Maintenance Director David Long had given him.  George said he received an immediate response from CMW and was told they have no problem correcting all items listed, and they realize these are all covered under the warranty.  During George’s discussion with CMW, it was mentioned their last draw from the construction of the Senior Citizens Building in the amount of $15,513.00 was never released.  To sum up the matter at hand of there being two separate issues, George stated that the repairs are warranty issues that will be dealt with through the warranty, and CMW’s last draw has nothing to do with the repairs that need to be made because CMW is entitled to their money.

Old Business
Proposal from Nation Brothers, Inc. -  following discussion that related to information that was learned at the meeting in Franklin County with Judge Collins, it was decided by the court to table the decision to write letters to our representatives, senators, and congressmen as an endorsement for a contract with Nation Brothers, Inc. until the next fiscal court meeting at which time additional information will be known.  
New Business 
Randy Turner, State Highway Department, District 7 appeared before the fiscal court to present the State’s 2009-2010 Rural Secondary Program, which recommends how the tentative allotment for fiscal year 2009-2010 in the amount of $592,084.00 will be allocated.  (Attachment)  Mr. Turner presented the 2009 Woodford County map to Judge/Executive Coyle and explained to the court the yellow color coding of the map indicates the rural secondary roads.  The Rural Secondary Program is funded by 22.2% of the gas tax, which is used for the maintenance, repair, and improvements to these rural secondary roads.  Mr. Turner’s annual recommendation estimates that approximately $592,000.00 will be eligible for Woodford County this year by means of the Rural Secondary Program.  Although the district’s first priority is everyday maintenance such as road striping, snow removal, and cutting brush, the anticipated funds for 2009-2010 were appropriated by maintenance and traffic for $320,400.00; County Judge Executive for $3,862.00; and the reduction of all those amounts leaves a balance of $413,511.00 for projects for fiscal year 2010 such as KY 341 (from US 62 to the Scott Co. line) for $119,000.00; and KY 3360 (from KY 1659 to US 60) for $229,000.00.

County Attorney Alan George stated that he would be researching the issue of including wineries in this amendment to the comprehensive regulatory ordinance for the sale and distribution of alcoholic beverages within the county of Woodford.  However, George stated that wineries can be added by an amendment to the comprehensive ordinance that would be specific for wineries, and another first reading will be necessary to include wineries.
Approval of the Execution of the Lease Agreement between CoLT and Woodford County – Rich Pictor, Executive Director, explained this request for approval of the lease agreement was brought before the court in order to obtain three (3) new mowers through a lease payment program with a low interest rate with KACo by means of going through the fiscal court.  This would afford the Parks and Recreation Department to budget monthly payments rather than paying a one time lump sum payment.  Squire Staples asked Pictor if these lease payments would be set up on a fixed interest rate, at which time Pictor stated that everything that has been submitted has been on a fixed rate.

Staples to approve the execution of the Lease Agreement between the Kentucky Association of Counties Leasing Trust (“CoLT”) and the County of Woodford, Kentucky contingent upon Squire Staples’ concerns of a fixed rate being resolved.

To further inform the court, Pictor reported that on February 27th at 5:10 a.m., lightning struck the building at Fallings Springs.  The Judge/Executive’s office was notified and claims were turned into KACo and approved as being lightning damage.  Pictor stated that the damage was extensive and gave an estimate of somewhere between $12,000 and $15,000.  The court will be responsible for the $500 deductible and the insurance will pay the remaining portion of the lightning damage.  
Waste Tire Amnesty Agreement - Director Johnson requested approval of the court for Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the 2009 Kentucky Waste Tire Amnesty Agreement.  Johnson explained this program is sponsored by the state Division of Waste Management at the State Highway garage at Crossfield Drive on July 16th, 17th, and 18th.  Because the massive tire supply problem is a litter and environmental issue, the state will hire a contractor to chip, shred, and haul the tires to a disposal site.  Johnson stated that it has been six years since Woodford County participated in this program, but estimated the cost to the county to be approximately $1,000.00.  This program is free for the public, but there are some limitations on what kind of tires will be accepted, i.e., solid tires and liquid filled tires will be turned away.
