REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) - Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $2,407,442.28, minus the $900,000.00 that is invested in certificates of deposit, the $500,000.00 Falling Springs grant, and the bill list of $196,436.17. This leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $811,006.11.  

Citizen’s Participation 
Wayne Craig, Resident of 969 Watts Ferry Road.  Mr. Craig appeared before the court to inquire if the fiscal court is in a position to help him with the problem he has with a neighbor riding dirt bikes and four-wheelers in his yard that is creating noise and stirring up dust.  County Attorney Alan George stated, first of all, this issue is not a fiscal court matter, but he would be happy to look into the matter.  Alan George further explained there is nothing that prohibits ones use of their property as long as it is not an illegal activity.  However, if somebody is doing something with the intention of harassing another person, that person’s intent needs to be examined.  Because this matter is not a criminal or police matter, County Attorney Alan George stated a possible solution to this problem may be for Mr. Craig to retain an attorney to get an injunction.  
Rich Pictor, Falling Springs Center.  Pictor reported that he attended the City Council Meeting last Tuesday, and they made a motion to approve 40% of the funding for the repair of the ceiling of the indoor pool at Falling Springs Center.  He stated this is in line with what the fiscal court ordered at their last meeting whereby the fiscal court approved paying 60% of these repairs if the City paid 40%.  Pictor stated the Mayor told him the City is getting their 40% by means of a low interest loan at Citizens Commerce Bank, and those funds will be available tomorrow. 
Squire Staples stated that he remembered Joe Barrows telling the fiscal court when the county got the $500,000 grant, that it was to be used for unexpected repairs at Falling Springs Center.   Squire Staples said his concern is if the grant money is not used for unexpected repairs, that the county will lose this $500,000 grant. Squire Dotson stated that he and Squire Gormley are on the Woodford Parks Foundation Board, and reporting from the view of the Foundation, Squire Dotson said that grant money is set aside by itself until a larger amount of money is raised at which time, they will use it for projects, not for maintenance projects, but for new projects that pop up.  Dotson further stated only the interest earned off of this money is to be used.  County Attorney Alan George stated this grant money could be used for unanticipated major expenses, but it is not authorized to be used for the repair of the indoor pool ceiling.
County Attorney Alan George stated that Rich Pictor came before the fiscal court to explain he had to move forward with this contractor once he got confirmation from the City so they would be able to complete this project by the middle of September.  Pictor reported this contractor will be starting as early as Friday, but definitely by Monday.    
Department Heads
Maintenance Director, David Long suggested the bike posts not be surface mounted due to the amount of sidewalk space surface mounting would require.  Long recommended the post type that is rubber dipped and coated; this type will cost $167.99 per post and there will be a total of four bike posts.  
Long reported that he talked to the Liquid Siding Company, and they will be at the Millville Community Center in two or three weeks to take care of the outside wall.
Regarding the Jouett House, Long stated the sidewalks are all in.  He had the building inspector check the decks and the ramps to make sure they fit within the handicap guidelines, and he reported the inspector requested handrails on the ramps.  The inspector from the Department of Housing, Buildings and Construction is scheduled to be at the Jouett House at 1:30 on Friday, which will take care of one of the items listed on the Maintenance List dated 7/31/08.  Long said the septic tanks are covered and everything at the Jouett House is turned on and operational.  At this point, the inspector just needs to sign off on everything.  (Attachment)
Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported he is attempting to meet with the residents on Cummins Ferry Road to have consent forms signed as acknowledgement they were told the county will need to cross over, off the right-away-easement into their property to get everything blended before this job is completed.  Also, with the Cummins Ferry Road project, Smith requested approval to pay Kentucky Utilities $2,093.00, the fee Kentucky Utilities is charging to move a power pole out of the way of the road going down the boat ramp.
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request to pay Kentucky Utilities $2,093.00 to move a power pole on Cummins Ferry Road.

Buan Smith requested to withdraw the motion that was made earlier to buy a pickup truck off of the state price contract.  Smith’s request at this time is to change his previous request from a state price contract truck to putting out the bid for anybody that can match the county’s specifications since the value exceeds $20,000.00.  
3. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve Buan Smith’s request to put out a bid for a pickup truck for anyone that can match the county’s specifications.

