REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,439,668.39, less the bill list of $156,644.41, less the additional bill list of $22,023,51, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $836,503.27, which is attributed to the county not receiving the payroll taxes yet.  

Regarding the pay request of $20,588.78 for the Pedestrian Sidewalk Project on Tyrone Pike (US 62) that is listed on the bill list presented for approval, Treasurer Wilson asked the court if there were any questions they may have that need to be addressed to Bruce Southworth, Public Works Director of the City of Versailles.  In response to Squire Dotson’s question about if the sidewalk will be completed before school is back in session, Southworth stated that it would not be a problem for this contractor to be finished before that date.   
Lastly, Treasurer Wilson asked for approval of the Treasurer’s Statement for Fiscal Year July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011.
