REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –  Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,628,308.00 less the bill list of $76,203.20, the additional bill list of $67,612.79, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,888,162.99.  
 Standing Report  - 
Squire Staples requested that County Attorney Alan George inform the court about the unemployment case that was discussed in the Personnel Committee meeting.  Regarding the motion that was filed in the civil lawsuit requesting protective order that was heard last week, George reported the motion was granted that resulted in the three current road department employees not having to give their deposition testimony for at least 30 days or longer.  The same individual that filed this civil lawsuit has also applied for unemployment benefits because he claims he was terminated for no good reason.  When an appeal was taken before a hearing officer, the hearing officer decided to allow this former employee to continue receiving his unemployment benefits.  George stated that at this point in time, the decision would have to be made as to whether or not to appeal the decision of the unemployment hearing officer, at which time the names of the road department employees that gave their statements would be revealed.

Wade Johnson stated that effective January 4, 2010, Woodford County Solid Waste Recycling will start accepting electronic (e-scrap) recycling as stated in the notice that is being disseminated to the public and will be placed in The Woodford Sun.  Squire Craig responded with discussion of how the county should have a disclaimer that stated no responsibility will be assumed by the county for any confidential information that could be derived from any electronic equipment deposited with the Woodford County Recycling Center.  County Attorney Alan George stated that due notice would be sufficient if posted at the point where the drop-off will occur.  
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported as a follow-up to the discussion about the culvert at Falling Springs that is attached to the sump pump drain for the Senior Citizens Center that it appears that the culvert has been covered up for quite some time.  It has now been opened up, and Smith stated that it will be re-ditched after it dries up so it will flow better.  
Smith informed the court the developers of Hidden Away Estates and Aachen Estates has asked if they could have the option of being a public maintained subdivision should the residents of these developments choose to do so at a later date.  The letter that Smith said that he would be sending will state that the roadway would have to be a dedicated right-of-way to be part of the subdivision plan, the final surface floor would need to be placed on the roadway or be bonded out for being done later, and it would be all conditional upon acceptance to the fiscal court and county road department since the road was originally zoned rural residential.  
Versailles Police Department, Assistant Chief Murray spoke on behalf of Chief Wilhoit to report to the court that the Versailles City Council would like to move forward with the negotiations of the police contract, and that Chief Wilhoit will be present at the first meeting in December to inform the court about the preliminary negotiations of the police contract at this point in time.

Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright submitted the 2010 Budget of the Woodford County Sheriff’s Office to the court for review and informed the court there is a $8,300 increase due to funding court security; with 80% reimbursement received from the Administrative Offices of the Court, the overall budget increase for court security will be $1,600.  With the exception of the increase due to court security, this budget for 2010 is basically the same with a difference of  it being $118 less than last year’s budget.  
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz reported there was a six hour clinic held today to administer approximately 400 H1N1 Influenza vaccinations at KTCTS.  A call went out to recruit help from the Health Department and the Sheriff’s Department, EMS, Midway College, MRC, and CERT volunteers responded to support this vaccination operation.
