County Road Engineer, Buan Smith responded to Squire Craig’s inquiry about the shoulder deterioration of the Weisenberger Mill Road by stating he is aware of the condition of the area between Firegate 11 and 21, and that he has it targeted to make repairs to that area of this road before winter.  
Maintenance Director, David Long updated the court about the upgrades that need to be done on the elevator in the courthouse.  The original quote to rebuild the pumps as recommended by DC Elevator was $1,890.00.  Upon request of Squire Craig to investigate as to whether the pumps need to be rebuilt or replaced, Long reported that DC Elevator recommended not replacing the pumps at this time and spending $9,360.00 needlessly because the next major repair would be the shaft, and at that point, this would be a necessary expense.  This company’s recommendation is to rebuild the elevator pump at the original quote of $1,890.00.
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright presented the fiscal court with three checks for the Sheriff fees of $22,887.56; Special Water fees of $1,129.29; and the tax check made payable to the Woodford Fiscal Court in the amount of $923,339.52, for a total of $947,356.37.

Report from Chief Wilhoit regarding Police Merger Contract:  The full report on the police merger contract will be given at the following fiscal court meeting, but in the meantime, Chief Wilhoit conveyed to the court that the City of Versailles wants to negotiate the contract.
Update on Roots & Heritage Committee.   Rev. Larry Blackford, on behalf of the 2010 Roots & Heritage Committee, made a brief presentation before the court that entailed a funding request of $1,500.00 to pay for their start-up expenses, upcoming events in 2010 that included activities in January, and the actual festival planned for September 25th and 26th  that will be held at Falling Springs.  Subsequent to a motion being made to appropriate $500.00 for the time being, discussion followed that suggested this committee come back before the court sometime in March of  2010, prior to the next fiscal year’s budget being proposed, to request the additional $1,000.00.  At the time this committee requests additional funding, County Attorney Alan George suggested the committee present a budget that would indicate what these funds would be needed for and to also show how this $500.00 appropriation has been spent.

CMW, Inc. Report on Floor Repairs at the Senior Citizens Building.  Ken Reeves gave an update on the issues that were discussed at the previous meeting he attended regarding moisture in the crawl space, the sump pumps, and the brick weeps by reporting that the moisture is improving and there are no problems in the crawl space at this time.  Reeves corrected a statement that he made about there being no drain tile on the exterior of the building and stated there is actually drain tile on the exterior front of the building that drains to an area that is close to the entrance of the building.  However, the opening of the drain is now covered and Reeves agreed to meet Maintenance Director, David Long on site to rectify this drainage problem.  
Regarding the flooring problem, Reeves stated that he met with the installers, Howard-Carpenter Floor Covering, and they have taken the position that periodic mopping is getting moisture between the tiles and causing them to come up because the manufacturer recommended a sealant that would prevent water from getting to the subflooring.  Reeves said that he understood that the county rejected the proposal of applying a sealant at the time of installation, but he would come back to the next fiscal court meeting to confirm this is correct. 
Report from Jim Keck regarding Little League Football’s Project at Falling Springs.   The question was posed to Jim Keck by Squire Staples as to what kind of electrical service was installed in the building that was constructed on the Little League Football field.  Keck stated that during the construction process, they learned there is only a 480 watt panel that is in that area.   Consequently, Keck explained they incurred a lot more expense in having to install a 480 watt panel on this building, and they would have much rather run a single line.  They were told by three separate electrical contractors there was no other way to provide this building with service other than to have a 480 watt panel.  Keck expressed his appreciation for the court’s support in this project.  
New Business
Appointment of Board Member of the Versailles-Midway-Woodford County Board of Architectural Review.  Judge/Executive Coyle made the recommendation of Erin Shoot to fill the two year term that will become vacant on December 11, 2009.
