APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of June 11, 2013. Hearing none, the minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,710,957.37, less the bill list of $19,049.36 and the additional bill list of $430,124.85, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,833,674.10. 

Maintenance Director, David Long reported to the court that he had obtained two quotes to replace the medallion on the front of the Woodford County Courthouse.  The first bid was from a company in Florida that quoted approximately $8,000 to replace the existing medallion with the exact same kind of ornate medallion that has been on the front of the courthouse since it was built.  The second bid was from a company that quoted another type of medallion, and it is the official Kentucky seal emblem.  This company quoted $6,900 for the removal of the old medallion and installing and finishing the new Kentucky seal emblem, with an additional charge of $850 to paint and repair the stucco for a total price of $7,750.  Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that Woodford County has the opportunity to apply for a Bluegrass Area Development District (“BGADD”) grant in the amount of $8,949.86.  The county received approval previously for this same grant to be spent on this courthouse medallion project; however, the funding was transferred to another project.
1. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Gary Finnell to grant permission to apply for the Bluegrass Area Development District grant, and if awarded the grant, apply the funding to the cost of the Woodford County Courthouse medallion project.

MOTION CARRIED
Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel informed the court the Kentucky Pride Recycling grants were awarded this past Friday, and Woodford County received the Household Hazardous Waste Grant in the amount of $18,758.  A household hazardous waste event will be scheduled for mid-October.  Additionally, two other grants were also awarded to Woodford County that totaled $16,074.  
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith requested approval to renew the 2013 Pictometry Agreement between Pictometry International Corp. and Woodford County, Kentucky.  The court is one of six county agencies that are a party to this agreement:  the Woodford County Fiscal Court; the Versailles-Midway-Woodford County Planning Commission; GIS Department; the City of Versailles; the Woodford County E911 Office; and the Woodford County PVA.  The quality of the aerial views will be improved from having the ability to view two sides to being able to view all four sides.  The contract price has increased $400 for the term of the six year contract price of $2,682.84 per year.  
2. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request made by County Engineer, Buan Smith, to renew the contract between Pictometry International Corp. and Woodford County, Kentucky with the Woodford County Fiscal Court being one of the six parties that will be obligated to pay $2,682.84 per year for a six year term.

MOTION CARRIED
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz reported back to the court with the most recent information available from Everbridge Mass Notification Company in reference to the emergency alert notification system that was discussed at the previous meeting.  Director Slugantz made a recommendation to the court this is the direction the county should take if we are going to implement an emergency alert notification system.   The recommendation was based on the fact the rate is a per capita rate that reflects a sizeable savings from .62 to .54 and this system is an all inclusive, unlimited system that would allow any department head to utilize the system for incidents such as a boiled water advisory.  The quote received by Director Slugantz includes an extension of July 15, 2013 and reflects the reduced contract price.  
3. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve  funding in the amount of $7,842.42 with the Everbridge Mass Notification Company to provide a notification system to Woodford County with the contingency that Versailles and Midway participate according to the schedule that has been presented to the court stipulating a per capita rate of .54  based on the county’s population, the City of Versailles contributing $4,791.96, and the City of Midway contributing $907.20.

MOTION CARRIED
Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark reported to the court the “Adopt a Portrait” project has been completed with having nine original portraits of the Jouett family. An invitation was extended to potential donors to donate money in order to get reproductions made of the portraits that were hung in the 2010 exhibit of original portraits of the Jouett family members.  Some antique frames were also donated and the remaining money needed for the project was donated by the Woodford Heritage Committee.  During the week of Independence Day, two tours of the Jack Jouett House are scheduled.  Also, plans are underway for the third annual Revolutionary Kids’ Day to be held on July 27th on the grounds with children’s tours of the house, pony rides, petting zoo, militia drills, and Mrs. Sally Jouett’s tea party for young masters and misses.
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright informed the court a military surplus van was picked up from the Civil Air Patrol out of Charleston, West Virginia with all inside equipment being surplused.  This van will be used with the intent to reduce fuel cost because of the ability to transport multiple people and  eliminate sending three cars in one direction.  Squire Gill expressed his appreciation to Sheriff Wright for expediently handling a problem in Sycamore Estates.  A positive response was received from the property owner that he would comply with the Weeds and Nuisance Ordinance.
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Personnel Committee – Squire Gardiner reported that the committee has a recommendation that relates to the educational assistance tuition reimbursement as follows:  

“Educational Assistance – Career Development. Woodford County may pay for training development classes for its employees in an effort to enhance the professional and personal growth and to improve the efficiency and the effectiveness of the county’s programs and operations.  The county’s ability to provide for this training will depend upon the availability of funds.  Participation in career development programs must be approved in advance by the County Judge/Executive.  
Educational Assistance Tuition Reimbursement. Employees desiring to enroll in courses of study at local educational institutions and desiring tuition reimbursement should make a written request to the county judge executive prior to enrollment of such courses.  The request should include the purpose, relevance to the job, cost, dates, and name of the institution to be attended.  Approval by the judge/executive or his designee will be determined based on the Woodford County Fiscal Court’s availability of funds, the accreditation of the institution, and the relevance of the coursework to approved county occupations.  Some examples of the approved curriculum are:  business, computer, accounting, management, and paramedical.  When the request has been reviewed and deemed appropriate, the county judge executive will bring the request to the fiscal court for final approval.  Tuition reimbursement will be processed on a semester-to-semester basis upon successful completion of the coursework and  presentation of the transcript or certificate of grades from the educational institution.  Reimbursement will be in accordance with the following schedule:  completion with the grade of A = 100% reimbursement; completion with the grade B = 75% reimbursement; completion with the grade C = 50% reimbursement.  Coursework that requires completion of the entire program for credit will be paid at a 100% if the course is passed.  The maximum reimbursement annually for all course work is $2,000.  Before accepting reimbursement for educational payments from the Woodford County Fiscal Court, employees will be required to sign a letter of intent stating they agree to remain an employee for one full year from the date payments are received or they will reimburse the county for the tuition.  Termination of employment for non-performance and/or misconduct will require a full reimbursement of expenses paid by Woodford County for the preceding year.  Tuition assistance is considered a taxable fringe benefit by the Internal Revenue Service.  All tuition reimbursements will be processed through payroll.”
Further discussion was held by Squire Reed and County Attorney Alan George with the agreement being made that a document that is binding like a contract needs to be signed by all employees who receive tuition reimbursement that states if that employee leaves the county in a stipulated amount of time, that a certain percentage of the reimbursement total shall be paid back to the county.


Squire Gardiner announced there will be a Personnel Committee meeting July 2, 2013 at 3:00 p.m. in the 2nd Floor Courtroom to discuss the following three items: (1) the Jack Jouett House Director’s job description regarding mandatory attendance at certain meetings;  (2) the tenant house on the Jack Jouett property; and (3) revise the educational assistance tuition reimbursement guidelines.
