PROPOSED CLOSURE OF SOUTHERNMOST PORTION OF LANSING LANE

Judge/Executive Coyle opened the public hearing for the proposed closure of the southernmost portion of Lansing Lane at 6:30 p.m.

In accordance with road closure procedures, it was verified with County Road Engineer Buan Smith that 3 signs were posted notifying the public of the proposed closure and public hearing.  Two signs were posted in either direction where Lansing Lane intersects Wiesenberger Mill Road, and one sign was posted close to the proposed ending of the road, with all three signs being posted within a mile of the road.  Fiscal Court Clerk Melody Traugott verified that the notice was also properly advertised in the Woodford Sun. (Attachment)
County Road Engineer Buan Smith submitted a written report concerning the road closure that was signed by himself and the two viewers appointed to look at the road, Donald Mitchell and Tommy Greathouse. (Attachment)  The viewers met with Mr. Smith on August 19, 2016 to review the proposed closure location, which is the last 2200 feet of the road and approximately 850 feet from the last entrance (firegate 9) to the area of the proposed closure.  The requesting entity owns both sides of the road where the proposed closure would be.  The viewers and Mr. Smith agreed that the closure would be acceptable with the provision that the property owner requesting the closure construct upon his property a turnaround point configured to adequately accommodate a school bus as well as a snow removal truck and that the turnaround be constructed with the guidance of the County Road Engineer.  County Attorney Alan George informed the court that there must also be a contingency to allow the county and school system access to the turnaround either via deed or easement at the expense of the property owner.  These contingencies must be put into place before the road closure can occur.

Public feedback was given by Mr. West, who stated that he was in favor of the closure.  He has nothing to gain or lose financially, but feels that the closure makes perfect sense to improve the integrity and security of that part of the farm.

Judge/Executive Coyle closed the public hearing at 6:43 p.m.
