REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –   No report for this meeting.
Standing Report  - 
Squire Dotson reported on behalf of the Green Committee that plans are progressing with Ameresco, and a meeting is scheduled for Friday, August 7th at 1:15 p.m.  The two plans discussed to date are the oil burning heater at the Recycling Center that would be fueled from the 600 gallons of motor oil generated by the Road Department and solar panels to heat the pool at Falling Springs.
Citizen’s Participation  - None
Department Heads
Maintenance Director, David Long stated that he has still not received a response from the messages that he left in the voicemail of the independent flooring expert that inspected the flooring at the Senior Citizen’s Building recently.  After inquiring in a local flooring store in Versailles about a reputable inspector, he was given a gentleman’s name, and Long asked the court for direction on how he should proceed in whether or not to obtain another inspector at this time for the purpose of tendering an opinion to the court as to the cause of the laminate strips separating and lifting from the subfloor.
1. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve and authorize Maintenance Director, David Long to contract the second independent flooring expert to inspect the flooring of the Senior Citizen’s Building and submit a report as to his findings.

Regarding the issue of the floor at the Senior Citizen’s Building, Squire Barnett reported that when he recently previewed the floor he found the new expansion/contraction joint has been installed, but has not been completed because they ran out of new laminate strips to put back down on both sides of this metal expansion/contraction joint.  Barnett also reported the architect marked all the places where the laminate needs to be repaired with yellow stickers, and his opinion is that the flooring problem is deeper than just the laminate, such as the underlayment or the subfloor.  Long stated there was a three year warranty on the entire building, and the county is in the third year of the warranty now with only 11 to 12 months remaining.
Long was asked by the Ambulance Service to procure bids for the replacement of the ceiling tiles and insulation in the building.  One bid was received from CDE Company for $4,000.00 and the other was from Nicholas Builders for $4,600.00. 
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve Maintenance Director, David Long accepting the bid from CDE Company for the Ambulance Service Building ceiling tiles and insulation in the amount of $4,000.00 based on the Ambulance Committee’s findings.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported that he has been contacted by the Police Department regarding a nuisance complaint at 128 Gaybourne Way.  This property was sold at a Master Commissioner’s sale to a real estate company in Oklahoma.  The photographs taken by Smith were reviewed by the court that depicted the overgrowth along the right property line; there is approximately 12 to 15 feet of thicket all along the back property line that has grown up into the telephone lines.  Smith referred to a Woodford County ordinance that allows the county to come in and clean-up the problem, bill the owners, and if they do not pay, place a lien against the property for the cost of providing the manpower and machinery to accomplish the clean-up.  Smith asked the court for a general consensus as to whether to proceed with this clean-up prior to contacting the owner to notify them it will cost approximately $2,400 per day for a couple of days for a five man crew, or just proceed with the clean-up of this property.

Staples and seconded by Larry Craig to approve County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to contact the owners of 128 Gaybourne Way, Versailles, KY, to give formal notification that they have ten (10) days to perform the clean-up themselves, and if it is not cleaned up at that time, the county will clean up the problem, and bill the owners.  If the owners of the property do not reimburse the county for the clean-up cost, the county would then place a lien against the property.
