Citizen’s Participation

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a checking account balance of $1,235,376.17 plus $1,201,662.16 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $2,437,038.33 for the fiscal year to date 8/18/2006.  Wilson also handed out a copy of the letter from Paul A. Edwards, President of United Bank & Trust Co. regarding the county government’s relationship with United Bank & Trust Co.  The interest rate for all the County eligible checking accounts will be increased to 40 percent of prime, which is presently 3.30 percent.

A motion was made by Rollins and seconded by Brown to approve entering into an agreement with Farmers Capital Bank Corporation to have access to all the County governmental banking accounts through the internet software system provided by the bank. The software will allow the Treasurer on-line access to view all of the activity of the bank accounts. The motion also included approving the Judge/Executive and the Treasurer signing a document to approve the transfer of funds, which would provide a paper trail when using the internal transfer feature. Atta Tom Payton, 3180 Tyrone Road, representing the Woodford County Fair Board
Payton reported that they would like to apply for a $100,000 State grant to build a Morton building over the floor of the small black barn at the County Park. The building will hold 100-150 people.  One of the requirements of the grant application is to have a (10) ten year lease with the County.  Payton also invited the magistrates to the dedication of the new Fair Board building at the County Park on Saturday, September 23, 2006, at approximately 1:30-2:00 p.m.  The building will be named in honor of Atta Tom Payton.

A motion was made by Rollins and second by Alcoke to approve a new (10) ten year lease, with the Woodford County Fair Board to use the property for the use of holding the Woodford County Fair and all related activities at the County Park, and to direct County Attorney Alan George to draw up the lease that will replace the lease originally entered into on July 14, 1992. Judge Gormley reported that Deputy Clerk Karin Woolums was unable to attend the meeting to present the County Clerk’s office remodeling plans to the Fiscal Court.  Gormley told the Court that there is money in the County Clerk’s budget, but it was not budgeted for that particular project and could be transferred to the correct accounts.  No action was taken, and the item was postponed to the next meeting.

Finance Officer Elaine Crawford reported on the handout prepared for the magistrates – Budget Analysis 65/35% spending monitoring. (Exhibit “C”)  Judge/Executive Joe D. Gormley’s goal is to keep the last (6) six month expenditures of his term in office at 50% of the 2006-2007 budget.  The State’s rule for spending limits is 65%.

Judge Gormley reported that he attended the Versailles City Council meeting the previous week and gave an update on the funding of the Senior Citizens/Adult Day Care Center. (Exhibit “D”)
Gormley gave a recap of the possibility of applying for a CDBG grant for the project. On April 20, 2006, Judge Gormley asked the City Council to consider applying for a CDBG grant. On May 22, the City Attorney advised the Fiscal Court and City Council that they could not apply for a grant.  At the first meeting regarding the bond sale, the hearing officer questioned why the City of County didn’t apply for a block grant.  Woodford County has three open accounts and couldn’t apply. The City of Versailles could have applied for a grant. The time frame to get a grant is 60 days. The City Council took no action to apply for a CDBG grant, and now there is not enough time to apply.

Road – Buan Smith
Road Engineer Smith reported that a resident on Pisgah Station Road claimed damages to plants on her property that were damaged when the Road Department was spraying for weeds.  Both Judge Gormley and Smith met with the resident.  The citizen contacted McDougles for an estimate to replace the plants.  Smith will check on the insurance amount that the County will receive from KACo, and have an estimate for the cost of the plants for a September 2006 Fiscal Court meeting.
Smith updated the magistrates on the project at the WYSA field.  Smith reported that the pipe to channel the water from the ditch at the soccer field should be in next week. The road has been built from the soccer complex to Big Sink Pike.  WYSA asked Smith if the County could find a contractor to pave the road, and WYSA would reimburse the County for the cost.  Smith asked WYSA to consider paying the contractor directly, since the County has to watch the 65% rule. Smith volunteered to try to find a contractor for the job.
Smith reported that he met with Richard Pictor and Ricky Todd of the Parks and Recreation Department. The Department would like to fill in an area between Veterans and Chandler fields with a by-product (coal ash) from KU to allow for the building of more athletic fields. It would take approximately 50,000 tons to do the project, and KU has approximately 80,000 tons they want to get rid of. Smith looked at the environmental hazard lab results report, and the numbers they have are way below the maximum allowed.  The request from the Parks and Recreation Department will come to the Fiscal Court at a future meeting.

County Attorney Alan George gave an update on the Inter-local Agreement with the City of Versailles for Woodford County Police Services.  At the July Fiscal Court meeting, the magistrates asked George to get in touch with the Versailles City Council about the agreement. George met with Police Chief Johnny Wilhoit, who indicated that he had approval to reach an agreement with the County. Wilhoit agreed that the City would factor out Midway’s contribution first before taking the percentage. However, Chief Wilhoit said the City must stay with the 38%, for they would be losing money if they used 37%. All the terms were agreed upon that the magistrates ask George to propose to the Versailles City Council, except the percentage amount. George said that he did not commit for the Fiscal Court, but indicated to Chief Wilhoit that he would bring it to the Court’s attention tonight and that he expected to get back with him after the meeting.  George told the magistrates that the terms of the agreement are basically what the Fiscal Court police committee said would be acceptable. Staples asked the Fiscal Court to schedule a police committee meeting prior to the September 12, 2006 Fiscal Court meeting to discuss the Inter-local Agreement. Action on the agreement was postponed until the next meeting.
