REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 11/6/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $3,179,544.78, less a bill list of $208,761, less the CD that was cashed in of $431,000, less the short term loan of $525,000, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,014,783.78.  Treasurer Wilson informed the court that the money is available to repay the short term loan if the court wishes to do so.

Maintenance Superintendent, David Long informed the court that the gas company is in the process
of replacing the gas meter in the basement of the courthouse due to the existing meter not registering
properly.  There is a possibility that the gas bill will increase as a result of this replacement.

Emergency Management Director, Drew Chandler reported that the Emergency Management
department has been offered an award for a Stormwater Floodplain Simulation System, with a required
match of 13%. The cost for the match is estimated to be approximately $200 with shipping.  This
system is an educational tool that will help students through a hands-on simulation approach.  Mr.
Chandler asked the court’s permission to proceed with the formal application process with a match of
13% to come out of the EMA budget.

Sheriff, Wayne Wright handed out the Sheriff Department’s proposed budget for 2016.  This budget will be placed on the December 8th agenda for approval.  Also, Sheriff Wright mentioned amending the ordinance for civil process in order to raise the fee by $10.  The current fee is $40 and the amended ordinance would raise the fee to $50.  This ordinance will be placed on the November 24th agenda for a proposed first reading.

Mary Lou Watkins of the Woodford County Fair Board came before the court to discuss a few items.  First, Ms. Watkins was pleased to announce that the Fair Board has received a $100,000 grant from the Department of Agriculture.  Ms. Watkins asked the court for permission to use the metal show barn to store items that are currently located in the barn that is scheduled to be torn down.  After some discussion, it was decided that there needs to be a discussion with Parks and Recreation since they currently use the show barn.  It was decided to defer this to the Lease Committee with a decision to come at a later date.  Ms. Watkins also thanked the Detention Center for the use of inmates to help with preparations and operations for the Woodford County Fair.  
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES  

Squire Watts gave a statement to the court regarding the Detention Center and misinformation surrounding its status.  The Jail Committee has regular meetings that are attended by the Jailer.  There has been no decision made regarding the jail and all options are being discussed.  The committee has toured other jails and has spoken with jailers and law enforcement of other counties.  The committee’s research and discussions have nothing to do with the performance of the jailer or her staff and should not be interpreted as such, since the jail is run at the highest level of professionalism.

Squire Gill reported that Finance Committee met November 10th and covered a lot of issues.  The $100 requirement for purchase orders has been lifted and returned to $500.  Departments still need to be careful with spending.  The committee is looking at a policy to set reserve for transfer by the end of FY 2016 and is looking at a range to protect the county for unforeseen expenditures.  The committee is also looking at grouping contracts and investigating health insurance as well as off-site utility costs.  Squire Gill also asked the court’s permission to freeze comp time and overtime for the near future.

9. A motion was made by Mary Ann Gill and seconded by Linda Popp to freeze all comp time and overtime for county employees, not including constitutional officers and their deputies, ambulance, solid waste, and emergency management.
