APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of June 23, 2015 and Special Meeting of June 26, 2015.  Hearing none, these sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the year end financial report through 6/30/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $2,282,296.58, less encumbrances of $601,176.51, less a certificate of deposit of $431,014.24, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,250,105.83. This amount is about $500,000 lower than the previous year.  Treasurer Wilson also handed out a statement of bank balance and statement of revenues and appropriations for the court to review for acceptance at the July 28, 2015 meeting.

Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker – asked the court for permission to advertise an invitation for bids for cardiac monitors for use by Woodford County EMS.

Maintenance Superintendent, David Long reported that the disconnect for the lights at the football field has gone bad, which will be an additional $1,400 added to the $14,000 already quoted to fix the lights. Also, he has received requests to get the carpets cleaned in some of the county buildings and asked the court’s permission to get prices and begin the process.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported to the court that further research has been done regarding Cummings Ferry Road.  71 letters were mailed to people living on or owning property on that road.  At the time of report, Mr. Smith had received 4 verbal responses and 3 written responses to the letter.  Of the 4 verbal responses, one resident wants it spelled without the “g”, one wants it spelled with the “g”, and two did not care either way.  All three written responses would like it spelled without the “g”.  It was decided no action will be taken on the spelling of the road until after the presentation by Thomas Moungey, a resident of Cummings Ferry Road, who will be speaking at the August 11, 2015 meeting.  

Mr. Smith received a response from the state regarding the bike paths on US 60 and was informed that the state only maintains the road from curb to curb or shoulder to shoulder.  The paths are typically maintained by local governments or adjacent property owners.  It is still unsure whether this is the responsibility of the city or the county, but Mr. Smith is going to meet with Bart Miller, Public Works Director for the City of Versailles to discuss possible solutions. 
Mr. Smith also asked the court for permission to add white edge lines to four county roads to help increase visibility for drivers at a cost of approximately $14,000.  
7. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to add edge lines to four county roads – Delaney Ferry, Fords Mill, Scotts Ferry East, and Paynes Mill and to increase the striping budget by $14,000.

Mr. Smith received an email regarding Share the Road signs on suggested county roads.  After some discussion, it was decided that the signs would be placed on those roads that are deemed appropriate based on traffic and the traditional bike trail.  Mr. Smith suggested placing two signs on Scotts Ferry Rd. and two signs on Hifner Rd., with more signs to be placed in the future as needed. 
8. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Mary Ann Gill to allow Share the Road signs to be placed on roads deemed appropriate based on traffic.  Suggested roads for this placement are Hifner Rd. and Scotts Ferry Rd.

Lastly, Mr. Smith presented the court with a job description he would like modified.  It was suggested
that the title be changed from Road Foreman to Road Supervisor as well as changes in education
experience and license.  Judge/Executive Coyle referred the job description to the Personnel Committee
for review.  



Emergency Management Deputy Director, Drew Chandler gave an activity report to the court, which included a communication exercise at the county park, repositioning of equipment at the EMS building, FEMA communication meetings, submission of two homeland security grants, and damage assessment after the storms that came through the area
.  Mr. Chandler also reported that the EOC generator and the siren in Sycamore failed and are being repaired.  
   
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark notified the court of an Eagle Scout project proposal to construct a fire pit at the Jouett House.  The fire pit can be used to dispose of yard debris, etc. on the property.  Since the project will involve a permanent change of the grounds, Ms. Clark asked the court for permission to instruct the Eagle Scout candidate to proceed.

9. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to allow the construction of a fire pit at the Jack Jouett House for an Eagle Scout project.
