Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $2,453,186.68 and of that amount, $900,000.00 is invested in certificates of deposit, leaving a money market checking account balance of $1,553,186.68.  (The report did not reflect the bill list for 2/26/08 totaling $82,370.49 for an adjusted balance of $1,470,816.19.)  

For a second item of business, Treasurer Wilson reported a request made by a taxpayer regarding occupational taxes.  This taxpayer stated that it had been recently discovered that one of their higher paid employees was inadvertently left off the payroll from 2004 through 2007 that resulted in $3,522.00 owed taxes.  This taxpayer requested the Court negate the penalty fees in the amount of $352.00.
1. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to forgive the taxpayer’s penalty in the amount of $352.00.

For the final item of business, Treasurer Wilson updated the Court regarding the $500,000.00 Falling Springs Grant the Woodford County Fiscal Court was approved to receive last fiscal year.  Treasurer Wilson and Judge Coyle met with Angela Duncan from the Governor’s Office of Local Government, at which time they were informed if the Court did not draw on this $500,000.00 by June 30, 2008, this grant would be null and void.  Pursuant to the wording of the grant, it stated the grant money was to be used for construction.  Ms. Duncan suggested the Court claim the construction money that has already been paid out-of-pocket and be reimbursed for that $500,000.00 from the Governor’s Office of Local Government.  The discussion followed as to whether that money would be placed in a separate reserve account for Falling Springs to use for future repairs.  County Attorney Alan George stated the money should go into a reserve account, but it will eventually go into the Woodford Parks Foundation account.

2. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Ellen Gormley for Treasurer Wilson to place the $500,000.00 Falling Springs grant money into a reserve account and assign an account number to this account.

(Attachment)  Mr. Rumpke explained there is a one-time investment of $2,115.00 for the calendar year 2008.  He also reported that the Chamber has developed a relationship with a local marketing firm as well that will be working with WebLink International, Inc. to make sure that Woodford County’s tourism, horse industry, and economy are focused on this website.

Tom Brown of Buck Run Road came before the Court on behalf of a committee that has been formed in Woodford County between people on the City Council (anonymous) and Patty Wilson, as a county representative, a state representative, and a state department transportation representative.  Mr. Brown explained the purpose of this committee is to look at the proposals that are coming in on the Northwest Versailles Mobility Corridor.  Mr. Brown made a request for the Fiscal Court to assist this committee with making their meetings public so that interested people can attend.  County Attorney Alan George replied to this request by saying that the Fiscal Court does not have an actual magistrate on the committee, and this issue should be deferred to Bill Moore, Versailles City Attorney, in terms of whether a notice for a public meeting would be appropriate.

Shewmaker reported the most recent status regarding the two bids submitted to the Fiscal Court.  During last month’s meeting, Shewmaker stated that he would be available to meet with any of the Magistrates to review the specifications submitted by both companies.  He met with Larry Craig, Ellen Gormley, and James E. Staples at which time Mid-America and Smokey Mountain were called to answer several questions during their meeting.   Questions were addressed by Jackie Brown, Gerald Dotson, Charles “Bones” Webber, and Geoffrey Reid regarding the differences in the specifications of both ambulances.

Jail – Gary Gilkison

Jailer Gilkison presented Kelly White of Tichenor & Associates, LLP to address the Court with his formal proposal.  (Attachment)  Mr. White explained that Tichenor & Associates, LLP is an accounting firm that performs audits on counties, cities and federal agencies for the purpose of increasing revenue and decreasing expenditures.  The engagement proposal states that the Jailer or the designee shall develop a baseline by consulting past incurred budgets so that an initial starting point can be established for the calculation for the professional fees.  County Attorney Alan George reiterated the terms with Mr. White to establish a clear understanding of this proposal that in the event this accounting firm is not able to increase revenue or decrease expenditures, the court incurs no cost unless it is documented generated revenue or saved costs.

He explained that if the grants were awarded to Woodford County for the purchase of this equipment, the County’s portion for both pieces of equipment would be approximately $11,500.00.  Johnson speculates since applications for this type of grant has a deadline of April 1st to apply, this amount would be paid from the next fiscal year’s budget.
