REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) - Treasurer Wilson reported a December 31, 2008 quarter end financial report which reflects deposits of $463,758.37, minus the expenses of $432,464.51, minus the $400,000.00 certificate of deposit, and minus the $500,000.00 Falling Springs grant, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,819,023.70.   At the following fiscal court meeting, Treasurer Wilson stated she would be reporting the January financial report. 
The year-to-date financial report was distributed by Treasurer Wilson for the court to review and explained that most of the numbers in the last column should be a 50% value because they are appropriations for six months.   Treasurer Wilson stated that she would be asking for acceptance of this report at the next court meeting
For the last item, Treasurer Wilson distributed the January, 2009 Solid Waste Accounts Receivable report for the court to review.
Standing Committee Reports 
Judge/Executive Coyle asked for a report from the Personnel Committee Chair, Squire Staples, at which time a motion was made to go into Executive Session.
1. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve going into Executive Session to discuss a personnel matter.

Squire Staples reported to the court that the part-time position of Emergency Management Director was voted to become a full-time position with the annual salary of $51,000.00.  County Attorney Alan George stated that the mayors of Versailles and Midway need to be notified of this action because of their obligation to contribute to the funding of this position, and an interlocal agreement would be prepared and sent to each one of them for execution.

Squire Dotson reported that Teresa Barton of Ameresco, Inc., an Energy Savings Performance Contractor, is working on the utility issues and she will have a report prepared before the court goes through the budget in late March.
 Judge/Executive Coyle asked for a report from the chair of the Stadium Committee.  Squire Gormley reported that as far as the sale of the stadium property to the school board goes, the school board is at a stand-still and there is no movement in that regard.
Citizen’s Participation - None
Department Heads

Maintenance Director, David Long reported that somebody attempted to drive underneath the awning at the Senior Citizens’ Center and broke two of the fascia boards loose.  These repairs are being made and there may have to be some painting.
Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported that he would be preparing and distributing a Road Department Work Report for all court meetings, such as the report that was distributed this evening.  Smith’s report included pictures that depicted the condition of  Mundy’s Landing and to validate his request for the rental of a particular excavator that will cost $1,231.00 per week.  Smith explained the equipment they have does not have the capability to reach down far enough to remove this large rock that is starting to work itself out underneath a section of Mundy’s Landing so that he can construct a flat area and build a gabion (baskets full of rock).
4. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve Buan Smith renting an excavator for a weekly rate of $1,231.00 to complete the repair of the road at Mundy’s Landing.

Request from Bryan Kirby  from Community Economic Development Associates, Inc. for the Clifton Road/McCracken Pike waterline extension:  Bryan Kirby requested payment for the first pay resolution in the amount of $111,977.39 (Frankfort Plant Board- $102,227.39; Kentucky Infrastructure Authority- $4,750.00; and CEDA, Inc., Invoice #1- $5,000.00).  Squire Barnett questioned the estimated cost of the Grassy Springs section being $268,000.00 and there being enough money left from the $950,000.00 to pay for the four other major projects.  When Squire Barnett called Kelly Rice at the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority, he was informed that at the same time the county received $950,000.00, the City of Versailles received $1,800,000.00 to be used for the same projects.  Squire Barnett stated that the court needs an update on the amounts estimated for each of the roads the county will be contributing their funds to because he did not want to be put in the position of having to inform the people on McCracken Pike and Clifton Road they would not be getting their water line because the county’s allocation of $950,000.00 had been depleted.  
No action was taken on this pay request; Bryan Kirby will submit a report that will provide the information requested prior to the next court meeting. 
Communications
Magistrates 
Gerald Dotson – referred to the letter the Public Service Commissioner from Frankfort circulated to all elected officials regarding the proposed rate increase requested by LG&E and KU.  Squire Dotson made reference to the portion of the Commissioner’s letter that informed the public that if this rate increase is granted, the average customer would be paying approximately $11.00 more per month/$132.00 more per year.   A resolution was recommended by Squire Dotson to be drafted and forwarded to Senator Carroll and Representative Rollins.  (Attachment)

Larry Craig – requested that the court direct County Attorney Alan George to prepare a draft of an ordinance relating to the Sunday alcohol sales in Woodford County.   Squire Brown and Judge/Executive Coyle both stated they thought the court had decided to wait for the members of the Versailles City Council to vote on this issue in their upcoming meeting before the fiscal court moved forward.  County Attorney Alan George referenced the letter he wrote to the magistrates last October where he gave a brief history of the laws that relate to Sunday alcohol sales in Woodford County.  He reiterated that any decision for Midway selling alcohol on Sunday would have to be made by the fiscal court because they are a fifth class city, and Versailles could make a decision for restaurants and package stores within the corporate city limits if they chose to do so.  
County Attorney Alan George stated there are considerations that must be undertaken so that, hopefully, all issues will be addressed in one comprehensive ordinance for the whole county or by means of one ordinance that only addresses the county outside of Versailles.  Items of consideration for Sunday alcohol sales in Woodford County are:
· start times;
· end times;
· the sale of alcohol drinks in restaurants only;
· the sale of alcohol from package stores;   (Beer can be consumed on the premises at package retail stores where those owners allow for it already on Sundays.)
· the sale of alcohol for the entire county, including Versailles; 
· a comprehensive ordinance for the unincorporated areas outside of Versailles to include Midway and let Versailles decide later if they choose to do so; and

·  the license fee for Sunday sales.  (If you extend it beyond restaurant sales by the drink, you have to address everyone that has a license of any kind.)
No action was taken on Sunday alcohol sales in Woodford County at this time.  Before any decisions will be made, the court requested a report be given next meeting stating how the City of Versailles voted on this issue.
County Attorney Alan George  - nothing at this time.
Judge/Executive John Coyle
Judge/Executive Coyle reported the receipt of a letter from Les Anderson, President of the Woodford Parks Foundation, Inc., whereby the Foundation requested the transfer of the $500,000.00 grant awarded to Woodford County from the State of Kentucky for renovations of Falling Springs.  Treasurer Wilson stated this amount is now in the county’s general fund account, and she would write a check to the Foundation that will be deposited into their account.  County Attorney Alan George explained this money was not intended for fiscal court or city council’s park’s use; this money was to create an endowment fund to attract other contributors to that fund.
12. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve a transfer to the Woodford Parks Foundation, Inc. of the $500,000.00 grant that was awarded to Woodford County from the State of Kentucky for renovations of Falling Springs and for the county to retain any accumulated interest.
