REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,776,010.65, less the bill list of $46,867.68, less the additional bill list of $50,919.51; less payroll of $219,791.96, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,030,322.44. 
Standing Committee Reports:   
Personnel Committee - Squire Gardiner reported the formal recommendations of the Personnel Committee made by Judge/Executive Coyle and Squires Webber, Finnell and himself as discussed on March 15, 2013.   The first recommendation of the committee was to establish the salary range for the Director of the Recycling Center based on the 2005-2006 (30 Year Plan) for Woodford County Government Base Salaries which would be between $47,000 and $59,000 with the actual salary being based upon experience and education.
1. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the recommendation of the Personnel Committee to establish the salary range for the Director of the Recycling Center based on the 2005-2006 (30 Year Plan) for Woodford County Government Base Salaries which would be between $47,000 and $59,000 with the actual salary being based upon experience and education.

With the consolidation of the positions of director, administrative assistant, operations supervisor and community resource coordinator into three positions of director, administrative assistant, and operations supervisor, the Personnel Committee recommended that additional responsibilities be assumed by the existing positions, particularly the operations supervisor.  Based on these additional responsibilities assumed by the operations supervisor, the recommendation is to increase the yearly salary by $1,200 per year which would equate to a yearly salary of $38,681 for this position.  
2. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the recommendation of the Personnel Committee to assign additional responsibilities to the operations supervisor and increase the yearly salary for that position by $1,200 per year which would equate to a yearly salary of $38,681 for the operations supervisor.

Two additional items were discussed as follows by the Personnel Committee without any action being taken:

· The salary for the administrative assistant was discussed and it was decided that when someone is hired for this position, the 2005-2006 (30 Year Plan) of the Woodford County Government Base Salaries will be referenced and also based upon experience and education; and

· The salary for the Executive Director/Site Manager of the Jack Jouett House was also discussed, and as stated in the motion at the previous fiscal court meeting, this position will be a full-time position.
Uniquely Woodford  - Squire Gill gave an update on the six minute video segment of Woodford County produced by Marvo Entertainment.  Seven areas are to be identified in this video, such as horses and equine, the bourbon trail, the four wineries, EDA and industry, education, tourism and hospitality, and agriculture.  The projected dates of the actual filming are April 18th and 19th and 60 days later, a finished product will be ready for the fiscal court to review.  The opening line of the video is “small town feel when you want it, urban access when you need it.”
Citizen’s Participation
Judge/Executive Coyle introduced Don Vizi, the Executive Director of the Woodford County Chamber of Commerce, to the court.  Prior to Mr. Vizi inviting all members of the court to the upcoming events planned by the Chamber, reference was made to the documents that were requested in an open records request from the Woodford County Tourism Commission.  These documents included a list of checks that were written by the Tourism Commission in 2009, 2010, 2011 and 2012; a document that reflects the $10,000 funding the Chamber receives from the Tourism Commission and the amount spent from this allocation; and the expenditures of approximately $23,000 to operate the Tourism Commission.  
3. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Jackie Brown to accept the following documents into the record:  a list of checks that were written by the Tourism Commission in 2009, 2010, 2011 and 2012; a document that reflects the $10,000 funding the Chamber receives from the Tourism Commission and the amount spent from this allocation; and the expenditures of approximately $23,000 to operate the Tourism Commission.

Department Heads 
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker informed the court the new ambulance will be inspected by the State within the week, and upon passing the final inspection, it will be officially on the road for county use.  
Recycling Director, Wade Johnson stated this is the time of the year grant requests are made to the State, and two grants will be submitted.  The first grant is a Household Hazardous Waste Grant in the amount of $26,479.48, which has never been requested in the past.  If funding is received for this project, this event would be held in the fall on a Saturday whereby all citizens of Woodford County would be able to dispose of any household cleaners, solvents, pesticides, paints, etc. at no charge.  The second grant request is in the amount of $79,126.25 for glass recycling.  A considerable amount of effort and research has been devoted to locating the pieces of equipment for glass recycling that would require the least amount of county commitment in terms of money and personnel involvement.  Should the money be available, the Recycling Department intends to bring a plan before the court and ask for full support prior to the purchase of any equipment for this project.  
Director Johnson requested authorization from the court to allow Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the application for each of the grants.  
4. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Ken Reed to approve Director Johnson’s request to authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the application for each of the grants.

