APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of July 28, 2015.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 8/7/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $2,012,700.71, less a bill list of 527,747.00, less a certificate of deposit of $431,014.24, less payroll of $253,720.60, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $800,218.87.   Treasurer Wilson also mentioned that a Request for Proposal for Audit Services has been placed on the county website and one firm has shown an interest so far.  
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker asked the court’s permission to place a fire truck at Ambulance Station 2 at the county park.  Emergency management equipment would be moved to Fire station 1.  This movement is in agreement with the Fire District and will fill a gap in coverage as well as lowering the insurance rates for 130 homes.  

1. A motion was made by Gary Finnell and seconded by Ken Reed to allow the placement of a fire truck at Ambulance Station 2 at the county park in exchange for storage of our EMA equipment at Fire Station 1, by agreement with the Fire District.

Mr. Chandler also informed the court that there are three open presidential disaster declarations due to our two winter storms and flooding and letters of intent have been submitted on several projects for FEMA money that is earmarked for hazard mitigation grant monies.  Lastly, Mr. Chandler asked the court’s permission to remove the built in cabinetry in the EMA office to allow for more space.  The wood from the cabinetry could possibly be repurposed for other projects.

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark reported that two artifact processing labs occurred at the Jack Jouett House since the last fiscal court meeting, with three more labs scheduled for August 15, 29, and September 5th.  The project has been nominated for a couple of awards: a Kentucky History Award in the Special Projects category, and a Preservation Kentucky Award.  Also, the Heritage Committee was nominated for a Kentucky History award in the category of Publications for the publication of the Jack Jouett children’s book.  Lastly, approximately 20 seniors from the Woodford County Senior Center will be visiting the Jack Jouett House on August 17th for a picnic and a tour. 

County Clerk, Sandra Jones came before the court to ask for formal approval for the $500 allocation 

to purchase cable lines to set up the cable services to the City Municipal Building, Falling

Springs, and the Courthouse so election results can be displayed on the monitors in those buildings.   

7. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by C.L. Watts to formally approve the $500 allocation in the County Clerk’s budget to purchase the cables and set into operation the cable service to the City Municipal Building, Falling Springs, and the Courthouse.

GOOD OF THE COUNTY

PROGRAM:  
Marilyn Daniel, a resident of Cummin(g)s Ferry Road came before the court to discuss the spelling of Cummin(g)s Ferry Road and the preferences of the residents concerning the name of the road.  Before turning the podium over to Ms. Daniel, County Attorney Alan George clarified that the name of the road, as Cummings Ferry Road, was based on a 1995 ordinance in which the Fiscal Court formally adopted a county road system.  The road inventory list, which under the ordinance, was made part of the ordinance as spelled forth.   Therefore, the name of the road is based on the 1995 ordinance, which is the only official record the current court has in terms of how the name came about.  

Ms. Daniel informed the court that she has lived on Cummin(g)s Ferry Road for 16 years and she, along with other residents of the road would like the official name to be Cummins Ferry Road, without the “G”.  Due to a misunderstanding between the former 911 operator and the Louisville post office, the residents of Cummin(g)s Ferry Road have had multiple address changes, including the latest address change of G.Cummings Ferry Road #G.  There has been extensive research done supporting the name of the road as Cummins Ferry Road.  In addition, ballots were sent out to 57 property owners on the road.  Of the 57 ballots, 29 responses were received, representing 48 people.  28 of the 29 responses requested the name to be Cummins Ferry Road, without the “G”.  

Ms. Daniel asked the court to do five things:  1.  Enter a court order that the name of the road is Cummins Ferry Road.  2.  Make immediate contact with the U.S. Postal Service to ensure they update their books to reflect Cummins Ferry Road as the correct address.  3.  Direct the Woodford County Road Department and the 911 office to use Cummins Ferry Road from this time forward.  4.  Make any other contacts to assure consistency.  5.  Make Tom Moungey’s letter, with its exhibits, an attachment to the meeting’s minutes.  

County Attorney Alan George informed the court of what they have the authority to do, which includes entering an order into the order book establishing the name Cummins Ferry Road, directing the County Road Engineer to prepare new signage for Cummins Ferry Road, requesting that the 911 coordinator make the necessary contacts with the postal service to implement the change, and direct the County Road Engineer to recognize the name as Cummins Ferry Road.  

11. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Ken Reed establishing the correct, proper, and court-approved spelling of the roadway in question to Cummins Ferry Road and to direct Judge Coyle to issue an order stating the name into the order book.
