REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –  Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,485,879.21 less the bill list of $118,407.79, less payroll of $230,207.61, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,737,263.81.
Treasurer Wilson stated that only two bank depository bids were received, and one of those had to be disqualified because the bid sheet was not completed.  Since there is only one bank to be considered, the recommendation was made by Treasurer Wilson to consider the county’s banking contract be held with Kentucky Bank for the next two years.

Maintenance Director, David Long. The temporary employment service that Long interviewed stated they charge one lump sum of  $14 or $15 per hour and this service assumes all the taxes, workers’ compensation, and fees that the county would normally pay.

Emergency Management Deputy, Drew Chandler reported that due to the significant amount of rain that has impacted a large portion of Woodford County, most significantly Clifton, Buck Run, and Shoreacres (120 homes), FEMA has assessed the damages and the media is now reporting that the President has signed an Emergency Declaration for Kentucky, which means individual assistance will be available to private residents as well as reimbursement in the form of public assistance to the Road Department, Sheriff’s Office, and the Police Department.  
Additionally, Deputy Drew Chandler reported they had written a grant through the Local Emergency Planning Committee and received $5,000 from the State of Kentucky Emergency Response Commission to put together a public information campaign.  The project of choice is to distribute an interactive disc to residents that live close to Osram and some other industries with hazardous material to promote preparedness actions and teach them how to build an awareness kit.
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright distributed the 2009 Property Tax Disbursement Settlement Totals to the court and requested Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the disbursement settlement sheet so the audit of the 2009 property taxes can begin.  Sheriff Wright reported the 2009 property tax collected as $16,516,904.47. On April 15, 2010, Sheriff Wright transferred 453 delinquent tax bills to the County Clerk’s office with an uncollected delinquent amount of $540,927.49 remaining to be collected.

Approval of the Woodford County Rural Secondary Program for Fiscal Year 2010-2011

Bret Blair, Transportation Engineer for the State Highway Department, District 7 appeared before the fiscal court to present the State’s 2010-2011 Rural Secondary Program, which reflects the tentative allotment for Woodford County for fiscal year 2010-2011 in the amount of $609,749.00. Mr. Blair presented the 2010 Woodford County map to the court and explained the yellow color coding of the map indicates the rural secondary roads.  The Rural Secondary Program was funded by 25% of the motor fuels tax this year, which is used for the maintenance, repair, and improvements to these rural secondary roads.  Although the district’s first priority is everyday maintenance such as road striping, snow removal, and cutting brush, the anticipated funds for 2010-2011 were appropriated for maintenance and traffic in the amount of $345,800.00; County Judge/Executive Expenses in the amount of $3,862.00; with a balance to be spent for Rural Secondary Projects in the amount of $362,855.00 such as KY 1965 (Fords Mill Road) for $227,000.00; and KY 1964 (Clifton Road) for $107,000.00.  After this approximate four miles of road resurfacing is completed, the county will have $80,000.00 to rollover to next year and to cover any cost overruns, if there are any.  The second portion of this Rural Secondary Program pertains to Flex Funds in the amount of $122,000.00, and the State’s recommendation was to continue the road resurfacing on KY 1964 (Clifton Road) to Sunnyview Road.   
12. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the 2010-2011 proposal of the State Highway Department, District 7, Rural Secondary Program, which recommends (a)  the tentative allotment in the amount of $609,749.00 to be used as described above; and (b) accepting the recommendation for the Flex Funds in the amount of $122,000.00 to be allocated to continue resurfacing KY 1964 to Sunnyview Road. Magistrates  -  
Squire Dotson – directed a question to County Attorney Alan George regarding when the districts of Woodford County would be redistricted according to the results of the 2010 Census.  George reported this will be accomplished in 2011.  
County Attorney Alan George  - none
 Judge/Executive John Coyle addressed a letter the court received from a citizen that lives in the county that has concerns about mopeds and motorcycles being driven on the sidewalks in county subdivisions.  County Attorney Alan George stated there are no county ordinances in effect at this time that address this issue; however, George will forward an ordinance summary to all members of the court to be reviewed in the event any magistrate wants to bring this issue before the court.
Judge/Executive Coyle reported that since Pike County does not qualify to receive funding through the Recovery Zone Facility Bonds (RZFB) with the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act,  Pike County Judge/Executive Rutherford has asked if Woodford County would consider transferring our allocation to Pike County.  According to Judge Rutherford, Kentucky has been allocated $145 million in RZFBs, but only $2 million of the total has been issued to date.  The court requested this issued be tabled for this meeting and placed on the agenda for the May 25, 2010 fiscal court meeting.
As a matter of complying with regulations, there will be a monthly scheduled work session at 5:00 p.m., prior to the regularly schedule 5:30 p.m. fiscal court meeting on the first Tuesday of each month.  All the committees that are appointed on behalf of the court will make recommendations to the full court.
