APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of February 23, 2016.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,797,285.89, less a bill list of $96,704.01, less payroll of $255,805.85, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,044,776.03.  This amount is higher than 2015 and very close to the previous two years. 
Treasurer Wilson informed the court that a property tax check was addressed to the treasurer’s office by mistake and needs to be refunded to the Sheriff.

1. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Mary Ann Gill to refund $3,668.60 to the Sheriff’s office for a property tax payment mistakenly sent to the wrong account.

Lastly, Treasurer Wilson tendered her resignation to the court.  She has accepted an opportunity in the private sector and her last day will be April 5, 2016.  
Ambulance Deputy Director, Hunter Shewmaker informed the court that the insurance company offered $30,000 for the ambulance that was involved in the accident on Midway Road.  Since the ambulance is not able to be used, Mr. Shewmaker recommended accepting the $30,000 settlement and re-purchasing the ambulance at a cost of $2,736 to use for parts. 
2. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Ken Reed to accept the insurance offer of $30,000 for the 1999 International ambulance that was wrecked and to buy back the wrecked ambulance for $2,736.00.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith recommended awarding Haydon Bridge Company the contract for the Shyrock’s Ferry Road bridge replacement project. Mr. Smith also recommended modifying the bridge replacement request from an emergency request to a traditional 80/20 split, since the county would be eligible for the maximum amount of $240,000 for a single project.  The difference between the $240,000 the state will pay and the $316,757.28 cost of the temporary crossing/detour and the bridge replacement will be $76,757.82.  This amount will need to be covered either with in-kind services or monetarily by Woodford County.   
5. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Mary Ann Gill to award Haydon Bridge Company the contract for the Shyrock’s Ferry Road bridge replacement project.  (attachment)

Mr. Smith also asked the court for permission to use materials from the black barn that is being torn down at the county park.  The materials will be used to construct a shed at the Road Department to be used for parking pickup sized vehicles in to get them out of the weather when they are not being used.

Watts and seconded by Ken Reed to allow County Road Engineer Buan Smith to use any or all materials left over from the black barn at the county park to build a suitable structure to park trucks in.  Mr. Smith will come back before the court with an update once it is determined how much leftover material is available.

Emergency Management Director, Drew Chandler informed the court that his department has been working with Planning and Zoning to determine a location for another outdoor siren.  It has been determined that the Methodist Home property near Hope Lane is the best location and will impact 222 households.  The cost for installation of this new siren will be $6,000.

7. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Gary Finnell to allow Emergency Management Director Drew Chandler to have an outdoor siren installed near Hope Lane at a cost of $6,000.

Mr. Chandler also asked the court’s permission to use a vehicle from the Sheriff’s office as a mobile command vehicle.  The cost to convert the vehicle into a mobile command center for use by the Emergency Management department as well as other departments will be $11,000.

8. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Ken Reed to allow Emergency Management Director Drew Chandler to convert a vehicle from the Sheriff’s office into a mobile command vehicle at a cost of $11,000.

Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark  informed the court that they have been able to locate the

owner of a previously unpublished portrait of Matthew Harris Jouett’s son, George Payne Jouett.

Permission was received from the owner to reproduce the portrait on canvas to hang in the Jack Jouett

House with the other Jouett family portraits. The portrait owner is a professor at Notre Dame who also

donated artifacts associated with the 1938 launching of the 2nd of three ships that were named USS

Jouett. These artifacts included: newpaper articles, an engraving plate, and a sealed case with a piece of

the bottle used to christen ship.

Archeology project volunteers donated an original Matthew Harris Jouett ivory miniature. It is the first

original Jouett work that the Jack Jouett house has had at its disposal. 
Also, Ms. Clark was contacted by an author in New Albany, Indiana who is writing a book on the

history of baseball in Indiana. George Payne Jouett Meegan was one of the most famous baseball

players during the late 1800s.  There will be a program at the Jouett House this summer to highlight the

new items in the collection.  

The Woodford County Heritage Committee will be hosting work days Saturday, March 12th and

Saturday, March 19th to prepare for the opening season on April 1st.   

Ms. Clark also reported that the Lease committee would like the court to post signs at the two driveway

entrances at the Jack Jouett House stating that alcohol is not permitted on the property.  

9. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by C.L. Watts to instruct County Road Engineer Buan Smith to post signs at the two driveway entrances at the Jack Jouett House stating that alcohol is not permitted on the premises.

Lastly, there was a special presentation by Representative James Kay.  The House of

Representatives of Kentucky offered a commendation to Ms. Clark for her years of service with

the Jack Jouett House.  Mr. Kay also presented Ms. Clark with a Kentucky Colonel designation.    
EDA Chairman, John Soper handed out a work area profile report indicating some concern in certain areas of the population.  The report indicates that the county is not attracting jobs for younger workers and that the millennial population is not growing.  Mr. Soper also stated that if the bakery project is approved, there will be no more industrial land within the urban service boundary, and more land is needed if the demographics are going to change.  Mr. Soper emphasized that opportunities need to be taken in order to stay relevant and sustain our community.  The latest information for More Than a Bakery, LLC indicates a 10.4 million dollar payroll with revenue amounts of $380,000 in occupational taxes, $96,000 in property taxes, and $225,000 in school taxes for the community.  
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Squire Reed reported that the Lease Committee met on March 3rd at the Jack Jouett House.  Present were Ken Reed, Linda Popp, and C.L. Watts.  Jack Jouett House director Janice Clark was also in attendance.  The committee reviewed the leases for parking and the house and does not recommend any changes to the parking lease at this time.  The lease for the house is to be reviewed and re-written by County Attorney Alan George.  The committee also had the opportunity to review Jack Jouett House event rates and policies, which were approved in court on September 27, 2011.  The committee recommends removing the document from the Jack Jouett House program and would like the Fiscal Court to review the document at the March 22, 2016 meeting.
