Old Business
Report from Chief Wilhoit re: Police Merger Contract.   Chief Wilhoit conveyed to the court that the Versailles City Council approved the extension of the police merger contract for an additional four years using the same 38% county contribution and Midway making their same contribution as was agreed upon in the existing contract.  
Proposed Changes of the Amereso Contract.  Subsequent to the court authorizing Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the Energy Service Agreement with Ameresco in the amount of $890,281.00 for a guaranteed energy savings performance contract, Ameresco submitted a contract to be executed with a revised total contract cost of $860,433.00 that reflected Ameresco removing the cost of the liquid pool cover, HeatSavr, for fourteen years and proposing the county directly purchase this product from the vendor annually.  Discussion followed regarding this recommendation that was made by Teresa Barton, which resulted in the proposed amendment to reduce the original contract cost by the difference of the HeatSavr product.  Judge/Executive Coyle questioned the validity of this recommendation due to the previous response he received from Ameresco in that he was told the contract must be followed as presented in order for the contract to be guaranteed by Ameresco.  
Squire Staples addressed the court with questions about the recent motion that was carried to authorize Judge/Executive John Coyle to sign the Energy Service Agreement with Ameresco in the amount of $890,281.00 for a guaranteed energy savings performance contract.  The questions posed by Squire Staples were: (1) which contract was approved on November 24, 2009 for Judge/Executive Coyle to sign, the original contract or the revised contract? and (2) why was there not a copy of the revised contract that reflected all the changes discussed from inception given to the county attorney, the Judge/Executive, and the full court?  
10. A motion was made by James E.
