NEW BUSINESS

Discussion of Deceased Animal Removal Program was opened by Judge/Executive Coyle by stating that it is his suggestion that the court gather information from the discussion between members of the court, Chairman of the Conservation District, Harold Carmickle, and Woodford County Conservation Agent, Chris Jeffcoat and the court implement the information gained from this discussion regarding the deceased animal removal program into the budget of the following fiscal year. 
Chairman Carmickle reminded the court that for several years the fiscal court allocated funds to have the animals picked up, and he felt that the program worked well.  Formerly, the Conservation District would appropriate any grant money that was awarded to them, the fiscal court would make up the difference to fund this program, and the program was administered by the Conservation District.  Due to the possibility that deceased animals would not be properly disposed of, Chairman Carmickle expressed his concern of the run-off contaminants entering the Kentucky River and affecting the drinking water of all Woodford County citizens.  
Chris Jeffcoat distributed guidelines and recommendations that explain the Deceased Farm Animal Disposal Assistance Program developed by the Kentucky Agricultural Development Board that addressed questions the court had about the required match to receive funds allocated to the Woodford County Agricultural Development Council.  Mr. Jeffcoat stated this money is Phase I Tobacco Settlement funds that would require a 25/75% match.  Essentially, the fiscal court and the Conservation District would put in a certain amount of dollars, and the Kentucky Agricultural Development Board would match that amount up to $7,500.  Several questions were directed to Mr. Jeffcoat as to whether there is any type of disaster funding of federal money available since this bloat epidemic has affected such a widespread of farmers throughout the Bluegrass area.  The USDA’s Livestock Indemnity Program will offer assistance of some kind if the hardship is caused by a weather-related incident, but Mr. Jeffcoat stated they are still waiting for an answer regarding the likelihood of receiving assistance from the USDA.  
Hoppy Henton, a farmer and resident of Woodford County, stated that in his opinion this issue is not just important for the farm community, but there is a whole public health aspect to this problem.  Mr. Henton’s recommendation was for the court to commit some dollar amount that would start the process and challenge the organizations in the county such as the Beef Cattle Associations and Kentucky Farm Bureau to contribute to the 75% portion that is required to get the 25% grant from the Phase I Tobacco Settlement funds.  Mr. Henton continued to share his opinion that this program should not be a welfare system; this is where everybody participates and we build a whole system.  
8. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Ellen Gormley to allow Judge/Executive Coyle to appoint a committee of three to five persons, two of which are to be members of the court, to:  (1) determine as accurately as possible the amount of money needed to commence the Deceased Animal Removal Program; and (2) make a recommendation to the court during the first regular fiscal court meeting in September on how the fiscal court should participate in the Deceased Animal Removal Program.

Judge/Executive Coyle polled the court for two volunteers to be appointed to this committee, and Squires Brown and Gormley agreed to serve as members of the court, in addition to Hoppy Henton, Jesse Lane, and Darrel Varner.  
Woodford County Heritage Committee’s Request Pertaining to Joel Meador’s work schedule.  Paul Stahler, President of the Woodford County Heritage Committee, explained that the committee wishes to extend Joel Meador’s work schedule by seven hours per week from September 1, 2010 through the end of the fiscal year, June 30, 2011, at no expense to the court because Mr. Meador would be paid from the grant funds.  Mr. Stahler reported that it is the goal of the committee to raise enough money to have Mr. Meador on site on a full-time basis to sustain some of the programs they have implemented on a regular basis which would allow them to be open to the public more.

Staples and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve the request of the Woodford County Heritage Committee to extend the work schedule of Joel Meador by seven hours per week from September 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011, and to further specify these additional monies are to be paid from the existing grant funds.

