APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the Special Fiscal Court Meeting of October 16, 2015 and the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of January 26, 2016.  Hearing none, these sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,181,481.13, less a bill list of $137,096.99, less payroll of $268,439.00, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,375,945.14.  
Treasurer Wilson reported that the county received the largest collection of payroll taxes since she has been here. $1,492,000.00 was received for quarter ending 12/31/15.  Treasurer Wilson also reported that the county road aid reimbursement was $36,000.00 less than expected.
Ambulance Deputy Director, Hunter Shewmaker informed the court that an ambulance was in an accident on Midway Road during the last snow event.  He is waiting on the insurance company to see if the ambulance will be totaled. The ambulance involved in the accident was one of the older ambulances, which still leaves 5 ambulances in use.
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith requested the court’s permission to contact property owners on Williams Lane regarding the land they have for sale to see if they might be interested in selling a portion of the land in order to re-route the existing road to decrease flooding issues.
