REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) - Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,013,035.12, less the two bill lists, payroll, certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, less the $500,000.00 Falling Springs Grant, which leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,748,163.48.

The second item of discussion brought by the Treasurer was the Solid Waste Report for November and December.

Thirdly, Treasurer Wilson stated that due to an increase in the number of patients that have recently made a request to Ambulance Director Hunter Shewmaker to write-off their ambulance bills, Treasurer Wilson and Shewmaker would like to have the assistance of an ambulance committee made up of members of the court to review all pertinent information provided by Shewmaker to make a decision as to whether that patient’s amount should be written off.

Jailer, Gary Gilkison deferred the matter of paying the CMW, Inc. invoice to Chief Deputy Jailer, Missie Coulter, who reported written approval has been received from the Department of Corrections regarding the material to be used to replace the tile in the shower area of the Woodford County Detention Center.  Coulter stated the issue with the shower repairs is not the design, it is the fact the door frames entering the showers have to be removed due to deterioration, and approval had to be granted by the Department of Corrections through recommendation made by CMW, Inc. as to what material can be used to replace that tile.  When the door frames are removed, the tile will be destroyed a third of the way into two sides of the shower.  By using paneled stainless steel to replace the tile, as approved, this will allow the existing plumbing and fixtures in the Woodford County Detention Center to be utilized.
When Treasurer Wilson was asked about the status of the check to CMW, Inc., she stated that she was instructed to release their check once approval was received in writing from the Department of Corrections; therefore, the check will be released tomorrow.
Squire Dotson inquired about the amount of overtime pay that was paid from October 26th to November 23rd.  Coulter stated they are required to have four deputy jailers (fully-trained) in the building 24 hours a day, and for the past 27 to 28 months, they have been in a position of training new employees.  Coulter explained that the amount of money that was not spent in salaries would need to be transferred to overtime because that was exactly how it was used due to a shortage of fully-trained deputy jailers.  Overtime pay had to be paid to these deputy jailers to sufficiently train the new employees and to also fill the required quota of having four fully-trained deputy jailers on each shift.

Old Business
Approval of the Interlocal Agreement for the Tourism/Main Street Director for the City of Midway, the City of Versailles, and Woodford County  - Tami Vater, Executive Director of the Chamber of Commerce, was asked by Squire Craig how the time would be separated.  Vater stated the Tourism/Main Street Director’s time would be proportionately spent between each community and that person would have an office in Midway, as well as one in the Chamber of Commerce office in Versailles.  There are state guidelines on some programs that need to be met by demonstrating a minimum of 50% of their time is spent in Versailles and 50% of their time is spent in Midway, and sometimes she would be assuming tourism responsibilities to make sure there is good coverage.  Vater assured the court this person will represent the county in what is expected county-wide.  
Approval of 2009 budget for the Woodford County Sheriff’s Office – Sheriff Wright submitted a revised 2009 Budget of $608,078 for approval from the court.

The changes Sheriff Wright acknowledged from last year’s duties and expenses were (1) the Sheriff’s office court time logged as court bailiff went from 240 hours the previous year to 1,200 hours this past year, not including the hours required for Sheriff Wright to staff the Annex Building with door security duties; and (2) the number of out-of-county transports have increased approximately 100 from last year.  Upgrades in Sheriff Wright’s office for this next year include a new webpage that will not only be a benefit to the Woodford County homeowner, but also to the banking institutions by offering the public online tax search capabilities, along with additional information relative to the programs and services offered by the Woodford County Sheriff’s Office.  
In reference to Sheriff Wright’s request to the Woodford County School Board to increase his commission from 2.5% to 3.0% for collecting school tax for the 2009 tax year, Sheriff Wright stated that he received a response from the School Board, and they would like him to justify the reason for his request.  
Approval of Woodford County and Versailles Bus Service – Squire Dotson made a proposal to table the issue of providing bus service for the time being and revisit this proposition when it is needed.  In the meantime, Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he would contact the representatives from LexTran and Bluegrass Ultra-Transit Service to inform both this proposal would be considered at a later time.
Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion to approve the proposed 2009 Holiday Schedule.

5. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the proposed 2009 Holiday Schedule, which coincides with the State’s Holiday schedule, and subsequently revise the 2008 Holiday Schedule to no longer recognize December 31st as a paid holiday, but instead grant the paid holiday for New Year’s to be January 1 and January 2, 2009.
