APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of September 13, 2016.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Sabra Garmon) – Treasurer Garmon reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,580,976.87, less a certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, less claims of $56,631.75 and $1,843.32, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,122,501.80.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith asked the court’s permission to obtain two pieces of equipment

from the military – a large water pump and a forklift with a boom.  The equipment is free of charge, but

there is a cost of $2,400 to have it hauled to Kentucky from Virginia Beach. 

1. A motion was made by C.L. Watts and seconded by Mary Ann Gill to allow County Road Engineer Buan Smith to obtain two pieces of equipment from the military and to pay $2,400 to have the equipment hauled to Kentucky.

Mr. Smith also asked the court for permission to purchase a used truck.  The truck is a 2011 Ford F250 4x4 and will allow the Road Foreman to have a truck to drive in the winter months as well.  The cost of the truck will be $17,000 and will be paid for with the LGEA money saved from the purchase of the new dump truck, since it ended up costing $15,000 less than originally budgeted.  The remaining $2,000 will be transferred from the Road Department’s equipment line.  
2. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Gerald Dotson to allow County Road Engineer Buan Smith to purchase a used truck for $17,000 and use the LGEA funds left over from the purchase of the new dump truck.

Mr. Chandler asked the court’s permission to attend the national conference with the scholarship offered.  

4. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Mary Ann Gill to allow Emergency Management Director Drew Chandler to attend the National Emergency Management Conference in Savannah, Georgia, October 15-12, 2016 via a scholarship and at no cost to the county.

Mr. Chandler reported on the Severe Repetitive Loss Grant as well.  The revised budget has been submitted to FEMA, but there is no status update yet.  He anticipates asking for an extension of the project.

Lastly, Mr. Chandler informed the court that the county did not receive any of the 3 Homeland Security grants that were applied for. 
Jouett House Director, Jill Roseberry reminded the court that Frontier Days will be held Thursday and Friday, September 29th and 30th, from 9:00 -12:00.  Also, the Jack Jouett House was selected for an episode of the Kentucky Collectibles Show on KET.  Lastly, the Jack Jouett House has won a 2016 Kentucky History Award for its Frontier Day Program.  
REPORTS FROM SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Personnel Committee – Duncan Gardiner reported that the personnel committee met to discuss three items.  The first item was a proposal from the Recycling Center to combine two positions into one.  The new position will be titled Operations Supervisor and Joe Girouard will continue in this roll.  Squire Gardiner commended Recycling Director Sherri McDaniel for a job well done in decreasing staff and lowering department spending.
