REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,178,680.43, less the bill lists of $170,522.02, less payroll of $241,771.68, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,536,479.90 after adding the real estate tax deposits made on November 8 and 9, 2010 in the amount of $1,170,093.17.  
As Treasurer Wilson discussed at the previous fiscal court meeting, Jailer Gary Gilkison requested a review be performed as he leaves office as the Woodford County Jailer.  Treasurer Wilson reported that from the letter she mailed to local CPA firms to solicit bids to perform such a review, she received one estimate of $4,000.  The option given by Treasurer Wilson in lieu of the county spending $4,000 for a review is for her to perform the same duties as were offered, such as reconciling all bank accounts and signing off on same, counting cash on hand at that time, and performing an inventory on all fixed assets.
1. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to authorize Treasurer Wilson to perform a review, such as reconciling all bank accounts and signing off on same, counting cash on hand at that time, and performing an inventory on all fixed assets in relation to the Woodford County Jailer, Gary Gilkison, up to and including the immediate time before he leaves office as Woodford County Jailer.

Additionally, Judge/Executive Coyle conveyed the request of the Woodford County Coroner Elect, Ronald E. Owens, that an official inventory be performed prior to his taking office.

2. A motion was made by Geoffrey Reid and seconded by Jackie Brown to authorize Treasurer Wilson to perform an official inventory on all fixed assets in relation to the office of the Woodford County Coroner, up to and including the immediate time before Ronald E. Owens takes office as Woodford County Coroner.

Standing Report –  
No reports were given at this time; however, Judge/Executive Coyle accepted the request of Squire Barnett to be removed from the Coroner’s Committee due to the length of time it will take to perform the important duties required of each member of this committee, which will exceed his term of service to the fiscal court.  Squire Dotson volunteered to serve on the Coroner’s Committee with Squires Craig and Webber.  
Citizen’s Participation 
Michael Duckworth appeared before the court on behalf of the Economic Development Authority (EDA) to inform the court that the EDA is trying to remove a contingency in their contract with Anderson Communities, which is that the Roach family will sign off on a buffer waiver for 37 acres.   It is the EDA’s agreement with the Roach family that the fill material consisting of eight years of illegal dumping that was inadvertently dumped on the north side of McKinney Blvd. of Midway Station is moved and graded out. County Road Engineer, Buan Smith was asked by the EDA to provide an estimate of the cost to move all fill material and grade this site in the event the fiscal court would be interested in assisting the EDA with this project.  Smith stated this project consisted of moving about 15,000 cubic yards of dirt, rock, and fill material that would require approximately ten working days, the use of four trucks and three pieces of equipment, and the manpower cost to equate to $4,150.00 per day for a total project cost of approximately $41,500.00.  Since Duckworth stated the EDA was reviewing all options at this point, a quote was given but no action was taken.  
Department Heads 
Recycling Center Director, Wade Johnson informed the court that he is in need of hiring two employees:  (1) a processor; and (2) a processor/relief cashier.   Johnson stated that the reasons for requesting additional employees is because the Recycling Department has lost five employees in the last five years, he has recently lost the use of the inmates’ manpower, and their volume of product continues to expand so much that they cannot keep up with the volume in order to maintain the level of service that the public has come to expect.  After lengthy discussion, the court requested that Director Johnson provide the court with a projection of revenue to validate the county’s expense of hiring two additional employees.  Additionally, the court requested that Devetta Jackson, Human Resources Manager, produce a statement of cost for each employee’s salary and benefit package.  The projection of revenue and cost of salary and benefit package for each employee will be reviewed by the court and discussed at the following fiscal court meeting.
Director Johnson made the court aware that the condition of Hanley Lane has returned to a dump-status condition as found in the previous years.  A number of tires are once again dumped, in addition to carpet, lumber, and a huge assortment of dumped items that will result in the State mandating that Woodford County have this site cleaned up.  It was suggested that County Road Engineer, Buan Smith inspect the status of this dump site to see if his department is capable of performing this site clean-up and the cost, and if the county is not in a position to do this, obtain an estimate from an outside company.  It was also suggested that the Franklin County Judge/ Executive be contacted by Judge/Executive Coyle to inquire about whether Franklin County would share the cost of cleaning up this site since a large portion of this dump site on Hanley Lane also extends into Franklin County.  
Additionally, Director Johnson informed the court that some surplus goods were recently sold in a sealed bid process and the total amount received for the sale of the front loader, the road tractor, and the 2-H frames is approximately $10,995.00.  Johnson requested permission of the court to purchase trusses to be used on the storage trailers to provide a dry area to park the equipment this winter, to purchase a couple of trailers to store commodities, to finish a couple of rock projects in the parking lot, and to purchase accessories for the new horizontal baler.
3. A motion was made by Ellen Gormley and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve Director Wade Johnson purchasing the items requested from the proceeds of $10,995.00 for the surplus goods recently sold in a sealed bid process.

NEW BUSINESS

Update from the Woodford Parks Foundation.  Les Anderson came before the fiscal court on behalf of the Woodford Parks Foundation to inform the court of the status of the new softball field located in the County Park.  To date, Anderson stated that they have been awarded a $70,000 Major League Baseball grant to purchase and install lights for this field, they have collected $65,000 cash and in-kind from different organizations this year, with an additional $25,000 promised.  With this project lacking $40,000 to complete, the Foundation asked for and received $10,000 from the Board of Education and $10,000 from the Woodford Parks Foundation.  The Foundation’s request to the court was to consider matching the appropriations of the Board of Education and the Woodford Parks Foundation with a $10,000 appropriation to finish the softball field.  The final sum of $10,000 is being requested from the City of Versailles.
