The general consensus of the court was to wait until the next fiscal court meeting to plan the court’s upcoming work sessions regarding the police contract.  In compliance with the original police contract, George stated the county is fulfilling the terms of the agreement in that the county is to begin negotiations after year three for consideration of an extension of the police contract.  
Judge/Executive John Coyle stated that he had received a letter from John Penfield, President of the Bluegrass Railroad Museum, requesting that a $100 fine be waived that was assessed due to a volunteer being fined for not properly weighing out at the Recycling Center.  Penfield’s request to the court was that the fine be adjusted to reflect only the amount of trash that was deposited, which was $56.00, because this volunteer was a relatively new volunteer from Lexington and was not familiar with the procedures of the Recycling Center.
