Since a complete state audit is scheduled for June 30, 2011, Treasurer Wilson suggested a review be performed by a local CPA firm of any and all accounting because it is not as costly and it would still protect Jailer Gary Gilkison and the incoming Jailer, Johnny Jones.

OLD BUSINESS 
Approval of the Versailles-Midway-Woodford County Human Rights Commission’s recommendation.  Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court the Commission has made a recommendation to reduce the number of Commission members from 15 to nine because of their difficulty to have enough members present for a quorum.  In order to reduce the number of members, it was further explained the ordinance would be amended, an Interlocal Agreement would be executed by all three governmental entities, and the Interlocal Agreement would be submitted to the Department of Local Governments for approval.  County Attorney Alan George interjected the options available to be made at this time:  (1) reduce the size of the Commission to a total number of nine, whereby the Judge/Executive would appoint five members with no joint appointment, the Mayor of Versailles would appoint three members, and the Mayor of Midway would appoint one member; or (2) re-evaluate the present appointments to be sure the members currently serving are going to be committed to attend the meetings.  In an attempt to approve the recommendation made by this core group of members that are making their best effort to create an active, involved Commission, Judge/Executive Coyle will be meeting with the Mayors to discuss a possible amendment to the existing ordinance and subsequently bring this issue before the court again.
