Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a money market checking account balance of $1,510,389.34 with $400,000.00 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $1,910,389.34 for the fiscal year to date November 23, 2007. (The report did not reflect the November 27, 2007 payroll in the amount of $206,412.91 and the bill list for November 27, 2007 in the amount of $44,349.92 for an adjusted money market checking account balance $1,259,626.51.)

Citizen’s Participation

Senator Julian M. Carroll, 7th District Senate attended the meeting to answer any questions regarding the 2008 State of Kentucky’s budget. Senator Carroll asked the Court for a priority list of possible Woodford County line-item projects that may be appropriated in the 2008 State budget. Senator Carroll said that they are trying to make sure that there is an official communication from each of the legislative bodies as to their priorities. Senator Carroll said that the budget is tight.  Judge Coyle asked the magistrates to give any of their concerns or projects to Senator Carroll or Dan Brenyo, Senator Carroll’s assistant. Senator Carroll said that he had a great relationship with the new secretary of transportation Joe Prather. If the County has a road project that the Judge would like to talk to Secretary Prather about, Senator Carroll could set up a meeting. Jim Staples thanked the Senator for the help he has given the County on road projects.  Judge Coyle said that he was dedicating his efforts to the on going water projects, so that all Woodford County citizens have access to good clean City water.  County Attorney Alan George requested that Senator Carroll look into the traffic signage at the intersection turning left off US 60 onto the US60 Bypass.  Senator Carroll said he would look into the problem.

Ambulance – Hunter Shewmaker

Hunter Shewmaker reported that KACo called him, and told him that they will pay $133,674.00 in insurance claims for the wrecked ambulance.
Jail – Gary Gilkison

Gary Gilkison thanked the court for approving the Southern Health Partners, Inc. contract, which will start on December 1, 2007.
Maintenance – David Long

David Long reported:

· The Senior Citizen Building is totally repaired.

· When servicing the boiler at the annex, a problem was found, and it had to be disassembled and cleaned out.  Long will have to order fabric to get it back together. The boiler is working.
· Long has contacted two companies about buried tanks for the Senior Citizen Building fireplace, and has not received any responses. Long said he will continue to get information on a solution for getting propane gas to the fireplaces at the Senior Citizens building.

Johnson reported that RUMPKE asked him to seek quotes to repair the damage that was done by a RUMPKE truck to the Recycling Center building approximately six weeks ago.  RUMPKE will be taking care of the expense.

Dotson asked for the Woodford Sun to put in the newspaper that the Recycling Center no longer accepts glass, and request that the citizens not put glass in the recycling blue bags.

Road – Buan Smith

Smith told the Court that at the November 13, 2007 meeting, the Court asked him to research the history of Cedar Grove Lane. Smith handed out his report to the Court. (Attachment)  The agenda item was postponed until the December 11, 2007 meeting.
The magistrates discussed the Planning and Zoning Commission’s recommendation to call the CD’s for Hunters Ridge.  James E. Staples said that there was still an issue with Derby Hills and Barlow about the water basin. The Court and Smith discussed the work that needed to be done.  Smith said he needed to talk to the property owners to get access to their yards and would begin when there is drier weather.

Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz

Slugantz reported that he had researched, as the Court requested, the cost of the County buying equipment to provide the baseline audiogram (hearing test) for all the employees who are or could become exposed to average noise exposures that exceed 85 dba. The quote from Gordon Stowe for equipment needed to complete an OSHA standard hearing test was $7,680.00 plus the yearly certification of equipment and sound room at a cost of $980.00 and the annual certification of a sound technician at a cost of $500.00. The test at the Health Department would not give the County the needed information. Slugantz told the Court that he thought the best option was to use the Bluegrass Community Hospital for the testing at a cost of $1,300.00. (Attachment)

Staples and seconded by Larry Craig to approve Safety Director Keith Slugantz’s recommendation to use the Bluegrass Community Hospital to provide the base line audiogram (hearing test) for the employees (Ambulance, Road, Recycle, Jail, Animal Control, Sheriff Department and Emergency Management) who are or could become exposed to average noise exposures that exceed 85 dba.
