A motion was made by Geoffrey Reid and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the orders from the August 28, 2007 Fiscal Court meeting.

Citizen’s Participation

Atta Tom Payton of the Woodford County Fair Board said that the Court had talked to the Fair Board about safety concerns.  Payton said that one safety problem could be taken care of by getting bleachers. She told the Court that she would like to apply for a grant that is due by October 1, 2007 from the State to pay for the bleachers.  It would be a 75%-25% grant. Payton requested the Court help pay the 25%. Magistrate Steve Barnett asked Payton if she was looking to the Court for the total 25%.  Payton said she did not know how much money the Fair Board made last year because bills are still coming in. She said that if she could, she would try to do as much as she could and get the Court to do the rest. Magistrate Gerald Dotson asked Payton to call him after she applied for the grant because he knew some people to talk to at the State. Payton passed out one quote for two bleachers (each holds 300 people) that she received from Kay Park Recreation in the amount of $88,354.00.

A motion was made by Charles "Bones" Webber and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve helping with the 25% match if a grant for bleachers is awarded to the Woodford County Fair Board.

Payton also voiced her concern of problems of vandalism at the Fair Board facility at the County Park. Pictures were passed out to the magistrates.  There have been damages to the screen door, mirrors, bathrooms, and water facets. Payton said that she had seen misuse of the property by the High School Cross Country Team. The Court asked if she had been to the Woodford County School Board. She said she had not. The Court asked Payton to come down to the Judge/Executive’s office, and that Judge Coyle and she could call Superintendent Stahler about the problem. Judge/Executive John Coyle said that he would ask Police Chief Wilhoit to beef up the patrol at the County Park as requested by Magistrate Larry Craig. Keith Slugantz asked Payton if Mark Lancaster had made any progress on his plans on the chain link fence, which would help the safety problem. She said that she received an estimate of $3,560.00, and the dirt and concrete were not discussed.
Sharon Hughes, the Chairman of Vision Versailles, said that the Court approved their funding. The City of Versailles cut them back to $5,000.00. The Fiscal Court voted at the previous meeting to hold the funding to the Vision Versailles not knowing that they needed the money.  She told the Court that they are in need of the Court’s first quarterly payment for some outstanding bills. Since the resignation of the Director, they have gone to an hourly part time basis for payroll, and they need to get caught up with the payroll taxes and several outstanding bills.

A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve a one time quarterly payment of $3,250.00 to Vision Versailles that is due in October 2007.

Rose Johnson of the American Red Cross requested that the Court approve the use of the Senior Citizen Center Building as a Red Cross emergency shelter for seniors.  The Falling Springs Recreation Center would remain the primary shelter.  The magistrates discussed designating the Senior Citizens Center for qualifying Senior Citizens.  Johnson told the Court that the Red Cross cannot exclude anyone, but would make it a priority for seniors to be directed to the Senior Citizen Center. DEM Director Keith Slugantz said that he would have input on what shelter the citizens would use if there was an emergency.  The Court asked for the agreement to be sent to them in their Fiscal Court packet, and to postpone action until the next meeting. 

Reports and Updates

Fiscal Court Standing Committee Reports

James E. Staples reported that the Committee that was looking into guidelines for renting the Senior Citizens Center recommended that the Court not rent the building to anyone.

Charles "Bones" Webber reported that a Policy and Procedures Committee meeting is scheduled for September 25, 2007 at 5:30 p.m.
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a money market balance of $632,977.12 and $900,000.00 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $1,532,977.12 for the fiscal year to date August 31, 2007. (The report did not reflect the bill list for the August 28, 2007 Fiscal Court meeting.)

Treasurer Wilson passed out the Woodford County Solid Waste Accounts Receivable Report. The auditor requested that the report be given to the Court monthly.  Also, Wilson passed out a revised Woodford County Department Receipts/Expenditures Report, which included benefit numbers. (Attachment)
Senior Citizens & Adult Day Care Building (CMW/Vector Construction – Joe Vecsey and Todd Ott
Joe Vecsey of CMW gave an update on the punch list of items that needed correcting at the Senior Citizen Building.  Vecsey said that the items are complete except for the final painting of the door that was replaced. 
Todd Ott of CMW addressed questions on the canopy at the Senior Citizens building. Magistrate James E. Staples gave a statement about the height of the canopy that was discussed at a previous meeting that he did not attend. Staples said that several fingers were pointed in his direction as to the reason the canopy is as low as it is.  Staples said he was on the design committee mostly because he was the one pushing for the Center. It was not because he knew anything about designing a building.  Staples said that if he was asked how high a canopy should be, he would have no clue. He said that if anyone suggests that he had anything to do with that canopy, then they are looking for a way out or an excuse.   He remembered two meetings that the design was discussed. Judge Gormley and he were both there.  The only thing that he remembered about the design was the design of the smoking room, and he and Judge Gormley apposed the smoking room. The design presented to the Court had a canopy on it. The Court was told that they would have a state of the art construction, and bus loads of people coming from other counties to visit the Center.  Staples said that he would assume the bus loads meant that you have to drive under the canopy. He is happy that we have a Senior Citizens Building.  
David Long reported that he had received two proposals to repair the canopy at the Senior Citizens Building that was damaged by an ADI truck.  The Nichols Building proposal was $2,088.90 which did not include painting. The proposal from the company that built the canopy was $6,800.00 which included paint. David Long will look into whether there was any structural damage. County Attorney Alan George said that he did not know if they had assumed responsibility and accepted liability. Administrative Assistant Ron Durbin said that KACo asked for a copy of the police report and two estimates. County Attorney Alan George told the Court that he will get with Judge Coyle to discuss the accident with the insurance company.
The issue of the Freon used in the heating/AC system was, also, discussed by the Court.  
Jackie Brown asked if the Court had any legal rights.  Alan George said that when the Court got CMW to do the design, they relied on their professional services to point out the things like the height of the canopy to be built for purposes of an ambulance to fit under the canopy.
In summary, Judge Coyle said that the Court needs to decide what they should do about the issues at the Senior Citizens Building after listening to the County Attorney George.  George clarified that he would tell the Court both ways and it would be up to the Court to decide whether to sue CMW on the issue of the canopy or leave it as is.  George advised the Court to get signage for the canopy.

Old Business
County Clerk’s Request to Purchase Delinquent Tax Software Program
County Clerk Corine Woolums and Deputy Karin Woolums gave the magistrates a copy of a proposal for a delinquent tax software program and hardware.  Brent Atwood from Paducah, KY, the representative from Data Records Management Services, attended the meeting. James E. Staples said that there was extra money budgeted for run off elections in the General Fund Election Accounts. The magistrates agreed by consensus that money could be transferred to a County Clerk account when the Court gets a bill. 
AARC’s Recommendation to Form a Woodford Co. Rural Land Board – John-Marc Hack
John-Mark Hack attended the meeting to follow up on the request at the previous Fiscal Court meeting for the Court to create an implementation committee to develop an ordinance forming a Woodford Co. Rural Land Board.  Larry Craig said that his only concern was that the hardship clause needed to be more flexible.  County Attorney Alan George asked for the amount of tax revenue the County would lose.  He, also, questioned information he received from Billy Van Pelt that the Court would have to get enabling legislation to pass an ordinance later, which would require getting a legal opinion from the Attorney General’s office. George said that this would be impossible. The item was postponed until the October 9, 2007 meeting.
