Judge/Executive John Coyle called a special meeting to order for the purpose of discussing   whether or not an emergency situation exists with a non-functioning boiler in the Courthouse Annex Building, and if so, if the boiler is to be repaired or replaced.  Additionally, certain criteria has to be met before the meeting could qualify as an emergency situation.  
County Attorney Alan George stated that the Green Committee and County Treasurer Becky Wilson met with a representative from the Administrative Office of the Courts who indicated that because of the functions and the number of persons at the Courthouse Annex Building, that it was of an emergency nature that the boiler be replaced.  Further, George stated that the Administrative Office of the Courts would pay 97% of the cost since it is an emergency situation and that it did not have to be bid.  The protocol is that when a boiler is located, the price is to be submitted to AOC for approval.  After the installation, a copy of the invoice is to be submitted and AOC will reimburse the county 97% percent of the cost of the boiler.
1. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to declare the situation of having to repair or replace the boiler in the Courthouse Annex Building as an emergency that warrants the purchase of a new boiler to replace the one that is not functioning, contingent upon the Administrative Office of the Courts confirming in writing they will reimburse the county for 97% of the cost of the new high-efficiency boiler.
