County Attorney Alan George discussed the facts disclosed by Megan Harp from Harp Enterprises in the meeting with Judge Coyle, Sheriff Wright, County Clerk Corine Woolums, and himself.  Ms. Harp quoted a price of $4,500.00 per E-scan voting machine per precinct and explained the State Board of Elections is offering these voting machines for a purchase price of $4,500.00 per machine through this date at 4:30 p.m.  If the County does not take advantage of the State Board of Elections’ offer, the County would incur the full cost of $5,400.00 per voting machine because the State will be mandating these voting machines.  The terms of reimbursement stated in the Memorandum of Agreement were also discussed whereby the County will be reimbursed the actual cost of the voting machines within 30 (thirty) days.
