APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of January 12, 2016.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,022,930.86, less a certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, less a bill list of $118,948.54, less payroll of $220,805.89, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,283,176.43.
Treasurer Wilson informed that court that she purchased a certificate of deposit for a 2 year term with a 1 percent rate.  The certificate of deposit has the option to be cashed in should it become necessary.  

Emergency Management Director, Drew Chandler reported that a local state of emergency was declared for the most recent snow event that occurred January 21st-22nd.  If  $89,000 is exceeded collectively between the county and the two cities and the president declares a state of emergency, it is possible to recoup some of the money spent toward the snow event.  
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark handed out the 2015 Jack Jouett Archaeology Project report. The Jack Jouett House has been invited by The Federal Advisory Committee on Historic Preservation to apply for the Preserve America’s Stewards Award. 
County Clerk, Sandra Jones asked the court to accept the County Clerk’s Quarterly Report into the record.

Falling Spring Director, Rich Pictor  came before the court to discuss two items.  The first item to be discussed was land conversion for 6F property.  If the Northwest Mobility Corridor is approved in the future, the road is proposed to go through where the ball fields are currently located at the park.  Since land and water conservation grant funds were used to build the existing ball fields, it is necessary to designate another piece of land to relocate the fields to if the bypass were to be approved.  In order to designate another piece of land, the proposal has to go before the National Parks Department and the deed restriction has to be lifted off the current property.  This process can take up to a year or more, therefore; Mr. Pictor asked the court’s permission to start the conversion process.

2. A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Jackie Brown to allow Rich Pictor to begin the conversion process with the National Parks Department in order to designate where the new baseball fields will be located should the Northwest Mobility Corridor be approved to run through where the current fields are located. The second order of business Mr. Pictor brought before the court was a proposal to designate 46 acres of

the farm on U.S. 62 as a disc golf course.  This course would be an 18 hole course, with an overall cost

of approximately $16,000. Joe Graviss has committed $8,000 toward the project, with the remaining
$8,000 already designated in the Parks and Recreation budget.  There are plans to have hole sponsors

and to speak to local sign companies for t-box signage.  Designating the 46 acres will also allow the

cross county run/walk trail to be extended, which would make it a 10k course – the only 10k grass

course in the area.  If the 46 acres is designated, it would make Woodford County’s course one of the
longest disc golf course in the state.  The course will be free for citizens to use and will allow tournaments to be held to help generate additional revenue.  
3. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Ken Reed to approve designating 46 acres of the farm on US 62 for a new disc golf course to be built.  Individuals proposing to lease the farm will be made aware of the 46 acre designation.  (Attachment)
