Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne “Tiny” Wright informed the court that his office has spent a lot of time performing out-of-state extraditions in the last several months.  Due to the extended periods of time his deputies have spent in the airports with these prisoners because of delayed flights, restaurant with inflated prices, and a limited choice of restaurants inside the confines of airport security, Sheriff Wright requested permission for his clerk to reimburse his deputies 100% of the cost of their food expenses when they are performing flight (not driving) out-of-state extraditions. Additionally, Sheriff Wright reiterated the state and county guidelines set for reimbursements that are made for driving extraditions will be followed.

Squire Gill - expressed his appreciation to Sherri McDaniel, Administrative Assistant at the Recycling Center, for having the information sheet about recycling mailed in all the water bills to let the public know about all the additional recyclable items that can now be processed at our recycling center.  Additionally, Squire Gill reported that he was informed by Bluegrass Pride there is a program called Reinforce Kentucky, and he waiting to hear if Woodford County can be a recipient of their trees, which would be of no cost to the county.  
Squire Brown -  addressed Squire Reed’s concern by stating the department heads need to let the court know if they are already receiving a discount from their vendors and it is not being shown.
