Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 8/21/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $1,820,020.46, less a bill list of $481,236.54, less a certificate of deposit of $431,014.34, less payroll of $211,141.83, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $696,627.75.  Treasurer Wilson mentioned that there is a reimbursement of $400,000 expected from the state, but money will be lean until the next round of taxes 
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker asked the court’s permission to allow the Ambulance Department to obtain a military Humvee from Jacksonville, FL.  The Humvee has 140 miles on it with an original cost of around $138,000.  The initial cost to the county would be around $1,000, which would be the cost of two county employees driving to Jacksonville, FL to pick up the Humvee and trailer it back.
