REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,625,515.19, less a bill list of $112,637.69, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, less payroll of $258,773.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,824,545.31. 

Treasurer Wilson mentioned that the cash balance is still below what it was the previous two years.  We are still waiting on $200,000 from the state and fees for December from the County Clerk.  Treasurer Wilson recommended that departments continue to watch their spending.  

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith brought to the court’s attention a letter that he drafted to Rick Hernandez of Bluegrass ADD regarding road length modifications on Delaney Ferry Road (CR119) and Millville Bridge Road (CR 1310).  Mr Smith asked for the court’s permission to have Judge/Executive Coyle sign the letter.

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark announced to the court that the children’s book, “Jack Jouett: Portrait of an American Hero” is for sale at Monticello and is featured on the front of the Scottsville monthly magazine.  At the Heritage Committee’s monthly meeting, Ben Brooks was honored for his work building two rolling cabinets at the Jack Jouett House and was presented with a $200 check.  On January 31st, Eagle Scout candidate Christian Sandrock was joined by 14 boyscouts and 6 days from Troop 400 to help him complete his service project at the Jack Jouett House.  Staff and volunteers from Liberty Hall visited the Jouett House on January 23rd for their annual volunteer appreciation event.  The Jack Jouett House Historic Site will launch the second season of the Jack Jouett Archaeology Project (JJAP) during the week of February 15-21, with excavations dependent upon the weather.  The Jack Jouett House has a facebook page with announcements, photographs, and information about current events at the Jouett House.
Sheriff, Wayne Wright informed the court of plans to update the current alarm system at the courthouse.  The updated system will send a signal to a phone in the Sheriff’s office to allow for faster reaction time.  It will also have wireless transmitters.  The new system will call the Sheriff’s office number and will roll over to central dispatch after 5:00 so that individuals working after hours or on weekends can receive help if a problem should arise.  Asset forfeiture money will be used for the upgrade.

A lively discussion was held about the Emergency Management program.  At the end of the discussion, the committee members of the Woodford Fiscal Court and Midway City Council were in favor of leaving the emergency management agreement as is.  The committee wants to see if the City of Versailles would like to discuss the matter further.  

Squire Gardiner reported on the Personnel Committee meeting that was held on February 3, 2015 at 3:00 p.m.  The committee discussed the issue of having 27 payrolls this year instead of the normal 26.  They are waiting to receive more information before making a recommendation to the court.  The committee has scheduled another meeting for February 18, 2015 at 3:30 to discuss the current drug screening process and more options.
