Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,619,722.21, less the bill lists of $474,776.03 and $8,703.53, less payroll of $237,083.92, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $499,158.73 with approximately $200,000.00 of receipts that are not posted at this time pending approval of the county’s financial report that has been submitted to the state.

Additionally, Treasurer Wilson reported that she has been contacted by another company with a request to settle a delinquent tax matter.  With the recommendation of the Treasurer to the court, permission was requested to allow her the opportunity to settle this delinquent tax issue with this company rather than to proceed with litigation.
