REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – No Treasurers report this meeting. 
Standing Committee Reports:   
Branding Committee - Squire Gill reported that Ken Kerkhoff will be revealing the logo chosen by the committee during the June 25th fiscal court meeting.  Also, the six minute video and two hour documentary will be revealed on August 18th at Falling Springs.  
Citizen’s Participation - none
Department Heads 
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court the new signs designating all buildings in the county are “No CCDW,” as stipulated by the newly adopted law whereby no person is permitted to enter the building(s) carrying a concealed deadly weapon.  
The non-operative air conditioning system in the Courthouse Annex building was addressed by Director Long.  Two bids were received: Disponette Service Company, Inc. quoted $7,041 and Bussell Equipment Service, LLC quoted $8,510.  
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the bid quoted from Disponette Service Company, Inc. for $7,041 for the repair of the air conditioning system in the Courthouse Annex building.

Director Long’s second item was regarding the sealing of blacktop of the driveway of the Senior Citizen’s Building and the blacktop of the driveway leading to the Woodford County Ambulance Building on Beasley Drive.  Two bids were received for both blacktop sealing jobs:  C&R quoted $780 for the Senior Citizen’s Building and $740 for the Ambulance Building; Woodford Sealcoat quoted $673 on the Senior Citizen’s Building and $600 for the Ambulance Building.  
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the bid quoted from Woodford Sealcoat:  $673 on the Senior Citizen’s Building and $600 for the Ambulance Building.

Director Long informed the court of the third item being the Animal Control plexiglass dividers between the outside cages and the inside cages needing to be replaced.  Three bids were received for the ¼ plexiglass: Mason, Inc. quoted $50 a sheet; Ace Hardware quoted $50 a sheet; and Justice Glass quoted $40 a sheet for a total of $640.

3.  A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the bid quoted from Justice Glass for $40 a sheet at a total cost of $640 to replace the plexiglass dividers between the outside animal cages and the inside animal cages at the Animal Control Building.

The fourth item Director Long addressed is in reference to there being a leak in the west end of the Courthouse when the wind blows the rain through the mortar and cracks of the brick of the chimneys.  A bid was received from a company in Lexington, Barnhill Chimney Company:  for sealing the two chimneys on the west end, $1,600 and $800 for the lift; for sealing all four chimneys, $3,200 and $800 for the lift.  

4. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the bid quoted from Barnhill Chimney Company for sealing all four chimneys for $3,200 and $800 for the lift, for a total of $4,000.

Lastly, Director Long informed the court of an apparent leak on the second floor of the courthouse in front of the Planning and Zoning office.  This leak is coming from a 4” pipe that runs through the steel beam that goes across the courthouse.  The contractor that investigated this leak with Director Long will be submitting a full estimate of the cost to repair this leak, and a full report will be forwarded to all members of the court upon receipt.  
Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel stated that she has an employee out on workers’ compensation that has put their work force in a severe shortage.  Permission was requested from Director McDaniel to hire a temporary employee while this employee is off work.

5. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request made by Director McDaniel to hire a temporary employee while an employee is off work due to a surgery.

Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark reported that the Horsey Hundred 2013 Bluegrass Cycling Club stationed their rest stop at the Jack Jouett House on May 25 that brought 766 volunteers and bike riders to the site.  Additionally, the Woodford County Woman’s Club Christmas Home Tour includes the Jack Jouett House as one of the featured sites this Christmas.  In celebration of the 23rd anniversary of Jack Jouett’s ride, a special program for the Patriot Day Celebration will be held June 2nd called, “Heros Who Serve.”  Katherine Meares will be a part of this celebration by sharing her photographs and artifacts from her collection of the World War II and Korean War sacrifices of Woodford County resident, Bill Harris, her father, and Lt. General Phil Harris, her grandfather.
