Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)
Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $3,258,551.67, of the total cash amount, $900,000.00 is invested in certificates of deposit, leaving a money market checking account balance of $2,358,551.67.  (The report did not reflect the bill list for 5/27/08 totaling $68,918.59, payroll of $208,562.69, or the $500,000.00 Falling Springs grant for an adjusted balance of $1,581,070.39.)  

Citizen’s Participation -None
Department Heads
Jouett House – Michael Lynch reported a record one-day-attendance of 432 people this past Saturday when the Jouett House hosted an event for the Bluegrass Cycling Club.
Animal Control – Susan Jones reported that she discussed the issue about the age differences with Dr. Eckhart, which was an issue during the first reading of the ordinance that relates to the vaccination of puppies. Jones stated it was going to be a matter of how we want to determine the age of the puppy based on the teeth.  
Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz presented a brief update on our FEMA declaration by stating the County received their declaration for public assistance, which would benefit the County, the City, and non-profit agencies.  There will be no individual assistance for Millville or Faywood and the Small Business Administration will not be participating either.  Slugantz also reported that he is meeting with FEMA tomorrow morning to start the process to get the County reimbursed for the dumpster and clean-up expense for the City and County.  
Road – Buan Smith reported that he met with County Attorney Alan George last week to review  statutes that specify the County’s responsibility to maintain ditch ways located in a private easement that the County has had no involvement with creating at the inception of a development or subdivision.  Smith stated that none of the statutes specifically direct the County to maintain this classification of ditch ways.  Magistrate Jackie Brown expressed his desire to inspect the property that Smith had referenced before making a decision on how to proceed with maintaining these ditch ways.  Judge Coyle directed Smith to contact all the magistrates that have received complaints in their district related to this type of drainage issue and set a time when they as a group, including Judge Coyle, can inspect these ditch ways and properties.  It was decided that no action be taken on this issue until inspections are made and the court convenes on the second meeting in June.  
Jailer – Gary Gilkison was asked by Magistrate Gerald Dotson the average count of Class D Felons he housed at the jail.  Gilkison stated that he has the capacity for 42 restricted custody prisoners and that he receives $30.94/per day ($1.91 of which is for medical).  Presently he has 25 federal prisoners housed at the jail and receiving $36.00 per day.  Magistrate Steve Barnett asked Gilkison if he is satisfied with the new medical service that was recently implemented at the jail; his reply was that he is satisfied and feels that by the court making the decision to use this service (CorrectCare Integrated Health), it has taken a portion of liability off the jail.  
Recycling – Wade Johnson reported that he has not received a response from the City of Midway regarding their Interlocal Agreement on recycling.  Magistrate Larry Craig agreed to contact Mayor Bozarth to discuss the City of Midway’s intentions and report back to Johnson.
In reference to the surplus auction, Johnson stated that he would have a list of the surplus items from each department at the June 24, 2008 Fiscal Court meeting.  Johnson stated the loader that was recently replaced is extremely used and dated and has had major motor issues over the past few years.  He stated that if it is on the surplus list, they probably would not get much of a bid due to the amount of work that needs to be done on the motor.  Johnson felt the option of scrapping this old loader out to a scrap dealer seemed to be the next best option rather than taking the risk of receiving a bid from someone for almost nothing; he will still place it on the surplus list, but it may not be in the auction.
Ambulance – Hunter Shewmaker gave an update on the progress of the new ambulance by stating that he was recently informed that the chassis has been built and it  is having the air horns, alternator and air conditioner put on now.

Old Business
Nonesuch Homemakers Club  - Geri Isaacs, on behalf of Nonesuch Homemakers Club, presented evidence of support and reported the progress made since the original presentation before the Fiscal Court regarding their request for a community park in Nonesuch.  Isaacs stated that a mass letter was mailed to 246 residents in South Woodford County to which she received 30 responses.  These responses were in the form of monetary and in-kind pledges in the amount of $41,270.00, with $33,700.00 being monetary and $7,500.00 being in-kind pledges.  They want to construct this community project in much the same way Habitat would hand handle constructing a house with people in the community helping to erect this park.  They would like to have a playground, paved biking and walking paths, open playing field, covered picnic area, all located in a central location with approximately 5 to 10 acres.  County Attorney Alan George advised Isaacs to (1) present more specific information to the court by identifying a parcel of land; (2) continue to build up funds by encouraging people to pay their pledged amount and place these funds in a subaccount of the Woodford Parks Foundation, which is a 501(c)(3), that would provide a tax write-off; and (3) to contact himself or Judge/Executive Coyle to find out when the next formal meeting of the Woodford Parks Foundation will be held so she can attend and make her request to have a separate account for these donations opened and gain any pertinent information in reference to a 501(c)(3). Without reflecting the increase of $5,000.00, the total amount of $16,886,397.84 for the 2008-2009 Woodford County Budget was approved.  (Attachment)
New Business

Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion for the First Reading of a Zoning Map Amendment- Jim Plemmons property, Watts Ferry Road.
12. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Ellen Gormley that the Fiscal Court override the recommendation of the Planning Commission and deny this zone change for the Jim Plemmons property.  This motion is based upon the summary of evidence and findings and conclusions submitted to the Planning Commission by Attorney Gay Elste on behalf of Eddie Knight and the John Darsie family, as follows:
a. Ms. Elste testified that the proposed development as reflected on the Preliminary/Final Development plan did not respect the existing tree stand along the Knight/Shotwell property line, proposing to utilize the 50 foot rear yard as the utility easement, thus subjecting the tree stand to destruction.

b. Ms. Elste testified that Mr. Knight would not grant a water line easement to Mr. Plemmons to bring public water to the subject property, thus necessitating the placement of the water line in the public right of way, subjecting Millville Community to disruption during this construction and leading to destruction of the trees along the frontage of the subject property.

c. Ms. Elste testified that the requested zoning classification does not conform with the 2005 Comprehensive Plan Update, specifically reciting disagreement with the Plan as follows:

1. The requested rezoning and preliminary/final plan conflict with Guideline 3 of the Small Community Guidelines which calls for compact development complementing the existing settlement.  The proposed large lots with homes unseen from the roadway would be contrary to the existing settlement or development pattern of Millville.  The proposed development contains no plan to preserve existing tree stands along adjoining property lines.

2. The requested rezoning and preliminary/final plan conflict with Guideline 4 of the small Community Guidelines which require conservation of existing topography, long vistas and environmental features.

3. The existing farm property has been and can continue to be utilized for agriculture and agriculture-related purposes consistent with Guideline 5.

4. The Tourism Goal (WR1) would not be enhanced by the proposed rezoning/development, which goal requires encouragement and promotion of conservation and protection of unique natural resources and special areas, including scenic, geological, and biological sites.  The subject property is near the existing Clifton-McCracken Pike National Register District.  The subject property is across McCracken Pike from the Equine Preserve Land Use area.  The subject property is located between historic Woodford Reserve Distillery and Buckley Wildlife Sanctuary.  Watts Ferry Road is a curvy scenic by-way utilized by bicyclist, motorcyclist, horseback riders and tourists.

5. The People Jobs Housing (PJH) 2 Goal – Tourism – views tourism, and in particular, agricultural based tourism as a segment of the local economy that can be “grown” and approval of the rezoning/development would be contrary to the Goal.

6. The General Land/Development Objective 2 is to protect recreational, tourist and unique natural areas and cultural attractions by controlling any development that might harm the surrounding environment of such attractions, and the proposed rezoning/development would be detrimental to that Objective.

7. Objective 1 of Goal 9 of that Land Use/Community Facilities and Services is to provide sufficient agricultural land so as to protect the County’s agricultural economic base and productivity potential, and the subject property is desirable and useable for agricultural purposes.

8. Objective 6 of Goal 9 of the Land Use/Community Facilities and Services is to support Woodford County farm owners and operators with their efforts to continue viable agricultural activities, and the subject property is being actively utilized for agricultural purposes.

9. The Natural Resource Conservation Goal Woodford Resources 1 is to encourage and promote the conservation and protection of Woodford County’s unique natural resources and “special areas” such as unique agricultural, scenic, cultural, archeological, geological, and biological sites, page 5 Comprehensive Plan.  Objective 1 calls for identification and protection of sensitive natural resource sites and unique special areas from the effects of incompatible development.  According to Figure 45, page 190, Known Sinkhole Sites, the subject property is part of and immediately adjacent to known sinkhole sites.  According to Figure 46, page 192 – Soils, the subject property is “Very Limited from Drainage, Septic Systems, Residential Dwellings.”  According to Figure 47, page 194, the subject property is within an area of “Moderate and Steep Sloping (Greater than 12 percent)” land.  Development of the subject property is contrary to Natural Resource Conservation Goal, Woodford Resources 1.

