APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of August 13, 2013 and the minutes of the Special Meeting of August 20, 2013.  Hearing none, both sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – In Treasurer Wilson’s absence, Janet Baugh, Financial Officer, reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,342,154.52, less the bill list of $37,452.78, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,663,146.40. 

Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker requested the court grant permission to surplus an Epson Workforce Printer- SN# LHMY217822, an Epson Workforce Printer- SN# LHMY217814, and a SAVN 9035DL Copier- SN# 7020093, all of which are non-operational office equipment.

1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to grant permission to surplus the non-operational office equipment used by the Ambulance Department that is listed above.

Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court of the progress made with contracting the work to be performed on the facade on the courthouse.  The contractor, Clear Creek Designs of 2224 Clear Creek Road, Nicholasville, Kentucky, submitted an agreement stipulating the services to be provided for the contract price of $7,750 is to be paid upon the completion of the project.  This contractor will be replacing the current architectural ornament on the Woodford County Courthouse with a new 3-D relief Kentucky seal emblem.  This new design will be a circle of 6.5 feet in diameter and the Kentucky seal emblem will be placed in the triangle on the front of the courthouse.  The contract states the Kentucky seal emblem would be the same color as the triangle on the front of the courthouse.  Judge/Executive Coyle suggested this project should be researched further for the possibility of having the actual emblem a contrasting color so it would be noticeable within the triangle.  Director Long will report back to the court with color options and the additional price this variation would cost the court.   
Recycling Center Director, Sherri McDaniel reported to the court about the River Sweep event held on July 20th at the Clifton Boat ramp; 2,500 pounds of trash were collected and 37 volunteers worked to make this clean-up event possible.  The upcoming event is the Household Hazard Waste that is scheduled for October 19th.  
Additionally, Director McDaniel requested permission from the court for Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the agreement and application for the 2014 Illegal Open Dump Remediation Grant Program that is effective January 1, 2014 through February 28, 2015.  This year Hanley Lane is eligible for a clean-up, and Director McDaniel has arranged the pre-inspection from the Division of Waste Management.  
2. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Gary Finnell to grant permission for Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the agreement and application for the 2014 Illegal Open Dump Remediation Grant Program that is effective January 1, 2014 through February 28, 2015.  (Attachment)

Director McDaniel distributed a proposal for a change of operation to all members of the court that explored three options for recycling: (1) continuing with blue bags; (2) bulk recycling; and (3) franchise single-stream operation.  The method of franchise single-stream operation was recommended to the court and entails the following changes in the current recycling operation:
· Rumpke will direct haul county recycling to the Lexington Recycling Center.  Rumpke will provide an 18 gallon bin for recycling at no charge or the customer can request a 65 gallon recycling can at $3.25 per month.  Also, loose recycling will be taken in a customer’s can if it is marked “recycling.”  If approved by the fiscal court, this change of operation can be implemented through an amendment to the current contract with Rumpke;
· It would be necessary to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Lexington Recycling Center to provide the processing and sale of recyclables, which would include glass.  There would be no increase in customer monthly fees for this change of service; 

· Recycling drop-offs and route pickups (except cardboard) would be compacted and hauled to the Lexington Recycling Center through M&M Sanitation at a rate of $125 per haul to LFUCG.  This change of operation can be implemented through an amendment to the current contract with M&M Sanitation if approved by the fiscal court; and

· The City of Versailles will work with Legacy Carting to continue curbside recycling to city residents. 
3. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Gerald Dotson to grant permission for Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the Amendment to Contract between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and Rumpke of Kentucky, Inc. with an effective date of December 1, 2013. (Attachment)

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court of the successful results of the two Homeland Security grants the court gave him permission to apply for recently.  Both grants were awarded to Woodford County; a new rescue recovery boat was funded with these grant proceeds in addition to a storm response trailer labeled “Bluegrass Emergency Response Team.”
Animal Control Officer, Susan Jones requested approval to purchase a 2002 Chevrolet Blazer, 4-wheel drive for $1,200, from state vehicle surplus to replace the department’s vehicle that is unsafe to drive and is now parked.  
6. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request made by Animal Control Director, Susan Jones, to purchase a 2002 Chevrolet Blazer, 4-wheel drive for $1,200, from state vehicle surplus.

Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark expressed appreciation to a member of the Woodford County Heritage Committee, Bob Kelly, for arranging the assistance of Dr. William Fountain, an arborist from University of Kentucky, who assessed the native species that are on site and to recommend additional species to be purchased with the grant funds received from the Conservation District.    
EDA Chairman, John Soper informed the court of the EDA’s approval of the proposed waterline easement with Kentucky American and the City of Midway and asked the court if they knew of any reason the EDA should not proceed with plans. The court voiced no opposition to this proposed waterline easement.  A meeting is scheduled tomorrow with the developer of Midway Station, Dennis Anderson of Anderson Communities, Inc., to further discuss the option that is expiring in December.  Chairman Soper hopes to come back with a resolution on that in the near future.  
Parks and Recreation Director, Rich Pictor came before the court due to cash flow issues that is a result of the repairs made on the air conditioning system in the amount of $65,000, the four pool leaks that had to be paid out in order to open the pool for several seasons, and other things that have happened which has depleted the reserve and made it difficult during the slow months of August and September.  Director Pictor did not request the Parks and Recreation fund allocation to be increased, but to receive their September check earlier so the third payroll of August can be made.  
7. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request made by Parks and Recreation Director, Rich Pictor, for the department to receive their September allocation early.
