REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) - Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today and explained the bill list had been subtracted from the report.  The total cash amount is $2,764,004.31, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, less the $500,000.00 Falling Springs Grant, and payroll of $200,640.90, which leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,663,363.41.  
Citizen’s Participation 
Tami Vater, Executive Director of the Chamber of Commerce stated that she recently spoke with County Attorney Alan George, City Attorney for Midway, Phil Maloney, and City Attorney for Versailles, Bill Moore, about the Interlocal Agreement for the Tourism/Main Street Director for the City of Midway, City of Versailles, and Woodford County that will be presented in their upcoming council and fiscal court meeting.  Vater reported that upon approval of the Interlocal Agreement, applicants will be interviewed for consideration to fill this position.  Additionally, Vater also stated that the Chamber Auction is coming up, and they are working on their website in preparation for this event.  
Department Heads

Maintenance Director, David Long reported that the nineteen 1242 voting machines that have been moved into the Community Room in the basement are taking space needed to accommodate county employees for the Christmas Pot Luck Dinner scheduled for Thursday, December 11th.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that a recycling company has been contacted in regard to purchasing these voting machines, and approval is needed to confirm the purchase price this company is to pay the county and date to take all nineteen away.
