Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash balance of $2,235,659.06 with $400,000.00 invested in certificates of deposit and a  money market checking account balance of $1,835,659.06 for the fiscal year to date 11/9/2007. (The report did not reflect the two bill lists for the October 23, 2007 Fiscal Court meeting and the November 14, 2007 payroll for an adjusted money market checking account balance $1,193,831.10)

Wilson passed out the Woodford County Solid Waste accounts receivable reports for October and November 2007.

Citizen’s Participation

Betty Allison, a former Administrative Assistant to four County Judge/Executives for over twenty years, read a letter stating her concern of a comment that was made at a previous Fiscal Court meeting “that an Administrative Assistant attending court did nothing”.  She stated that “this really offended me.” Allison stated that she frequently attended the Court meetings when she was an administrative assistant, and the reasons that it was helpful for her to attend the Court meetings. Allison thanked the Court for letting her express her opinion on the matter. (Attachment)
Department Heads
Parks and Recreation – Richard Pictor
Richard Pictor, Director of the Parks and Recreation Department, requested that the Court approve a Resolution to make a pre-application to the Department of Local Government for assistance under the Get Healthy Kentucky Grant Program. The grant would be used to improve and enhance the County Park cross country trail system with an addition of a new starting area pavilion, new bridge over the creek and the creation of course signage. The improved system would enable more citizens to stay active and healthy by utilizing the trail system.  The grant program is limited to a maximum of $20,000 with a 40% match which will come from the Parks and Recreation budget.

A motion was made by Ellen Gormley and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve the request from Director Richard Pictor to approve a Resolution to apply for a grant under the Get Healthy Kentucky Grant Program limited to a maximum of $20,000, which will be used for improving the County Park cross country trail system enabling more citizens to stay active and healthy.

County Attorney Alan George recalled the discussion with regard to the confusion in Russelltown Park.  Judge Coyle had a discussion with Mayor Siegelman to see whether the City may have some interest in attempting to negotiate with Mr. Maxberry about the acquisition of the property. Mr. Maxberry communicated with the Judge that he was not interested in negotiating with the City, so the swing set will have to be moved off his property based on the boundary lines, and a fence will have to be erected to divide his line and the park line.  The County will have to pay half the cost of the fence. The Court asked Richard Pictor to look into moving the swing set in Russelltown Park that encroaches the property of Mr. Maxberry. 

Police – Chief Johnny Wilhoit – No report or questions from the Court.
Sheriff  - Wayne Wright
Sheriff Wright reported that the proposed 2008 Sheriff budget was delivered to the Court.

Wright also stated that the Sheriff’s office has been receiving some complaints about roofing companies in the area doing business in the County due to hail damage. The companies are asking the property owners for a deposit and then they don’t come back and do the work. Wright cautioned everyone not to pay up front. Wright asked Treasurer Wilson for a list of roofing companies registered to do business in Woodford County. Staples stated that he would like to see the County restructure the current County License Fee Ordinance to have more teeth in it, which would enable the Sheriff and Police Department some leverage to deal with the businesses that don’t have licenses to do work in the County. County Attorney George said that the County will be redoing the ordinance to comply with the KRS by the first of the year, and he and the treasurer will look into it.
Jack Jouett House – Michael Lynch  –  No report or questions from the Court.

Animal Control – Susan Jones  –  No report or questions from the Court.
Emergency Management and Safety Program – Keith Slugantz

Safety Director Slugantz reported on the safety concerns at the Woodford County Fair.  The Safety Committee made recommendations for the Fair Board to improve the way they handle the motor vehicle sports and to look at their level of insurance.  Slugantz stated that the Fair Board has adopted a mission statement and formed a safety committee.  Fair Board President Mark Lancaster attended the meeting, and passed out a drawing that was the proposal for the changes that would take place to make the Demolition Derby safer.  Slugantz said that he was satisfied with the plan.  He told the Court that the Board has increased the liability insurance from one million to five million dollars.  Ten million would be cost prohibitive to the Fair Board’s budget.  Judge Coyle said that this was a huge step in the right direction.

A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve the Fair Board safety plan that was submitted to the Court by Mark Lancaster, approve increasing the Fair Board’s amount of liability insurance from one to five million dollars, and approve having the County Safety Director be the agent to make sure that the safety improvements are made before the Fair Board has another event. (Attachment)

The New Business agenda item Proposal for the Woodford County Safety Committee Hearing Conservation Program was discussed by the Court.  Slugantz said that the program meets the OSHA requirements.  The program would protect the hearing of all employees that may be subject to an 85 decimal sound level. The affected employees would take a baseline hearing test at the Bluegrass Community Hospital.  It would initially cost the County $1,300.00 to get the program in place. The Court asked Director Slugantz to research the cost of a machine, so that the testing could be possibly done by the County, and also find out if there is something that could be used by the Health Department to do a printout on their machine.
Road – Buan Smith

