APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of July 14, 2015.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 7/24/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $1,658,761.40, less a bill list of $431,629.14, less a certificate of deposit of $431,014.24, less payroll of $209,312.38, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $586,805.64. 
Maintenance Superintendent, David Long informed the court that two of the weathered rocking chairs on the front porch of the courthouse have been painted white and he asked the court to look at those chairs and determine if they would like him to paint the remaining four chairs at an approximate cost of $340.    
Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel reported to the court that the Waste Tire Collection Agreement has been signed off on by County Attorney Alan George and Judge/Executive Coyle.  The Waste Tire Collection will occur on September 17, 18, and 19th at the state highway garage on Crossfield Drive.  
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark reported that Revolutionary Kids Day on July 18th at the Jack Jouett House was a success.  The event had 226 attendees plus 77 workers, of which 64 were volunteers.  Other activities and events coming up at the Jack Jouett House include artifact processing labs scheduled for the next 5 or 6 Saturdays from 10:00 am until 3:00 pm at the visitor center and Matthew Harris Jouett Day: Visions of America on August 2nd from 2:00 pm until 3:30 p.m.  Art Museum Educator Deborah Borrowdale-Cox will discuss how historic events shape our sense of ourselves and how art defines our history, by examining paintings and sculpture that present iconic versions of our past. 

Sheriff, Wayne Wright asked permission to have Judge/Executive Coyle sign the paperwork to request a static display item to be placed at Veteran Memorial Field.  The M109 Howitzer has been used and deployed in Afghanistan and Iraq missions and would be on display at Veteran Memorial Field which would be re-dedicated to Woodford County veterans for their continued service.

a.  The job description for the Woodford County Road Department – recommend changing the title to Road Supervisor instead of Road Foreman,  adding “or GED” to the education requirements, and changing the license requirement to a Class B.
