Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $2,307,986.20 and of that amount, $900,000.00 is invested in certificates of deposit, leaving a money market checking account balance of $1,407,986.20.  (The report did not reflect the bill list for 3/11/08 totaling $95,824.98 for an adjusted balance of $1,312,161.22.)  

For a second item of business, Treasurer Wilson reported a request made by a large manufacturer in Woodford County that has recently filed Chapter 11 in the United States Bankruptcy Court, Eastern District of Kentucky.  This company paid their payroll taxes timely, but because the bankruptcy court put stop payments on their checks, they were re-issued late.  This company has requested, since this is an incident that was out of their control, that the penalties imposed on their payroll taxes be forgiven. 
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request of this manufacturing company in Woodford County to forgive the penalties imposed on payroll taxes paid late.

Stewart Goodpaster, State Highway Department, District 7, along with Randy Turner, appeared before the Fiscal Court to present the State’s 2008-2009 Rural Secondary Program, which recommends how the tentative allotment for fiscal year 2008-2009 in the amount of $592,084.00 will be allocated.  (Attachment)  Mr. Goodpaster presented the 2008 Woodford County map to Judge John Coyle and explained to the court the yellow color coding of the map indicates the rural secondary roads.  The Rural Secondary Program is funded by 22.2% of the gas tax, which is used for the maintenance, repair, and improvements to these rural secondary roads.  Mr. Goodpaster’s annual recommendation estimates that approximately $592,000.00 will be eligible for Woodford County this year by means of the Rural Secondary Program.  Although the district’s first priority is everyday maintenance such as road striping, snow removal, cutting brush, the anticipated funds for 2008-2009 were appropriated by maintenance and traffic for $320,400.00; County Judge Executive for $3,862.00; and the balance for upcoming projects such as KY 1685 (Woodlake Road) for $131,000.00; KY 1681 (Duncan Road) for $108,000.00, and KY 1659 (McCracken Road) for $192,000.00.
2. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the 2008-2009 proposal of the State Highway Department, District 7, Rural Secondary Program, which recommends the tentative allotment for fiscal year 2008-2009 in the amount of $592,084.00.

Citizen’s Participation
Dan Brenyo, an aid in Senator Carroll’s office, appeared before the Fiscal Court to respond to a  question posed by County Attorney Alan George about the striping on Lexington Road.  Brenyo reported that the reason the left straight lane was taken away on Lexington Road was because the Department of Transportation deemed the traffic pattern was not flowing in an efficient rate with the new striping down the road.  One of the things they look at is how the traffic pattern and accident ratio is presently compared to the traffic flow and accident ratio is at the present time. When he was asked why the lanes were changed initially on Lexington  Road, Brenyo answered by stating this change of lanes was due to a study that was performed for safety reasons for traffic patterns.  Magistrate Steve Barnett expressed his concern about the confusion caused over whether that middle lane is a turn lane; there is only one arrow close to the intersection of the bypass and Lexington Road.  From that point, there are no signs to indicate whether or not this is a left turning lane with traffic going both directions.  Brenyo stated this particular issue is one of the items that was discussed with Senator Carroll and that it is still in discussion.
Department Heads
Maintenance – David Long reported that the fire alarm system is no longer working in the courthouse, and due to the age of the existing system, there are no parts available to repair the control panel.  Long presented three different estimates to the court for review, and the bid that was approved is from Allied Communications, Inc. in the amount of $1,460.30.  (Attachment) This alarm system has a dialer that automatically calls the City Police Department, and there are no monthly fees included with this system.

Road – Buan Smith – Smith reminded the Court of their discussion to cash the certificates of deposit for Units 6A and 6B of Hunter’s Ridge Subdivision and use the monies to finish the work of Barlow Homes.  During a meeting that Smith had with counsel for Barlow Homes, the issue of inefficient draining that occurs on Regent Road toward the retention basin was discussed.  Barlow Homes responded with a letter stating they have surveyed and need more time before the court takes any action.  (Attachment)  They have also requested a written statement that specifies exactly what needs to be done in order for their certificates of deposit to be released, and subsequent to receiving this statement, they want thirty (30) days to finalize the requests in the statement.  
The second item of business Smith had to report was a collapsed portion of a bridge on McCracken Pike that goes over to Millville Road.  This was caused by an overloaded truck that exceeded the weight limit of the bridge.  Smith stated that he had patched this bridge with steel plates to keep it open for now, but that he wanted to inform the Court that within the next year the deck of this bridge would need to be rebuilt.

(Attachment) 
The board of directors of the Bluegrass Railroad Museum received approval from the Fiscal Court to sponsor their full application for a $1.2 million Transportation Enhancement (TE) grant proposal for project, Bluegrass Railroad Back to the River.  The “intent to apply” approved by the Fiscal Court in January of 2008 was accepted by the Transportation Cabinet and resulted in an invitation to submit a full proposal by March 20, 2008.  Subsequent to acceptance, John Penfield, Executive Director of Bluegrass Railroad Museum, stated the Grant Request needed to be fully executed by Judge/Executive John Coyle on behalf of the Woodford County Fiscal Court. Magistrate Ellen Gormley stated she had received several calls related to the close of the courthouse this past Friday.  Gormley directed a question to Judge/Executive Coyle as to what criteria had to be met to dismiss employees from the courthouse and the county department offices. Judge/Executive Coyle responded by saying that he received the required six (6) votes from the Magistrates to close the courthouse and the county department offices.  Magistrate Gerald Dotson asked how the issue of time is handled in the event of closing due to bad weather conditions.  Judge/Executive Coyle responded by saying the employees are paid on, and this is handled by the department heads.  
Magistrate Gerald Dotson reported that he had attended a conservation meeting last week, and the issue of the county going green was addressed.  Dotson recommended forming a committee that he agreed to chair; volunteers for this committee are Ellen Gormley and Larry Craig.  The tentative plan Dotson discussed is to form a projection over a period of two or three months to calculate the savings.  In doing that, this committee plans to meet with each building person and get estimates for items that can be more conservative and create a savings through Maintenance Director, David Long.
