REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) - Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $1,619,741.31, minus the $400,000.00 that is invested in a certificate of deposit, the bill list of $506,967.65, the $500,000.00 Falling Springs Grant, the payroll that had to be transferred out today of $200,121.50, and add the deposits that were received yesterday and today from payroll taxes of $355,258.26.  This leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $367,910.42. 
Treasurer Wilson addressed the letter from the Transportation Cabinet dated October 21, 2008 as notification the Transportation Enhancement (TE) funds for the Bluegrass Railroad Back to the River Project had received a commitment to allocate $960,000.00 in federal TE funds for this project.  Treasurer Wilson announced that all award recipients are required to attend an implementation workshop prior to the execution of the contract, which she has made arrangements to attend.   (Attachment)
For the last item, Treasurer Wilson requested approval to pay an additional bill that is due before the next court meeting.

Citizen’s Participation 
Tom Bozarth, Mayor of the City of Midway, reported that the City Council of Midway is in of favor funding the Main Street Manager position as set out in the Interlocal Agreement.  However, in the event a lawsuit is filed in opposition of the zone change at Midway Station, in lieu of funding the position of Main Street Manager as stipulated in the Interlocal Agreement, they may have to take care of themselves and defend the City of Midway.  Mayor Bozarth made his closing by stating that if there is no lawsuit filed by October 29, 2008, the City of Midway would fund the Main Street Manager position as proposed in the Interlocal Agreement.
Malcolm Endicott, a citizen of Midway and member of the Economic Development Authority, reported that they have written information stating the formal group that had previously opposed the Midway Station zone change was not going to challenge this zone change in court.  However, another group has surfaced, and at this time, their plans are unknown.  
Dan Brenyo, interim Executive Director of the Chamber of Commerce, had several items to announce:  

· The Chamber of Commerce’s invitation to the court to attend the Thursday Evenings after Hours event at 5:30 p.m. at KCTCS.  The format of the ChamberLink will be presented by a member of the Richmond Chamber of Commerce to demonstrate the potential for local businesses, how this program will work for governmental purposes with the Chamber, and all the opportunities this program will present to the community.  
· A reception and presentation entitled “Alltech on the Road” presented by Dr. Pearse Lyons, President of Alltech, which is scheduled for Tuesday, November 11, 2008 at 5:30 – 7:00 p.m. at the KCTCS System Office, Room 102, 300 North Main Street, Versailles, Kentucky.
· Tami Vater, the Chamber of Commerce’s newly hired Executive Director, was presented to the court with the introduction of having an extensive background in economic development with the Chamber and tourism.  
Dan Peterson, resident of Lakewood Subdivision on Carpenter Pike, reported to the court that due to a sharp right-hand curve on Carpenter Pike, there is a safety hazard for not only the children that are in that curve waiting for the school bus on dark mornings, but also to people traveling down Carpenter Pike.  Peterson’s request was for the county to install a security light on the existing utility pole that is at the entrance of Lakewood Subdivision.  Judge/Executive Coyle recommended that Buan Smith, County Road Engineer, Squire Brown, and himself preview this area of Carpenter Pike and report back to the court with a recommendation as to what can be done to enhance the safety on this road.  
Cindy Trautwein, previous postal service employee of the City of Midway, appeared before the court to request the penalty she incurred be waived for not paying her occupational taxes while employed in Woodford County.  Treasurer Wilson waived the interest accumulated for the delinquent taxes, but advised this taxpayer she would have to receive permission from the court to waive the penalty.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that hearing no motion, no action was taken by the court, and further, the penalty assessed is owed to Woodford County.  
Department Heads

