REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –  Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,065,849.07 less the bill list of $255,756.17, payroll of $201,309.17, and certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, which leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,208,783.73.    
Standing Committee Reports 

On behalf of the Personnel Committee, Squire Staples gave a brief report on the committee’s recommendation for the county’s health insurance benefits.  The renewal is to be effective July 1, 2009 with the recommendation to accept the bid from Humana with Option A and B.  Squire Staples stated that Option B has been added this year and there would be some changes in the out-of-pocket expenses for the employee; however, the county’s expenses will not increase.  The other change to the policy is that the vision benefit has been taken out of the health insurance policy plan so that if an employee does not have to take the health insurance in its entirety in order to get the vision benefit.  The deadline for all employees to sign up for this Humana plan with Option A and B is May 29th.  
1. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to accept the health insurance bid proposed for fiscal year 2009-2010 from Humana with Option A and B.

Citizen’s Participation 
John Delaney, a resident of Lane’s View Subdivision, came before the court to see if there is an ordinance adopted and enacted in Woodford County that prohibits unregistered, junk vehicles from sitting on public streets, specifically, Lane’s View.  Judge/Executive Coyle asked Squire Gormley if she would initiate the proper procedure to enact an ordinance that would address the gap in the county’s existing ordinance, which will address junked, wrecked, inoperative, or unlicensed automobiles on the county’s public roadways, and she agreed.  
Tami Vater, Executive Director of the Chamber of Commerce, announced that Monday, May 11th is Woodford County Tourism Appreciation Day in honor of National Tourism Week, and it will be held in the Courthouse Community Room from 12:00 to 1:00 p.m.
Department Heads

Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker stated that the Ambulance Committee has received three requests to write-off their ambulance bills.  It was decided by the committee to request verification of income from two of them and an initial installment and payments from the third person.
Maintenance Director, David Long reported that the work at the Jack Jouett House has started and is moving along very well and ahead of schedule.  
Regarding the Senior Citizen’s Building, Long addressed the flooring problem by stating CMW is making progress in attempting to get this floor repaired, but since there are additional places throughout the Center where the flooring is starting to show buckles and flaws, he made the recommendation to hire an independent flooring contractor to get an outside opinion of what needs to be done at this point.  
The project manager of CMW, Mr. Vecsey, reported that he made a request to the contractor that installed the floor at the Senior Citizen’s Center to contact the manufacturer of this flooring to come on site and evaluate their product on the floor and offer their opinion on the obvious flaws.  Mr. Vecsey stated that his intention was to repair the floor to the industry standards for that type of joint within that type of floor.  When he was asked about the warranty period, Vecsey stated this floor is basically a latent defect and that since it has been established, documented, and photographed, it will be corrected.  Judge/Executive Coyle directed Mr. Vecsey to continue repairing the immediate flooring problem that he is working on now, but the court will pursue contracting an independent person to give their opinion.
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by James E. Staples to approve the recommendation made by Maintenance Director, David Long, to hire an independent floor contractor to give their opinion about what should be done to repair this floor problem.

Recycling Director, Wade Johnson stated there was a bid opening this afternoon for the skid steer loader whereby three bids were submitted and all three were in the $28,000.00 range; however, since there is only $26,000.00 left in the grant, Johnson reported that he would need to make adjustments on the specifications for this skid steer loader and re-bid on this new set of specifications.  
Secondly, Johnson reported back to the court on the cost of the concrete footer that would become the foundation of two non-used trailers that had the axels removed for the purpose of creating storage space that would result in the Recycling Center being able to send full truck loads of volume commodities.  The cost of his footer would be approximately $1,400.00
3. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve Recycling Director, Wade Johnson having a footer poured at the Recycling Center to serve as foundation for storage trailers, which would cost approximately $1,400.00.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith requested approval to advertise for a new pick-up truck and the hydraulic hammer that will be funded by the proceeds of the sale of the salvage surplus trucks and the money he kept in the LGEA funds from the modified budget.
4. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve the request of Buan Smith to advertise for a new pick-up and hydraulic hammer.

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that he has three hazard mitigation funded grants that he would like permission to apply for on behalf of the county; they are 87% funded, with 13% being the county’s expense which would be approximately $28,000.00.  Slugantz stated these grants would be used to purchase generators and there is a second grant that would be used to replace three sirens.  If these grants were awarded to the county, the value would be near a $200,000.00 value.

Staples and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the request of Keith Slugantz to apply for both grants with the contingency that if the county receives these grants, this issue is to be brought back before the court for approval to pay the 13% that is not be included in the grant.

Old Business
Approval of the Jailer’s budget for fiscal year 2009-2010 – Jailer, Gary Gilkison, and Chief Deputy Jailer, Missy Coulter submitted the proposed budget of the Woodford County Detention Center for 2009-2010 for the court’s review and approval. Coulter reported 24 full-time and 5 part-time employees and addressed questions posed to the Jailer and herself regarding overtime and holiday pay.  Coulter stated that until the jail is fully-staffed and remains fully-staffed for 6 months, there would continue to be overtime pay; whenever the jail is fully-staff and fully-trained, overtime pay decreases approximately one-half.  Regarding holiday pay, employees are not given the option of working on holidays if a holiday falls on their scheduled time to work, nor does the Jailer have the option of not having them work on a holiday.

