APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of June 9, 2015. Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 6/19/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $2,318,429.93, less a bill list of $117,660.79, less a certificate of deposit of $431,014.24, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,745,945.11. 

Treasurer Wilson informed the court that she had contacted the State Auditor’s office regarding obtaining an outside firm to perform the County’s audits.  In order to do this, a written request must be submitted and approval obtained from the Auditor’s office.  
1. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Mary Ann Gill to direct Treasurer Wilson to submit a written request to the State Auditors office requesting approval to seek an outside auditing firm to perform the county’s audits.

Maintenance Superintendent, David Long reported that he has been in contact with two companies regarding the lights at the football field; however, only one bid was submitted.  Superintendent Long recommended choosing Christianson’s Electric to replace the lights at a cost of $14,000.  The Woodford County Board of Education has agreed to reimburse the county for the cost of the lights.

2. A motion was made by C.L. Watts and seconded by Ken Reed to approve accepting the bid from Christianson’s Electric in the amount of $14,000 to replace the lights at the football field and submit receipt of payment to the Woodford County Board of Education for reimbursement.

Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel  reminded the court of the River Sweep at the Clifton Boat Ramp on Saturday, June 27th at 9:00 a.m. Ms. McDaniel also informed the court that the county is in line for a state waste tire collection at the state highway garage on September 17, 18, and 19 and asked the court for a motion to direct Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the agreement.

MOTION CARRIED
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith informed the court that over the years, there has been a “G” added to the road name Cummins Ferry.  The PVA and post office has the road listed as Cummins Ferry, not Cummings Ferry.  Mr. Smith asked the court to entertain the idea to formally name the road Cummins Ferry Road.  After some discussion, it was decided that the public should be notified of the intent and it will be discussed further at the next meeting.  

It was requested that Mr. Smith obtain a letter from the state highway department regarding the bike path on US 60 and who is responsible for that path, as it is in need of repair.  
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that a water line in the basement of Fire Station 2 busted and flooded the Emergency Operations Center. Mr. Slugantz was given permission to use the Emergency Management office in the basement of the courthouse for the Emergency Operations Center while the repairs are being made.

Mr. Slugantz also informed the court that he is resigning his position as Emergency Management Director effective at the end of the fiscal year and thanked the court for their support over the past 16 years.   
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark notified the court of events and activities occurring at the Jack Jouett House:

· The Jack Jouett House is partnering with the Bluegrass Cycling Club on July 4, 2015 at 9:00 for the Captain Jack Jouett Ride – which is a bicycle ride commemorating Jack Jouett’s ride to save American independence.  
· The Woodford Herbalists are helping host a special tour and meal at the Jack Jouett House for the Down to Earth Garden Club of Lexington on July 6th.
· Revolutionary Kids Day will be held on July 18th from noon until 5:00.

· A check for $753 was turned in to the court representing revenue from on-site tour donations, which is a forty percent increase over last year
Sheriff’s Deputy, Keith Broughton informed the court that a sheriff’s vehicle was taken out of service

and given to the Woodford County Detention Center to be used as a transport vehicle.  
Jailer, Michele Rankin  informed the court that the detention center intends to do something each

month to give back to the community.  They will be collecting backpacks and school supplies during the

month of July and donating them to the family resource centers. 
County Clerk, Sandra Jones informed the court that she would like to offer the fax machine in the

County Clerk’s office to surplus so the ambulance service can use it.