Buan Smith requested approval to purchase a shallow trailer they can load rollers on and pull behind the new dump truck.  Smith has received four price quotes for an 18 foot long trailer that would be able to carry a 12,000 pound capacity; the lowest price quote was $3,500.00 to the highest price quote of $6,400.00.  
4. A motion was made by Steve Barnett and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve Buan Smith’s request to purchase an 18 foot long trailer at the price of $3,500.00 from Trailer Park and Service Center in Lawrenceburg.

5. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve Buan Smith’s request to purchase an Ex Mark mower at the state contract price of $6,712.00.

Squire Barnett was approached by several residents of the Stonegate Subdivision concerning the problem of having people walk their dogs in the neighborhood without cleaning up after them.  Barnett introduced a Stonegate resident, Michael Staton, who came before the court to request permission to post signs, that they would purchase themselves, on the existing speed limit signs throughout the neighborhood.  Mr. Staton stated their signs would be 9 ½ ” x 12”, mounted eye level below the speed limit sign, and where the county’s speed limit signs are 0.8 gauge aluminum, theirs would be somewhat thinner at 0.4 gauge aluminum.  
16. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve Stonegate Subdivision residents mounting 9 ½” x 12” signs that remind residents walking their dogs to clean up after their dog.  These signs are to be posted eye level, on an existing speed limit sign post below the speed limit sign, and the material used for these signs is to be 0.4 gauge aluminum.

Ellen Gormley – made a report about the dog park at the County Park.  Gormley stated she is pleased with the number of people that are using it because it is turning into a social hour not only for the pets, but also for the owners.
Gerald Dotson – construed Senate Bill 93 to allow people to use golf carts on streets that have miles per hour less than 35 and that are four to five miles from a golf course.  Dotson requested the court to consider the use of golf carts on streets so this issue could be discussed at the next fiscal court meeting, and if the consensus is favorable with the court, to make a proposal before the City.  
Judge/Executive John Coyle  
Judge/Executive Coyle expressed his appreciation to the members that served on the Dog Vaccine Committee and the Pool Committee and dismissed the services of both since these committees have achieved their goals.  Also recommended by Judge/Executive Coyle is a change of committee name from the Huntertown Project Committee to the Grant/Property Use Committee.  Two new members will be added to this Grant/Property Use Committee, Squire Staples and Squire Barnett, and Squire Gormley will continue serving as the Chairperson.  
County Attorney – Alan George

County Attorney Alan George reported that he and Judge/Executive Coyle met with the Woodford County Land Board, of which three members of this ad hoc committee were in attendance of this fiscal court meeting.  George stated the Land Board presented an ordinance to the fiscal court they had drafted from ordinances created by Fayette and Scott County, and the court has the following options: (1) having an ordinance reading and schedule an ordinance discussion to state particular preferences for the purpose of creating a draft with any revisions you may have; have a first reading and as with any ordinance, advertise it for a second reading, and have the second reading; or (2) have a public hearing, or hearings, so there is no confusion as to what this ordinance is designed to achieve and to give the public an opportunity to ask questions to alleviate any concerns.  Hoppy Henton, a member of this Land Board, stated that depending on the wishes of the court, they are available to continue or to quit the job; they are willing to do whatever the court would like for them to do.  Henton reiterated that Fayette and Scott Counties have adopted this ordinance and they have received significant matching dollars from the federal government. Additionally, Henton stated this is a voluntary program and there is no request for funding by the county.   
Alan George requested a motion for the court to go into Executive Session to discuss possible acquisition of real property and litigation.
17. A motion was made by Ellen Gormley and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve going into Executive Session to discuss possible acquisition of real property and litigation.

On the second matter, Alan George stated that it would be up to the court as to whether or not they chose to support the resolution to become a party plaintiff in this litigation against the Commonwealth over reimbursement from the state for credit for time served for inmates in the county jail.  The second option, as pointed out by Alan George, is to adopt a resolution in support of the litigation without being a party plaintiff, which will be up to the court to decide.
19. A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to adjourn the meeting.