Upon receiving authorization from the court, when notification is received from the State the agreement will be signed by Judge/Executive Coyle and the county will receive the grant funds.

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz  invited the court to the annual meeting of the Bluegrass Emergency Response Team (“BERT”) that will be held Saturday, April 6th from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. at the Jessamine County Fire Station #1.  This is an opportunity to preview the technology and equipment BERT can offer our community.  
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright introduced the court to a software and equipment program, Corrisoft/AIR, a monitoring service that provides a GPS and ankle monitoring system.  Sheriff 
Wright, Judge/Executive Coyle, both Woodford County District Judges and Alan George met with the representative of this company to learn how the county would benefit from utilizing this equipment.  
Both Woodford County District Court Judges, Judge Dixon and Judge Phelps, are in support of this program and would be most judicious and careful granting any participant the use of Corrisoft versus that person being incarcerated.   Additionally, there would be no cost to the county for the use of this equipment.  A representative from Corrisoft will be attending fiscal court on April 9th to answer any questions.

Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion pertaining to the following three personnel policy issues presented to the court by Devetta Jackson, Personnel Administrator:  (1) An employee who has returned to work with restrictions following a work-related injury may not work overtime; (2) An employee who is off work on a personal medical leave may not return to work until released to full-duty by their medical provider; and (3) An employee who is off work on a work-related injury, and not being paid by the county, would be allowed to use their vacation time as a means of paying for their deductions, i.e.,  insurance premiums, dental insurance, etc.

COMMUNICATIONS
Squire Craig – recommended the court adopt the Property Maintenance Code Book pertaining to everything inside the urban service area which would provide Paul Noel, Woodford County Building Inspector, code enforcement.  The court will receive a brief presentation from Paul Noel during the April 23rd fiscal court meeting.  
County Attorney Alan George reported on three litigation matters.  Regarding the lawsuit styled Kentucky Concealed Carry Coalition, Inc. v. Woodford County, KY and John Coyle and the Woodford County Fiscal Court, the Consent Judgment was executed and as soon as it has been signed by Judge Johnson, the court will be informed.  Our Woodford County ordinance comports with the new law in that it specifically addresses the county buildings, makes no reference to the county property and does not include any penalty provision.  The second lawsuit styled Woodford Coalition, Inc. et al v. Woodford County Fiscal Court, Woodford County Planning and Zoning and City Council of the City of Versailles, will have the answer filed to the complaint and the court will be updated as this case proceeds.  The third lawsuit is Big Sandy Regional Jail Authority vs. Woodford County Fiscal Court, whereby Big Sandy Jail Authority alleges they are entitled to be compensated for two days housing of our prisoner for a total cost of $81.60 which includes late fees of $21.60.  County Attorney Alan George will file an answer to this complaint, and it will be filed on behalf of the fiscal court.  A report will given at the following fiscal court meeting as this case proceeds.   
Lastly, County Attorney Alan George reported that a letter has been received from the law firm of Quisenberry & Quisenberry, whereby W. E. Quisenberry from that firm states he represents the Estate of Bland Hardison.  Mr. Hardison left a small bequest to be distributed to all 120 counties of the Commonwealth to the county animal shelters, which has been approved by the Muhlenberg District Court Probate Division.  The letter states these funds must be used in a manner related to our animal shelter/control program and the funds are otherwise unrestricted.  The check is in the amount of $1,432.47.  Upon approval of the court, County Attorney Alan George will forward a letter to Mr. Quisenberry to receive clarification based on an Attorney General’s opinion of 1984 which states a fiscal court may accept property by gift or donation where there are no conditions attached except that the property be used for a public purpose.  The question at hand is whether or not that is an attempt to earmark the funds?  A request will be made to Mr. Quisenberry to ask for a letter of clarification to specify whether these funds may be deposited in the county’s general fund. 

16. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Duncan Gardiner to authorize County Attorney Alan George to forward a letter to Mr. Quisenberry to receive clarification based on an Attorney General’s opinion of 1984 as to whether these funds may be deposited in the county’s general fund.