Request for Refund of Fees collected by Woodford County Animal Control.  Susan Jones, Woodford County Animal Control Supervisor, reported that she had received a call from two separate complainants who live on Montgomery Avenue and Berry Avenue that reported nuisance complaints.  The one complainant that lives on Berry Avenue reported a total of five different cats that have been an ongoing problem by using their flower beds as a litter box, getting into the garbage dumpster, tearing garbage out of the dumpster, and when they would place their garbage in the dumpster, the cats would jump out at them.  The other complainant reported cats in their mulch and harassing his inside cats which caused his cats to get sick and do inappropriate things inside his house.  
County Attorney Alan George asked Supervisor Jones to explain the procedure that is mandated by the fiscal court by the ordinance adopted in 1996 in reference to how she and her staff respond to these nuisance calls. When these calls are answered by going to the complainant’s home, Supervisor Jones reported that they offer to set a trap in the area of the where the nuisance is happening, i.e., a cat is under the window scratching the complainant’s screen and tearing the screen, they put a trap under the window.  After the trap is set in the area of where the nuisance occurred, it is the complainant’s responsibility to monitor the trap, and in the event a cat is trapped, they are to call Animal Control immediately.  Animal Control is required to pick up the cat that was trapped within 24 hours, including weekends, and impound the cat at the Animal Control shelter until the owner makes an inquiry and collects their cat from the Woodford County Animal Control.  If a cat has not been vaccinated, there is no identification number to correlate the owner of the animal.  Consequently, a $20/day impounding fee is charged; a $10/day boarding fee is charged each day until the owner comes to Animal Control and claims their cat; and by virtue of state law, if a cat does not have proof of being vaccinated, Animal Control administers the rabies vaccination and the owner is charged $55 for the rabies voucher.  This procedure applies not only to nuisance animals, but it also pertains to stray animals.
Two of the complainants appeared before the court with their legal counsel to request a refund of the fees collected by the Woodford County Animal Control because they felt their cats were trapped illegally in a parking lot and all information harvested about them was illegal.  Counsel for these complainants argued that his clients did not receive due process before their property was taken, and, additionally, the word “habitual” was not defined in the Woodford County ordinance that was enacted in 1996.  County Attorney Alan George responded by substantiating the fact that no one was charged criminally, requiring due process, because there is no evidence of this incident being habitual.   Further, George felt that Animal Control was simply abiding by and enacting policies the court has kept in place.  
No action was taken by the court on this issue; none of the fees collected by the Woodford County Animal Control were refunded.  
Acceptance of the 2011 Motor Vehicle & Watercraft Property Tax Rate Certification.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated the tax rate for 2010 was 9.4 cents per $100.00 of assessed value and certified that the Woodford County Fiscal Court will levy a property tax rate of 9.4 cents per $100.00 of assessed value upon motor vehicles and watercraft for the calendar year of 2011.

Request of Midway Restaurant Owner, Jimmy Duggan, to receive a pro-rated refund of Woodford County Alcohol license fees.  Mr. Duggan came before the court to explain that he had paid his Woodford County alcohol license fees for his restaurant in Midway, Duggans, for 7/1/10 to 6/30/11.  Subsequently, it became necessary for him to close his restaurant at 133 East Main Street and he is re-opening a new restaurant at 128 East Main Street.  Because his previous restaurant only operated for five weeks under the county alcohol license fees he paid to Woodford County on June 30th, Mr. Duggan requested a pro-rated refund so that he could apply that refunded amount to his new Woodford County alcohol license fees that he will be buying when he re-opens his new restaurant in September.  
11. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve a pro-rated refund to Jimmy Duggan for the Woodford County alcohol license fees that were paid and operated under for five weeks so that he could apply that refunded amount to his new Woodford County alcohol license fees that he will be buying when he reopens his new restaurant in September.

Communications 
Squire Craig – reminded the court of the letter of appreciation that was received from the owner of Equus Run Vineyard stating how pleased she was with the asphalt paving of Moores Mill Road in Midway.  The Road Department’s timely response and conscientious efforts in handling this project were recognized.  
Squire Dotson – stated that in his opinion as the urban service area is being reviewed for the new Comprehensive Plan, that more I-2 land should be included in the plan.  
Squire Barnett – reported that he had several constituents approach him with a question about why the court raised property taxes at the previous fiscal court meeting based on the headlines they saw in the Woodford Sun that read “Mulling a Slight Increase of the Property Taxes.”  The question was brought up by Squire Barnet as to whether or not the court should change the 7.00 dollars per thousand back into 6.90 to make sure the citizens of Woodford County understand the court has not increased the taxes on real estate.  County Attorney Alan George simply stated that the court did not ask to generate more money; the court just wanted to make sure the tax rate generates the same amount generated in the previous budget year so that public services do not have to be cut.  However, the court had an option to take a higher tax rate, and that option was rejected.

County Attorney Alan George noted as a result from the previous conversation about the tax rate set by the court that Woodford County has one of the lowest property tax rates in the State of Kentucky. 
Judge/Executive John Coyle reminded the court of the Versailles-Midway-Woodford County Planning and Zoning Commission public hearing scheduled for August 12, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. regarding the proposed amendment and adoption of the Goals and Objectives of the Comprehensive Plan.