10. Page 196 of the Comprehensive Plan recommends preserving natural habitats, and the subject property is home to wild turkeys and deer.  The proposed rezoning/development would be destructive to the natural habitat.

11. Page 207 of the Comprehensive Plan, Glenn’s Creek Watershed, reflects concern about the 600 plus persons already living in the watershed without the benefit of public sewer systems.  “The terrain is moderately undulating and has a high potential for sinkholes.  This combination of physical characteristics and the number of potential septic systems in the watershed is not a good combination for maintaining a high level of groundwater or surface water quality.”  (Emphasis added)  Rezoning and development of the subject property would be contrary to protection of the Glenn’s Creek Watershed.

12. The Blue Line Creek on the subject property is fed by year round springs from the Darsie property, the Plemmons property on both sides of Watts Ferry Road and by the multiple springs on the subject property.  Rezoning and development would negatively impact the existing Blue Line Creek which  feeds directly into Glenn’s Creek, by promoting runoff and the removal of existing tree stands.

d. Evidence was presented by Ms. Elste that there are currently at least 19 available country parcels, ranging in size from 2.4 to 13.7 acres in Woodford County, advertised for sale in the local newspaper, The Woodford Sun, demonstrating that there is no compelling need to rezone the subject property into country lots.

The overwhelming evidence is that although the subject property lies within the designated Millville Small Community District, this particular property is inappropriate to be rezoned as Small Community, A-4.

Magistrates

Larry Craig –  asked Magistrate Geoffrey Reid if he planned to give his cost of living adjustment back since he made the motion to rescind the cost of living adjustment awarded to the magistrates.  Magistrate Jackie Brown explained that neither he or Magistrate Reid would be declining to accept this cost of living adjustment because taxes and social security would have to be paid whether the adjustment was accepted or not.  Magistrate Reid stated that if all magistrates declined to accept the adjustment, there would not be any taxes or social security due.
County Attorney Alan George clarified for the sake of misrepresentation to the public that:

· magistrates, like other county officials, do not get raises.  Their salaries are actually set prior to the beginning of their next term and their salary cannot be adjusted during their term of office;

· that County officials are entitled to a cost of living adjustment on a yearly basis, if they so elect to accept that adjustment; and
· because the motion brought by Magistrate Reid was defeated, the magistrates will be receiving a cost of living adjustment.  
Jackie Brown  - was asked by Ms. Alma Cabral on Oregon Road to thank the Sheriff’s office for their prompt response to her call that related to somebody dumping trash in the County.
Judge/Executive John Coyle 
Judge/Executive Coyle asked the court to accept the 2008-2009 Special Budgets into the record of the Woodford County Fire Protection District, the Woodford County Library District, the Woodford County Conservation District, and the Woodford County Health Department.
15. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to accept the Special Budgets of the Woodford County Fire Protection District, the Woodford County Library District, the Woodford County Conservation District, and the Woodford County Health Department for fiscal year 2008-2009.
Judge/Executive Coyle conveyed the request of the precinct workers to receive the increase on their daily rate of pay in the amount of $200.00/day.
16. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve payment to the precinct workers for their work performed at the polls during the May election at the daily rate of $200.00.  Payment is to be made to these precinct workers at the earliest date possible, but before the next court meeting.
Judge/Executive Coyle addressed the landscape issue at the Woodford County Senior Citizen and Adult Day Care Center.  Per letter from Patricia Wilson, Planning Director of the Versailles-Midway-Woodford County Planning and Zoning Commission, she and Patti Meads made an inspection of the landscaping at this site.  Wilson’s letter provided a list of plants that need to be replaced or planted per the landscape design and recommended that once Mr. Mims replaces or plants all of the plants on the landscape design list, to allow them to re-inspect these new plantings.  If all the plantings are found to be in acceptable condition, then disperse the remaining 10% of payment the Fiscal Court has held since last spring.  Magistrate Larry Craig suggested to wait until after summer to have Mr. Mims replace or plant these plantings.