The New Business agenda item Request to Accept Cedar Grove Lane into the County Road System was discussed by the Court. A letter of request from Anthony L. Barrett was sent to Judge Coyle.  (Attachment) Road Engineer Smith said that he had been doing some research on the road and had not found any reference to maintenance of the road in the county records or to being adopted as a County road. Larry Craig asked County Attorney George if the County took the action to adopt the Road into the Road System, could the P & Z Commission use that as a finding of fact to justify a restaurant and another gas station.  County Attorney George said that if the County adopted the road, then the Court would have blessed it for County maintenance for whatever future purposes it might serve. Judge Coyle said that he received an email from Steve Tracy that the road is not in the 911 data base and recommended changing the name if the road is adopted into the road system.  Anthony L. Barrett attended the meeting and answered questions about his request for the County to adopt the road. His biggest concern was the liability that he may have for everyone that uses the road for their access. No action was taken by the Court, and the agenda item was postponed until the next meeting 
Recycling – Wade Johnson

Johnson reported that the Inter-local Cooperation Agreements for Recycling in the City of Versailles and in the City of Midway will be expiring on December 31, 2007.  Johnson proposed changing the agreement with the City of Versailles to subject the City employees that drive County trucks to the same drug testing as the County employees. Also, Johnson stated that under the current agreement with the City of Midway, the County provides all the vehicles and employees, and Midway pays the County $10,000.00 per year.  The agreement was made five years ago, and the costs have gone up.  Johnson asked whether the Court wanted to leave the cost the same or raise the fee commensurately with what the County’s cost have gone up.

A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve renewing the Inter-local Cooperation Agreement with the City of Versailles, Kentucky for Recycling with the one change to include subjecting the City of Versailles employees that drive the County trucks to the same drug testing program as the County employees. The motion also included approving renewing the Inter-local Cooperation Agreement with the City of Midway and increase the annual fee amount by $5,000.00, since the County’s costs have increased. The two agreements will be effective January 1, 2008.

Staples said that after he discusses the items with Humphreys, he will make a presentation to the Court.

Personnel Administrator Natasha Humphreys reported that the tax administrator position will become vacant on November 30, 2007, and that she got approval from six magistrates to post the position internally.  One employee applied for the job and was interviewed.  Humphreys said that Judge Coyle expressed interest in posting the job externally to make it available to the public. The County policy on announcing positions was discussed by the Court.
11.
A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Charles "Bones" Webber to approve amending the Personnel Policy Employment Process – Announcement of positions.  The amended policy is as follows: “When there is a job vacancy, the announcement for the position should first be posted internally within the County government for five (5) business days. If an individual applies for the position within the five day time period, meets the qualifications of the job description, and successfully completes the interview process, the individual should be offered the job.”  

STAPLES WITHDREW THE MOTION  
The Court discussed the salary for the Tax Administrator job. Judge Coyle told the Court that since January, the County has hired employees and that each time a new employee was hired the Court used the previous policy that is in place for each job and description of that job. Each employee was run through the formula and the Court came up with a salary for that position. The policy and procedure in place was followed for every hire except the two that the Judge made in his office, which were the administrative assistant and the new finance officer. He said that it was not right or fair that the Court has not used and applied the formula to his two employees.

Staples stated that he has serious problems with what we are doing now.  However, the Treasurer needs someone right now for the job and that he would go along with that. Staples said that we need to change some things and that we want to be financially responsible. Humphreys told the Court that the Tax Administrator’s salary was based on the old salary schedule.

Communications
Magistrates
Ellen Gormley addressed the letter that Betty Allison read to the Court under Citizens Communication. She said that, unfortunately, Allison was not here when Gormley made the comment about Judge Coyle quickly dismissing the department heads and said that if they stayed longer they were on their own time. Gormley stated that she stood behind what she said initially and that it is a misuse of tax money.  Judge Coyle stated that he was dismissing the Department Heads, and he thought it was at the Court’s direction to dismiss them when they were done.
County Attorney – Alan George

George reported on EDA developments with regard to the Midway Station property. Judge Coyle and he met with the current EDA chairman Mr. Duckworth, their attorney Mr. Rouse, Mr. Moraja, Mayor Bozarth, Midway City Attorney Phil Maloney to discuss the proposal with Mr. Anderson, the prospective purchaser and developer. What they learned was that in the negotiations with Mr. Anderson that by the previous EDA administration, representations had been made that the County Government and the City of Midway would guarantee Mr. Anderson’s loans and assume one percent of his interest costs.  The Court had not approved that. George indicated that at all those meetings it was his understanding that the Court had not approved that in advance, and he had some problems legally whether a county government could or should assist a private developer in profiting from his development. The EDA finally got the message, and United Bank President Paul Edwards finally made it clear that Mr. Anderson needs to attempt to procure his own personal financing, and the banks will talk to him about that. George assured the Court that they are not responsible for the financing. They had to reschedule the public hearing on the proposed zone change because they want to have these discussions with Mr. Anderson about his financing before it gets to that point. Then it will have to go to the Midway City Council.  Midway and the Court are due for a note payment of the three plus percent in December that the EDA has committed to pay.  One of the two interest amounts is in the budget in this fiscal year. If there is a lawsuit challenge, it is held up or Mr. Anderson backs out, and if Midway pays, then the Court is obligated to pay the interest on June 30, 2008.  The Court did not authorize any funding assistance for Mr. Anderson.