Maintenance Director, David Long reported that he had contacted the Project Manager in charge of the Senior Citizens’ Center, Joe Vecsey, regarding the fireplace units, the question about the heating, and the problems they are experiencing with the urinals.  Long has made arrangements to meet him at the Senior Citizens’ Center to discuss these issues further.  Also, the law library project has been completed except for the installation of the new carpet and the internet cable.  County Attorney Alan George invited all members of the court to come by to see the renovated law library that we all can be proud to have in our courthouse.  
County Engineer, Buan Smith stated that the Cummings Ferry Road widening project is completed from the Bill Chapman property (on the north side of the road) to the boat ramp parking lot, and it is time to place the final surface course on this portion of the project.  Smith explained that typically asphalt manufacturing plants close down over the winter months in Kentucky, and it appears they will be shutting down the week of Thanksgiving, November 24th this year.  Consequently, this does not leave time to advertise for bids, open them and present the winning bid to the fiscal court for approval.  Therefore, Smith stated it is necessary for him to request approval, as an emergency status, to negotiate a price with a contractor for placement of the final surface course to avoid unsafe driving conditions during the upcoming winter months.  Since the contractor will be in the same general location, Smith stated that he would also like to resurface Patterson Road that was scheduled for this fiscal year and Brushy Run North Road Bridge.  (Attachment)
3. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to authorize Buan Smith as an emergency status to negotiate a price with a paving contractor to place a final surface course on the widened portion of Cummings Ferry Road, Patterson Road, and Brushy Run North Road Bridge, in order to avoid unsafe driving conditions over the winter months.

Mr. Ken Greeson of the US Office of Homeland Security will lead the session with discussions focusing on threat assessment and surveillance.  
Jouett House, Joel Meador reported the Jouett House is hosting the Marquis Calmes Chapter, Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution event being held at the Jouett House on Saturday, November 1st, in addition to having a volunteer forum to actively solicit volunteers that may be interested in this type of community service.  
Versailles Chief of Police Wilhoit confirmed the committee meeting scheduled for Tuesday, November 4th at 5:00 p.m. at Versailles City Hall regarding the CAPP skid pad program

Follow-up Request from the City of Versailles, Linda Combs, for funding for the Christmas Parade and Banner Project for downtown Versailles –   Linda Combs returned to fiscal court to provide a detailed account of what was spent on the Christmas parade last year and provided the court with a copy that reflected a total amount spent of $13,805.50, which satisfied the previous question posed to Linda Combs about any remaining funds from the 2007 expenditures. LexTran Route Update given by Judge/Executive Coyle based on the letter to Wanda Trimble of Bluegrass Ultra-Transit Service, a copy of her proposal, and emails from LexTran that gave a breakdown of the 632 commuter service survey responses that were received.  Of the 632 that responded, 298 were interested in buying a monthly pass, 360 said they would be commuting to work, and of that 360, 134 were healthcare providers.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that after he met with Mayor Siegelman, he would give a more in-depth report.  (Attachment)

Brownfields Assessment Grant for year end 2009 – Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion that would allow Woodford County to participate in the Brownsfields Assessment Grant FY 2009.  The Bluegrass Area Development District is in the process of submitting a regional application under the Kentucky Brownfields Program that competes on a national level for a $1,000,000.00 grant.   The mission of this program is to empower states, communities, and other stakeholders in economic redevelopment to work together in a timely manner to prevent, assess, safely clean up, and sustainably reuse brownfields.  Additionally, this program was established to revitalize former industrial and commercial sites by turning them from problem properties to productive community assets. Steve Barnett – In regard to the new fluorescent assembly line at Osram Sylvania, Squire Barnett made the following statement:

“On October 20th, Judge/Executive Coyle, several other Magistrates, and I had the opportunity to attend the grand opening of the new T5 fluorescent light bulb assembly line at Osram Sylvania.  I think this is great news that the company decided to locate this new high technology line at their Versailles plant rather than in Mexico, Canada, or another U.S. city.  All those were options they had.  Although this move does not create many new jobs, it does show a strong commitment to this community.  I was surprised that the Woodford Sun chose to place this story on page 3 and not the front page so that more readers would be aware of this important news in our county.

During this time of uncertain economic conditions, rising unemployment, plant closing, and jobs being lost to other countries, we should be very proud and thankful that Osram Sylvania has chosen our community and this factory for this commitment.  Also, for your information, they have reserved a vacant bay adjoining this new line where they hope another assembly line will be placed in the near future.  Again, thanks to Osram Sylvania for being such a great part of our Versailles and Woodford County community.”
Judge/Executive John Coyle  
Judge/Executive Coyle reported that Hunter Shewmaker, Ambulance Director, was allowed by the court to administer flu shots to all county employees, and enough serum was ordered for county employees only.