Revision from the Woodford Rural Land Board Amending Proposed Ordinance was addressed by Hoppy Henton, member of the Woodford Rural Land Board.   Henton acknowledged that Judge/Executive Coyle requested the portion of the ordinance that makes reference to the appeal process for the purchase of a conservation easement be revised, specifically, Article IV, Section 2 (2) that refers to Article IV, Section 4 (2).  As presently drafted in the ordinance, if a person applies for an easement application and is in disagreement with the scoring of the land, that person is to present his appeal to the same board that issued the original scoring.  Henton explained that the appearance of a lack of due process reflects the removal of all references to the “staff” of the Woodford Rural Land Board.  But Article IV, Section 4 (2a) provides a mechanism for the Board to establish an independent appeals process.  
Jenny Given, Citizen of Woodford County, addresses the Rural Land Board in general by stating that she felt this board is a duplication of effort due to the Bluegrass Conservancy already being in place that offers the same service.  Her research brought to light there is approximately 4,150 acres already in Woodford County that has been placed in an easement contract with the Bluegrass Conservancy.  In contrast with what the Woodford Rural Land Board has stated, Given stated that she did not believe the Woodford Rural Land Board would be able to operate for any length of time without the funding from someone and starting another quasi-government entity would result in taxpayers paying additional taxes for an organization or group that is duplicating services.  Given requested another public hearing because this issue is very complicated and the majority of citizens do not know or understand what is going on.   
New Business 
Approval of renewal of the KCJEA dues was requested by Judge/Executive Coyle.

Approval for Woodford Youth Football to Construct Tower was presented by Jim Keck on behalf of the Woodford Youth Football League.  Keck reported this tower would be a 16 x 20 multi-purpose sports field tower on the JV football field adjacent to the high school varsity football field that would be used for press, storage, and concessions.  Keck assured the court there would be no funding requested from the county, however, the building will be added to the county’s insurance policy under Falling Springs.  Rich Pictor, Director of the Parks and Recreation Department, stated that he is in favor of this being built on the JV football field.  
15. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve the construction of a 16 x 20 sports field tower on the JV football field, at no expense to the county other than this building being added to the county’s policy that exists for Falling Springs.

Award of bid on Woodford County Detention Center Shower Project was presented to the court by Jailer, Gary Gilkison and Chief Deputy Jailer, Missy Coulter and stated they have been working on this shower project since the restrictive custody project was undertaken in 2005.  Although the Department of Corrections has been most patient with the county during the gradual deterioration of the thirteen showers, such as the tile falling off, mold growing in the tile areas making the shower facilities unclean and unsafe, both Gilkison and Coulter stated they felt confident the Woodford County Detention Center would not pass another inspection from the Department of Corrections unless this work is done.  Coulter reported there were seven bids submitted and opened on April 21, 2009 at 2:00 p.m., two of which were not submitted correctly and had irregularities with their bid. Spectrum Contracting Services met all the criteria, were absolute, and the lowest bidder for the entire project.  Spectrum Contracting Services had their Base Bid: the shower renovation with a quote of $128,974.00; Alternate One: painting and repair of existing exterior insulation finish system in its entirety with a quote of $15,472.00; and Alternate Two: Installing horizontal chain link fence with screening and steel support framing at outdoor recreation area with a quote of $19,240.00.  
In reference to financing this project, Treasurer Wilson reported the approximate pay-out from KACO.  Wilson used $180,000.00 as the loan amount because that was the first estimate given.  Rates and terms were given as follows:  10 years at 4.25% (variable rate) would have an annual payment of approximately $22,000.00 and 5 years at 4.25% (variable rate) would have an annual payment of $40,000.00.  Wilson stated that for the most recent projects, the county has procured a variable rate during the period of time when bills were being submitted for reimbursement, and when the project was finished, the court opted to commit to a fixed interest rate loan.  
16. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Steve Barnett to approve Spectrum Contracting Services’ base bid of $128,974.00 for the shower renovation and Alternate One: painting and repair of existing exterior insulation finish system in its entirety at the quote of $15,472.00 for a total of $144,446.00 with the contingency of the Woodford County Fiscal Court being approved for financing this total amount.

Communications
Magistrates  -
Squire Craig questioned if it would be prudent of the court to form a committee to address the  past Woodford County Alcohol License Fees, at which time Judge/Executive Coyle made the recommendation for the Finance Committee to serve in this capacity, excluding Squire Staples and including Squire Craig.  
Squire Craig stated that if the court is willing to charge the business owners half of the license fee for the Sunday Sales license, could that be an option for the 2008-2009 county license to get them current since they are just now being informed of a county license fee.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he reviewed that part of the county’s ordinance that addresses prorated fees and compared that to the fee schedule from the Alcohol Beverage Control Board that relates to a special liquor license, such as the Sunday Sales license, and the pro-ration of one half of the fee for the Sunday Sales license is the ABC Board’s accepted schedule.  Judge/Executive Coyle emphasized that the ordinance states “no license shall be issued unless proof that the state and county licenses have been paid.”
Judge/Executive Coyle reported that we are in the process of locating records that would verify if license fees have been paid anywhere other than the county for 2008, and if so, that business will be given credit for that payment.  Assistant County Attorney Phyllis Mattingly stated that is the issue; whether any license fees should have been paid to the City of Midway, and as stated in the letter to all magistrates by County Attorney Alan George, that beginning with the 2009-2010 fiscal year, any restaurateur in the county limits, and that would include the City of Midway, should be notified that those license fees should be paid to the county.  Restaurant(s) owner, Quita Michael, was present and stated that she owns a restaurant in Versailles, Woodford County, and Midway and holds every license except retail liquor license, and she thinks the court should make a decision about what would get restaurants current.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that this restaurant owner should get credit for what she has paid, but the county has not been able to get the information that verifies which businesses have paid a license fee.

Assistant County Attorney Phyllis Mattingly was present for this fiscal court meeting in the absence of County Attorney Alan George.

Judge/Executive John Coyle
Judge/Executive Coyle stated that by negotiating a contract with Nextel, there would be a savings of somewhere in the area of $600 to $800 a month, allowing county employees that have been approved by the budget committee to keep their phones with a reduction of the cell phone cost of approximately one-half.
